More Startling Opinions.
MAKING CONGRESS SUPREME.

Last week, the Supreme Court of the
United States renderedseveralmore de-
cisions of a character to startle the peo-
ple. One of these, deliveredby Justice
Bradley, was in the habeas corpus case
of Augustus F. Clarke, a judge of elec-
tion in Cincinnati, indicted and convict-
ed in the United States Circuit Court in
that city for a violation, as charged, of
the Stale law in Ohio regulating the
conduct of elections. One of therequire-
ments of the Ohio law is that after the
election the poll-bookshall be delivered
to the clerk of the State, "under cover
and sealed." Clarke was charged with
suffering the cover and seal ofthe book
to be broken before delivery. There was
no evidenceoffered that thereturns had
been altered or falsified in any way, but
the United StatesCircuit Court held that
he was amenable to punishment in the
Federal court, under Federal law, for
not keeping the book intact, as required
by State law.

The opinion of the Supreme Court
w&a deliveredby Justice Bradley, Mr.
Justice Field delivering a dissenting
Dpinion in the Clarke case, which is ap-
plicable to all the cases. The court re-
fuse, says the Bait. Sun, thewritsof cer-
tiorari, dismiss the petitions for habeas
corpus, and remand the prisoners into
the custody of their gaolers. The con-
stitutionality of the several sections of
the Bevised Statutes applicableto elec-
tions is maintainedupon all points. The
right of Congress to vest the appoint-
ment of supervisors in the judges of the
circuit courts is affirmed, and the ap-
pointment and employment of deputy
marshals at thepolls is deduced from
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Conservative State Convention.

Laws Defeated for Want of Time.
A number of bills which had passed

both houses, failed to become laws for
the reason that the House would not
grant time to have them enrolled and
signed by the Governor.

The State says that it was seen early
on Tuesday that all the bills passed
could not be enrolled, and all the bills
enrolled could not be considered by the
Governor in time to approve or disap-
prove them, therefore Mr. Chamber-
layne moved at the night session that
the session be extended thirty minutes
in order to give time to the Governor
and enrolling clerk to perfect the bills
already passed by both Houses. The 1
Houserefused, and the consequence is
that a number of very important bills
failed to receive the signature of the
Governor, a signature which would
have been given had the House made
the short and seasonable extension
asked of them and explained by Mr.
Chamberlayne.

Among these might be mentioned,
that granting to the United States a
quarantine station near Sewell's Point,
off Norfolk; also that ceding a site for
a postofflce, custom-house, &c, in
Lynchburg; also, the maimed toldiers'
bill appropriating some 115,000 and fix-
ing the order of relief. A number of
other bills were in the same way passed
by, and it is our duty to say that it was
not the fault of the enrolling clerks
or the Governor, their functions being
indeed fully performed, but was wholly
the fault of the House, which unreason-
ably and absurdly refused to grant that
extension of time which was absolutely
necessary both to tho enrolling clerk
and to the Governor?to the one to en-
roll the bilk, and to the other to ap-
prove or disapprove.

the paramount sovereignty of the Uni-
ted States, and the right of the general
government to employ physical force at
any timeor place throughout the coun-
try to compel ebedience to its laws. The
pewer of Congress to make and alter
regulations for holding elections for Re-
presentatives in Congress is declared to
be a supervisory power. It may be ex-
ercised either by abolishing the State
regulations and substituting such as
Congress may prescribe, or by simply
adding to ormodifying the Stateregula-
tions. Included in the power, thecourt
say, is the power to impose new duties
upon the State officers charged under
State law with the duty of holding elec-
tions, and to punish them for any viola-
tion of the State law or of the Federal
law. There can be no conflict or colli-
sion of authority, say the court, because
the authorityofthe nation is paramount,
and that of the State must yield. The
conviction of Clarke, the Cincinnati
judge, is thereforesustained, as well as
that of the Baltimore judges of election.
It is needless to point out what Judge
Field so strongly emphasizes in his dis-
senting opinion, that this decision in-
volves a complete overthrow and pros-
tration of all State authority. The doc-
trine that a State officer may be punish
ed by Federal authority for an offense
committed, not against the United
States, or any law of the United States,
but against State law, is not only novel,
but involves consequences of the most
momentous character. It is a practical
judicial repeal, Judge Field observes, of
the tenth amendment to the constitu-
tion. It is difficult to see wbat rights can
any longer be considered as reserved to
the States or the people thereof which
Congress cannot override. The opinion
of the court forcibly recalls the unani-
mity with which the judgesofEngland,
in the reign of Charles 1., declared that
the royal prerogative was paramount
over all law, and that there was no act
ofParliament with which the royal au-
thority might not dispense.

Rich Mineral Resources.?Last
week, the Chamber of Commerce of
Pittsburg, Pa., was addressed by Maj.

both of them brothers-in-law of Dr.
Luther R. Dickinson. It is stated that
all the endorsements of the names of
these gentlemen?and they are said to
be numerous?on paper drawn by Dr.
L. R. Dickinson are forgeries. This is
also true of all his notes bearing the en-
dorsementof Jeter & Dickinson.

Dr. Luther R. Dickinson was at his
office for the last time on Thurs-
day morning the 11th instant. When
he left he stated tbat he was going to
Louisa county for a few days.
