The address was made by the special
request of the Chamber of Commerce,
and is highly spoken of by tbe Pitts-
burg papers. Itwas replete with valu-
able information concerning our min-
eral wealth and abundant supply ofval-
uable timber. He impressed upon tbe
Pittsburg people tbe importance and
great advantages to that city of a rail-
road across our State from North to
South reaching the vast beds of iron
ore in this region.

At the conclusion of tbe Governor's
address there was an outbreak of ap-
plause, and the following resolution
was submitted by Mr. Geo. H. Ander-
son :

Resolved, By the Pittsburg Chamber
of Commerce, that the thanks of this
body be extended to Governor H. M.
Mathews, of West Virginia, for the able
and interesting address delivered by
him on the 'Resources of West Virgin-
ia, and their relation to the business of
this city," and that in our judgment
the material interests of both sections
will be enhanced by tbe better under-
standing of our people, secured by such
statements as we hate heard from the
distinguished gentleman from West
Virginia to-day.

Mr. Schmertz amended that the
speech be printed in pamphlet form,
and the resolution, as amended, was
adopted.

Mineral Resources of Virginia.
?Prof. Eccleston lectured on Monday
evening before theNew York Academy
of Sciences on the mineral Resources of
Virginia and West Virginia. The lec-
ture was of a sort to explain the recent
renewal of railroad building in those
sections. Virginia produces iron ore in
great abundance, while West Virginia
is full of coal beds. Tbe Virginia iron
ores are of remarkable quality, stretch-
ing in veins between the Blue Ridge
and the Alleghanies, and extending
from Pottsdam on tbe east to Clifton.The iron beds were sometimes contin-
uous, sometimes in folds numbering
from three or four upto twelve, and some
of the specular ores were as rich in min-
eral as those of Lake Superior. These
ores have not been developed, owing to
difficulties in access and transportation.
Fuel is scarce, connection not being yet
closely made with the coal beds further
west. But the time was now coming
when these ore beds would be worked.
They were too rich to be longer neglect-
ed, few of them containing more than
a fifth of one "per cent, of phosphorus.
Virginia is richer in iron than Pennsyl-
vania, says Prof. Eccleston, and it is a
store of wealth for coming generations.
If, he added, the prosperity of tbe iron
trade continued, an industrial survey
would have to be made of the country,
and such a survey would show so much
industrial wealth in Virginia that capi-
tal must Inevitablyflow fuTo the State.
Probably the Professor ought to have
added tbat abundant capital would al-
ready be available to develop tbe min-
eral wealth of the State if its finances
were in a better sanitary couejitjon. Bqt
capitalists do not like to" put their money
in a State which does not pay its debts,
nor are they inclined to undertakerail-
road construction amongst communitieswhicb attempt to confiscate their prop
erty by Rob Roy methods. Yet with
the return of better times outside of
Virginia, a return of better sense within
the old State may eventually be expect-
ed.?Baltimore Sun.

On last Friday in the U. S. Senate, a
memorial was presented from Susan B.
Anthony, asking for tbe removal ofberpolitical disabilities. Tbe Hot Springsbill was passed, after which the Senate
adjourned until Monday.

In the House Mr. Tucker gave notice
that he would offer resolutions in lieu of
those reported by the select committee
on tbe inter-oceanic canal, declaring
tbat the United States will maintain
their right to see that nothing shall be
done in tbe premises which shall not
fully secure free and unrestricted com-
merce by such interoceanic highway to
the States of the Union in time of pub-
lic war as well as of peace. Tbe im-
mediate deficiency bill was further
amendedand passed. One of the amend-
ments requires that deputy marshals
shall be selected from tbe different par
ties.

As amended by the House the law
would require the judges of Circuit
Courts, or district judges in their ab-
sence, to appointall special deputy mar-
shals from among persons of good moral
character, an equal number from both
political parties, who are to receive five
dollars per day. The amendment does
not limit tbe number of deputies, nor
change the law as to the numberof days
of service. It is substantially the same
proposition formulated in a bill-intro-
duced by Judge John T. Harris last De-
cember and referred to tbe Judiciary
Committee.
