Interesting Relics.

“THE PHENIX"—A RELIC OF THE PAST.

The Phenix is the title of a newspaper which
was established in Staunton in March 1795, and
published every Wednesday by John Wise on
Mainstreet, three doors above the ‘“Rising Sun
Tavern.”

‘We have been presented with the fragment
of a copy dated Wednesday, June 26th, 1799,
which is No 15 0of Vol. 1V, and was directed to
James Hogshead, whose name is written in
ink on the margin. As this fragment is but
about half of the sheet of that date, which, un-
fortunately, was torn transversely, weare una-
ble to read the whole of the articlesit contains,
and are, therfore unable to summarize its con-
tents.

Though the news from Europe was more than
a month old, it was read with great interest at
that time, and most of this issueis occupied
with the news of the war then going on in Eu-
rope and Africa between Napoleon and the dif-
ferent powers of Europe.

It contains the address of the Arch Duke
Charles of Germany to all the Generals of the
Imperial armies, and of the armies of the Em-
pire, and dispatches from Bonaparte of his mil-
itary operations in Egypt and a report in a lete
ter frem London of the defeat, about the lst of
April of the French, near Vienna, with the loss
0 3000 men and 4 pieces of artillery.

The Indians were giving trouble at thattime,
and there was a prospect of an Indian war in
the West. The follwing was published as the
news from Lexington, Kentucky, May 23rd :—

“By a gentleman who arrived intown on
Saturday last, from Cincinnati, we are inform-
ed that he saw a tetter from commandant at
Detroit, to a Commanding officer st Fort
Washington, informing him that the Indians
were imbodying and holding councils—and
from every appearance, meditating a stroke on
some part of the frontiers of the United
States.”

It contained the action of the Legislature of
Connecticut disapproving of the celebrated
Kentucky and Virginia resolutions of 1798 and

1799,

From orders of publication we learn that at
that time Chas. Cameron was clerk of Bath
county, and H.J. Gambell Deruty clerk ot
Rockingham county.

Patrick Henry, the second son of John and
Sarah Henry, and oneof nine children, was
born on the 29th of May, 1735, at the family seat
called Sudley, in the ccunty of Hanover—the
same county in which Henry Clay was born— |
and he died in Charlotte county June 6th, 1799,
aged 63 years and 7 days,

Whilst
this route will be nearer the supposed beds of
minerals, we think it must be more costly in
construction than the proposed routes more in
the Valley, and the bridging of the streams
from the mountains must necessarily be ex-
pensive,

Waynesboro’ Items,

[From our special correspondent “H.”]

S. V. R. R.~NEW BUILDINGS—COUNTY ROAD IM-
PROVEMENT—CORN-MEAL FOR N. C.—LAND
SALE -RELIGTOUS~LUNAR RAINBOW.
Waynesboro’ is all excitement in regard to

the S. V. R. R., coming here, and real estate has

advanced wonderfully. The route, located by
the Engineers, will connect with the Ches. &

Ohio Railway at the ‘‘Gravel Bed,” one mile

east of town. Ifthis route is adopted, the 8. V.

R. R. will use the C. & O. R. W., into and

through town to a point about half a mile west

of here, where it will strike to the left and take

a southern course. The Division Engineer has

taken rocms at the “Bruce House” and has an

office in town. The Engineer Corpsareacwork
putting in the grade stakes, all of which indi-
cates that we are to have the road.

Thereare more houses being erected now than
dat any one time, within therecollection of our
oldest inhabitants. One of our business men
will have a ten pin alley ready within a few
days. It will be the first one ever in town and
will no doubt be a good investment,

Your correspondent has talked with a great
many of our best farmers and largest tax-pay-
ers, in regard to the Act introduced by Gen.
Echols and pass d by the Legislature, for the
improvement of the roads of the County, and
thus far be has not found oNE who is in favor
of it. They all say that if they commence at
the end of the fifteen miles on all the six roads
and work towards Staunton, they will vote for
it, but if they commence at Staunton and work
out towards the country they will do all they
can against it. They claim that $100,000 is not
enough to bui!d ninety miles of Macadamized
road, and that if they commence at Staunfon
it will only be enough to bulld six or eight
miles on each of the six roads leading from
Staunton, and that will be the last of it and we
will derive no benefit from it down here. I
asked an old and experienced contractor of
public works, aboutthe costs, &e., of such aroad
and his reply was that “it would take at least
$2,000 to Macadamize a mile, allowing the bal-
last to be six ifiches deep.”

Messrs. Smith & Patterson, owners of the
large flour and plaster mill at this place, have
shipped several hundred bushels of their cele-
brated corn meal to Raleigh N. C, They have
already built up a good trade with the tar-heels,
and ship a great deal of flour to different por-
tions of that State.

Mr. Philip Killian, of this place, purchased
130 acres ofland at $36.25 per acre, last week
from Mr. Geo. K. Koiner. The land has no im-
provements on it.

Rev. J. R. Van Horne preached to large con-

and hope Conference will let him remain with
us for several years.

Rev. Frank McCutchen, pastor of the Presby-
terian church of this place, will preach at Bethel
next Sunday for Rev. James Murray.
