DEATH OF JOHN B, SCHERER, Sr.

It is our painful duty to record the death of
this venerable and worthy citizen, in the 68th
year of his age, on Friday last, the 14th of Ma_y.
Mr. Scherer came to this country from Baden,
Germany, about 1840, and went to work on the
farm of Mr. Gasper Coyner, near Fishersville
in this County. By his persevering industry,
and genial nature he soon won the respect and
good will of his employer, and all who came in
contact with him.
In 1851 he removed toStaunton and opened &
bakery. By dint of hard work and honest deal-
ing, he soon made himself a comfortable home
and reared a large tamily of children. About
the breaking out of the war, or before that time,
he added to the business of the bakery, that of
a Restaurant and Bar. In thisbusiness he con-
tinued until his death.
He was at one time a worthy member of the
City Council, and at the time of ‘his death, a
member of the City School Board of Education,
and always discharged his public duties with
the same fidelity that characterized him in all
of his other relations in life,
Although a man of moderate education, he
had a strong natural intellect, apt in learning
the laws and acquiring the customs of the
country of his adoption—and no more devoted
son of Virginia was ever born on her soil than,
he proved himself to be. To say that he was
kind of heart arid generous as charity itself to
the faults of his fellow men, but feebly .ex:
presses the tenderness that pervaded his nature
and the kindaess which characterized his inter-
course with his neighbors.
By his strict integrity he won the respect of
all who knew him and hy his generosity, his
large sympathies and geniality of disposition,
their admiration, esteem and love. He was a
zealous Catholic, and yielded implicit obedi-
ence to the doctrines and discipline of the
church. '
We hazard nothing in saying that few men
have gone down to their graves in this com-
munity leaving behind them more sincere and
sorrowing friends. “Uncle John,” as hie was
familiarly and fondly called by his friend.—
His loss will be deeply felt and his virtues long
remembered by others than his immediate
family.
To his aged widow "and life-long partner of
his sorrows and joys we tender our warmest
sympathy, as well as to his children, to whom
he has left the heritage of & good name and an
example worthy of imltation, and give them
the assurance that it is but the common senti-
ment of all classes of our community.
The funeral services took place at the Catho-
lic church on last Sunday evening and were
conducted by Rev. Father McKeefry, after
which his remains were buried in Thornrose
Cemetery, followed to their last resting place
by an unusually large concourse of ourcitizens.
A good man has been taken from our midst—
peace to his ashes. ;

Staunton Opera House,

“AS YOU LIKE IT.”

It is as true to-day, as it always was—and it
always was true—that the stage in its illustra-
tion of “As you like it’’' cannot preserve the
exquisite grace, the poetic glamour—like au-
tumnal mists on distant hills at sunset—which
clothes this lovely comedy as with a garment
of light. Something evanescent, elusive, in-
describable—an enchantment recognized, felts
longed-for, but never named—seems stiil to es-
cape the most searching processes of dramatic
art in its treatment of this theme. Men who
have walked alone in the autumn woods, call-
ing to mind the words of the royal exile, the
sad wisdom of Jacques, and the richly tender
songs of Amiens—songs which are the perfect
and immortal voice of broken hope and wasted
faith—are aware of these qualities, and under-
stand why they can never be reached in practi-
cal expression. Nature keeps her secret, and
this great comedy is one with nature. The
strong genius of Shakespeare, likewise looking
down on all mortal things, and touching in
this play, with heavenly colors, the sweetest
and saddest experiences of human life, assumes
an exaltation of pensive beauty far above the
reach of the world of fact. Art comes to a limit
at'1ast’when all it can do is to stretch its hands
‘towards heaven. There are mysteries of starry
.nights and solitary ocean and mountain soli-
ftude which it can never interpret. There is a
music in the voices of some children, an ineffa-
ble loveliness in the faces of some women,
which it can never preserve; and so in this
comedy, there is an interior spirit, a celestial
fragrance, secure beyond its reach and coy to
all its supplication. The stage may do muech;
but these ideals elude it, and—
No sgeed avails
To hunt upon its shining trails.

