Some two yearsbackthe editorof The
Commonwealth prepared an article,
which was pulished in the Southern,
Law Review, discussing the limits and
effects of the Fourteenth Amendment.
In preparingit, it became necessary to
investigate its history in the records of
Congress. In goingover these we were
struck by the peculiar bitterness and
vindictiveness of Mr. Garfield'sspeech-
es, and some of them werenoted for fu-
ture reference. Amongst them was one
from which we give an extract below.

When the proposition was before the
House ofRepresentatives tosubmit that
amendment to the Constitution of the

I year 1870, all persons who voluntarily
adhered to the late insurrection, giving
it aid and comfort, shall be excluded
from the right to vote for Representa-
tives in Congress, and for electors for
President and Vice-President of the
United States." \u25a0 _.

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Death of Gen. John A. Sutter,
the Discoverer of Goldin Califor-
nia.? GenaralJohn A. Sutter, the dis
coverer of gold in California, and one of
the earliest pioneers on tbat coast, died
at 1:20 P. M. Friday, at his room in
Made's Hotel in Washington city. He
had been sicb for about a week with in-
flammation of the kidneys, and passed
awayquietly, in full possession of his
faculties. The sad news of his death
was at once telegraphed to his borne, at
liittiz, Lancaster county, Pa., wherehis
aged wiferesides. Col. Sutter (the name
was originally Suter) was born in Bad-
en in 1803, graduated at the military
school in Berne, Switzerland, and came
to America in 1834. He went to Santa
Fe, New Mexico, where he pursued the
business of Indian trader, along with
Bent, St. Vram, and others, and finally
crossed the continent to California,
where, aftermany wanderings, be final-
ly settled, at tbeforks ofthe Sacramento
river, on the site of the present capital
of California, founding a town which
he called New Helvetia. After the
American occupation Col. Sutter was
made alcaldeof Sacramento. He had a
grist-mill at one of his trading posts,
near Coloma, El Dorado county, and it
was in the washings from the tail-race
of this mill, in 1848, tbat the first gold
was found. Col. Sutter lost his property
after the discovery of gold, and died a
poorman.