Nevertheless, the dramatic management or
company who bring forward this play, and
place it on the stage in a conscientious spirit
and adequate dress, are publicbenefactors. All
thg influences that flow out of it'ate gentle and
noble. Its development of pure love kindles
the heart. Its pastoral pictures tranquilize the
the mind. Its presentment of contrasted char-
acter and experience broadens theintelligence.
Its philosophy exalts the soul. Its poetry
sings itself through the thoughts likethe even-
ing wind that murmurs in the dry grasses by
the brookside on late October days. And its
mingled sheen of warm, youthfullife and shad-
ow of mournfual sentiment fascinate every per-
ception of the beautiful, and satisfy us with
inexplicable pleasure, Though the effort to in-
terpret this comedy, therefore, fall short of per-
fection in its results, it 18 yet a noble effort,and
its results can not fail to be good.

The rendition of it by Miss Pomeroy’s com-
pany at our Opera House on last Thursday
night marks an important era in its history, as
well as in that of our dramatic growth as a
city. Itisthe first occasion since the con_l_glg-
tion of the building for this purpose, that the
classic dramatic representation has graced its
boards. The audience was numerous, refined,
intellectual, attentive and delighted. The
promise of the managers was found to have
been fulfilled in the matter of costuming.

The liberality of our City Council in the es-
sentials of elaborate and variegated scenerys
provided 1n the construction of the stage, was
gorgeously manifested. The wood-land scenes,
composed with feeling and handled with skill,
were made to present, in the loveliest confu-
sion, leafy vistas continually changing and
sunset colors softening into dusk.

There was no moment when, if completeness
of picture be considered, the stage ceased to be
a luxury to the eye. To accomplish this result
was to accomplish much; and we are more
anxious to recognize this achievement with
cordiality, silnce we are compelled to add that
the acting was not up to that degree of artistic
excellence which the sensitive taste of our city
demands, Miss Pomeroy appeared as Rosu-
lind, giving her first appearance in that part
here. Itisnotafinished Rosalind. Itis pretty
and rather well dressed ; it is, at times, coquet-
tish and tantalizing; it is notable for fidelity
to natyre in the mere respect of assumed boy-
ishness; it has freedom and vivacity ; and it is
graced, in the musical episode, with passable
execution and arch manner. But thereis more
in the part than prettiness, railery, and be-
witchment; much that Miss Pomeroy’s nature
does not convey and probably does not seize.
The intellectual character, the luxuriant wo-
manhood, sensuous yet spiritual, the child-like
purity, the fascination, the gleeful radiance—
like mornlng sunshine on the sea—this actress
did not indiegte and apparently does not ap-
prehend. Her Rosalind is first a robust flaxen-
haired beauty, and then a saicy boy, The frol-
1¢ is present, but not the soul. Such a woman
might tease a man’'s faney ; she could not break
his heart. Aside from imperfection of ideal,
there are other defects in Miss Pomeroy’s exe-
ecution. While she approaches more nearly
the ideal conception than Miss Davenport and
others who take elevated rank in the profes-
sion and are luminaries on the metropolitan
stage, her elocutionary work is defective. Her
tones are sometimes muffled and indistinet,
and her enunciation too rapid. This can surely
be remedied, and as {o tie lofiier glement, it is
enough tosay that therea are some depths of
feeling and thought which can only be sound-
ed in the actual experience of high-bearted na-
tures, and that for some conceptions of postry,
the artist must be born and not made.

The Orlando of Mr. Roberts wasinexpressibly
tame and ineffective. The amazement and be-
wilderment, consequent upon the revelation of
Rosalind’s ideptity, was feebly exhibited, and
the inflections reqgired in uttering mild sar-
casm were absolutely wanting. The jacques of
Mr. Leake was a highly ereditable delineatior,
The dreamingss and intellectual eynicism were
faithfully given, and the physical accessory of
a fine and well cultivated voice, supplemented
by accurate appreciation and good method, en-
abled him to make an impressive hit at the
point of the Seven Ages. The Toutchstone of
Mr. Davidson was a crisp and rather too comic
cbncepum;, Lt was far above the average, and
the Celia of Miss Willis was creditable, to say
the leasf.

Miss Pomeroy’s reception was most cordial,
and her well expressed and gracefgl acknowl-
edgment in front of the curtal: received rounds
of spontaneous applause, She will always be
heartily and warmly received in Staunton.

A Trip to the Mountains,

On the balmy morn of the 10th inst., & party
of us departed from the village of Mint Spring
to seek the mountain pastures far to the south-
east of Midway. The sun shone brightly, the
birds sang joyously on every spray, in fine,
every thing seemed to offer happy wishes for a
pleasant trip and a safe return. Before the fore-
noon was far spent we were entering the sub-
urbs of Greenville situated on a proud emi-
nence overlooking the mil-dam, where former-
1y that large-sized fish caught by Mr. Minor
Palmer, sported in its deep and billowy waters,
Quietly and cautiously pursuing our course up
main street, lest the private franchises of this
corporation be trampled upon and ourselves
cast into dismal dungeons, to suffer the loneli-
ness and confinement of a Chillon prisoner, we
passed its corporate limits, however,unmolest-
ed and in no great while under the heat and
glow of mid-day, rode boldly into the town of
Midway without any fear of molestation, ‘ob-

erving particularly on our right nineteen
black letters spangling a clear white banner
which appeared very much to us like a whis-
key saloon sign. Taking the Montebello turn-
pike, we addressed our steps ‘rapidly towards
the Blue Ridge, loitering for a while on the
grassy banks of a stream a short distance below
Rollin’s mill. Our green, sunny valley has re-
ceded in the rear, and any further progress
seems stayed by the threatening heads of the
mountain, rising in our front. The mark of
perennial verdure does not mergeimperceptibly
into thisbarren, desoiate region, being distinct-
ly visible,

A great rocky plain stretches itselt far and
wide for many miles, over which it is our in-
evitable fate to travel before reaching the base
of the mountain, The ascent appears gradual,
encompassed on the right and left by high
frowning peaks. The piercing beams of the
noon-day sun are splintered and its scorching
heat somewhat lessened by an exuberant
growth of follage,. We 'wended slowly our way
along this zigzag road, crossing at hrtervals-a
number of small rivulets, leaping from their
stony beds, Late in the eveningasthe curtains
of night began to spread around the gloomy re-
cesses of the cliffs, we wereconquerorsofthese
almost Inaccessible heights. Upon these dread-
ful tops, birdsof prey build their nests, a variety
of waterfalls are seen pouring from the sum-
mits and tumbling in vast sheets from rock to
rock in rude and terrible magnificence. Some-
times scattered here and there you see a culti-
vated spot, robed in living green, which would
only appear that the sweet herbage could be
cropped by the wild goat, as they bound from
cliff to cliff. All around, the steep, shaggy
peaks pierce the etherial regions in shapes as
spiry and fantastic as the rocks themselves and
whose very crests as they rise one above an-
other must ever ensure their immaculate sum-
mits from the footsteps of man, except to those
bold climbers who peril life and 1imb to stand
for a brigf moment on these wind-swept, lofty
crags. The contrast of light and shade, produc-
ed by the morning and evening sun presents a
new scene of astonishment; while the vast
shadow, projected by the mountains, buries
the opposite part in a deep and. purple gloom,
which the eye can scarcely penétrate, the other
side is bathed in yellow 'Streams of, light, pur-
ple hues, and azure tints. Sometimes, a seréne
airand clear sky disclose the tops of the high-
est peaks, at other times the clouds crown their
summits, repose on their sides, or roll along
the base, resembling one huge furnace.

We are told, when the winds rage they roar
among the cliffs and chasms like sharp peals of
thunder, and the crashing of oaks and the
sounds of maddéned cataracts, Join the dread-
ful tumult. In short, every thing is colossal,
yet they lack the smiling valleys and shelter-
ed lakes, which impart such pieturesque charms
to the Alps. They possess the sublimity with-
out the amenity, the beauty without the vari-
ety, which are so characteristic of less elevated
ranges in foreign lands. Atstill moonlight the
sounds of distant waterfalls are borne by bonnie
winds in varied songs among these enchanting
dales and open such romanticscenes of delicate
beauty, repose and solemnity as exceed all de-
scription. No wonder the illustrious Com.
Maury loved to picture these unrivalled objects
of exqutsite beauty and pride in such chaste
and ornate language. No wonder he preferred
the removal of his remains in'the May-time
through the mountains, when thelaurel wasin
bloom, bees in the bloszoms, ferns and flowers
decking its sides, to a funereal cortege over-
shadowed by the gloom and dreariness of win-
ter. Far away into the smoky eastern horizon
we could faintly see a narrow portion of Nelson,
spreadidg out in one extensive plain, calling to
remembsance that prolific valley which once
excited the cupidity of the Carthagenian army
from their own bountiful lap to make inroads
into Italy.

Mountains are indeed ths mest impressive
and sublime works of natureand form the most
permanent and enduring monuments of great
events. They stand as witnesses for the crea-
tor, reminding us of sacred facts and tryths and
évery view of their lofty summits and every
recurrence to them in thought, refreshens the
precious memories of Sinai, Ararat, Carmel,
Transfiguration, still shining in all the pearly
lustre of a “fair morn risen on mid-noon,”

Let us add in conglusian that theinhabjtants,
who dwell in these aerial regions, are exceed-
ingly kind and hospitable to those who visit
their habitations ’'neath sunny skies and
salubrious climes, but want the fertility of soil
and beautiful cottages to induce a valley per-
son to leave a kindly soil and a comfortable
home.

DEATH oF REV. DR. BUSEY.—Rev. Dr. Ezra

F. Busey, well known in this city, and a prom-
inent minister of the M. E, Church South, died
at the residence of Rev. 8. K. Cox, in Balti-
more, last Thursday night, of a complication
of diseases. Rev.Dr, Busey was born in Berke-
ley county, Va., (now W. Va.) October 6th, 1817.
He entered the Baltimore Conference ot the M.
E. Church in 1842, and was in the active itiner-
ancy of that Church and of the M. E. Church
South for thirty-six years. In the Alexandria
Conference of 1866 he entered the M. E. Church
South,and served as presiding elder of Roanoke
and Rockingham districts until 1871, when he
was appointed to take charge of the M. E.
Church South in Alexandria, to succeed Rev,
Dr. R. R. S. Hough, where he remained for two
years, at the expiration of which time he left
Alexandria for Baltimore. Dr. Busey was also
assistant pastor of the M. E. Church of Alex-
andria at the time that church divided on the
slavery question, in about 1844, but he, like
many others, did not enter the ministry of the
Southern branch, formed by Bishop Andrews,
for many years after the beginning of the
troubles among the members of the old church
in the General Conference of 1842, as stated
above. Dr. Busey was an able and eloquent
minister, and was universally esteemed for the
integrity and purity of his character. Although
not of very advanced age, his term of service
was unusually long, there being-only three
members of the Baltimore Conference of the
M. E. Church South—Revs, James H. March, J.
Hoffman Waugh, and Elias Welty—still sur-
viving who entered into gonference relations
at the same time with him.
Dr. Busey, who was at the time of his death
a widower, his wife, a Miss Conger, of Balti-
more, having died many years previons, leaveg
one son surviving,
