Serenades of Friday Night.

SENATOR JAS. G. BLAINE OF MAINE, AND JUDGE
MANNING OF LOUISIANA.

The distinguished Senator Jas. G. Blaine,
who defeated Gen. Grant in the Chicago Con-
vention, spent last Friday night in this city, en
route to the White Sulphur Springs. He was
honored with a serenade at 9 o'clock, P. M., at
the Virginia Hotel, by the Stonewall Brigade
Band, and the street in front of that Hotel was
thronged with persons whohad assembled with
the desire of seeing him and of hearing him
speak, expecting, from his reputation as an ora-
tor, to be charmed by his manner and electri-
fied by his eloquence, but they suffered a sad
disappointment, for his remarks, whilst appro-
priate and delivered in good style, were but
few and commonplace, his purpose seeming to
be to say as little as possible beyond acknowl-
edging in suitable terms his thanks for the un-
expected compliment thus paid him,

After the Band had played two pieces, and
calls for Blaine had been made, General John
Echols, in flattering, not to say adulatory,
terms, introduced him as one whom all delight
to honor as the eloguent and fearl ss tribuneof
the people, whereupon Senator Blaine proceed-
ing to address the multitude.

He said that he was sure they would eredit
him with candor when he said that the call up-
on him was unexpected. That he was at the
time but a “wayfaring man’ though, he hoped,
“not a fool,” and that he had sense enough to
know just what was implied in the compliment
paid him. He was glad to be upon the soil of
Virginia. He had been in Virgluia before, but
he had not enjoyed himself as he had that day,
for he had spent several hours at Monticello,
when his mind naturally reverted to the past
when New England and Virginia were engaged
in a common cause, aud hoped that such might
be the casein the future—that all unpleasant-
ness might be healed, and that, though they
differed on polivical issues, they could unite in
wishing and laboring for the material prosper-
ity of Virginia and all the States, His remarks
were applauded. and when he huad concluded,
sowme one proposed “three cheers for the man
who had defeated Grant.”

Calls were then made upon Senator Booth of
California who was aceompanying Blaine, but
it was announced that he had retived, and the
calls ceased.

JUDGE MANNING SERENADED
The Band then procecded to the Mozart

Building, where Judge Manning, late President
of the Supreme Court of Louisiana, is sojourn-
ing, and gave him the compliment of a sere-
nade.

He is a gentleman nol only of ability and dis-
truction, but of large and handsome physique,
and acknowledged the compliment in an ex-
ceedingly appropriate speech, with good kenti-
ments happily and gracefully expressed. He
said he did not recognized the compliment us
designed for himself, personally, so much as
tor his State. He said the citizens of Loulsiana
were indebted to the wise statesmanship of &
Virginia President—Thos. Jefferson—for the
fact that their State was a member of this
Union. It was but a small part, though it re-
tained the name, of that vast territory lying
West of the Mississippi River which Thomas
Jefferson had the sagacity to purchase from the
then Emperor of France—Napoleon Bonaparte.
The citizens of Lonisiana and Virginia were
bound to each other by many tiesof friendship
and affection—Virginians filied the professions,
and were the merchants and tradesmen of his
State, and added to its society many ofits orna-
ments. The citizens of his State leave ther
semi-tropical climatenotonlylto repose beneath
the shadows of our mountains to recuperate
their physfal health, but they delight to visit
Virginians for the sake of their society and the
pleasures and benefits of social and genial in-
tercourse. Saying that it was not his purpose
to make a formal speech, he concluded by again
expressing his thanks for the compliment paid
him.

As we did not take any notes of these ad-
dresses, we do not pretend to report them, ex-
cept briefly in a general way to indicate their
tenor and character.

“Fishermen’s Luck.”’

EXPERIENCE OF A STAUNTON TROUT FISHING
PARTY ON THE HEADWATERS OF ELK RIVER
IN WEST VIRGINIA—NARROW ESCAPE FROM
DROWNING—HIGH WATERS—HR FISH, AND
VARIOUS THRILLING INCIDENTS BY FIELD
AND FLOOD—KINDNESS OF THE INHABITANTS,
&C., &C.

The Elk River, which waters the west-
ern part of Pocahontas, is, as a general thing,
as gentle a trout stream as tlows through the
mountains of West Virginia. It is full, too, of
that glorious fish, in great number and of vast
size. Moved by these facts, 2 party of gentle-
men from Staunton, week before last, in a two-
horse spring wagon, armed and equipped as
the law in such cases directs, took their way
to this famous water. Things went with them
merrily as cow-bells for the first three days of
their expedition, but on the night of yesterday
a week ago, the rains descended and the floods
came upon the El k in such portentous vastness
that no house, whether built on rock or sand,
could have withstood the violence of the rush-
ing river. The party, having with it the Jonah
of Staunton, and an errant New Yorker wbom
they captured at Huntersville on their advance,
was on this doleful evening encamped very
cosily in the grassy, shady, low ground which
lies between the “Big Spring Fork” and the
“0Old Fleld Fork” of Elk. Although they no-
ticed that the river was flush, and the rain was
still falling, they had no idea of any danger.
Supper over, they sat down in their tent, un-
packed their kits, filled their pipes, and began
singing songs and telling tales. About nine
they retired to their restful couches. The rain
still descended gently but steadily, and the
rise in the Elk still went on until about 12
o’clock. A thunder storm of terrific violence
arose, accompanied by rain in torrents. Then
the river began to rise in- earnest. All hands
got up, dressed, lit the lantern and the pipes,
and;wished for day. Aboutone, a recognisance
being made, it was discovered that the Big
Spring Fork had burst its banks above the
camp, and was running a mighty torrent in
the rear, cutting the fishermen off from the
high ground. About this time Mr. Harman
Sharp, who lives just below the junction of the
two Forks, began firing his gun as a warning to
the camp. The first shotdetermined the doubt-
mgminds of the party. They saw that the time
for actlon had come, and joining hands, the
man with the lantern leading, they struck
through the raging torrent for the high ground
in the rear. There was no time to pack or to
pick—so with only what they had on, the lan-
tern and a bottle ot coal oil, they went. The
stream was running breast hijgh, was deadly
cold, and was full of ftoating timbers of all
shapes and sizes from a fence-rail to a saw-log
with the roots and branches still on it. With
great difliculty and peril they gained the high
ground, lying, as we said, in rear of the camp.
Here {hey built a fire, with the aid of the coal
oil, and stood around it shivering, soaked with
rain, without a drgp to drink or a bite to eat,
until day, Then they saw clearly what a dead-
ly peril they had escaped. The water had risen
after they left, so that it would have been im-
possible to wade out, and, swimming in such a
torrent, filled as it was with floating wreck,
was a slmple absurdity. The escape was due,
under Providence, to the gun fire of Mr. Har-
man Sharp, which caused the party to move
out as promptly as it did. A delay of ten min-
utes would have been fatal. Once out in the
high ground, the danger was over, but the suf-
fering had just commenced. Two efforts were
made to get around the spurs of the mountain,
whilch jutted over the two forks of the river,
The second was successful, and about ten or
eleven in the morning the expedition reached
the house of Mr. Silas Sharp on the Slaty Fork.
This good Samaritan, and his equally good
wife, did everything possible for the comfort ol
the sufferers. There they remained Tuesday
night, and early Wednesday morning, the wa-
ters having subsided tosome extent,they crossed
the ridge tothe turnpike to Uncle Billy Sharp’s,
where they found a road wagon, upon which
they crossed the Fork that separated them
from the camp—or rather the site of the late
camp. The next morning was spent in an in-
vestigation of the immense wreck-heaps, which
resulted in the recovery of most of the impedi-
menta. But fancy a valise half full of mud,
mixed with the pulp eof paper collars, melted
soap, soaked smoking tobacco, and such like
remnants of civilized elegance! The camping
out business was now completely done for, and
the premises of Mr. Harman Sharp (the gen-
tleman to whom the party were indebted for
the warning which enabled them to escape
drowning) were invaded. Here they were most
kindly and hospitably entertained until Fri-
day morning, when they took the route for
home, arriying in Staunton at an early hour
on Monday mornipg

A deer was found st g lick near Mr. Sharp’s
on Thursday morning, wiich pulled the heam
at the very comfortable figure of 161 pounds net,

Trout are reported plentiful and large in Elk
and its forks.

The fishers are happy, and Munchausen will

have to look to his laurels.

From
no point does Staunton appear to greater ad-
yantage, From no spot can a better view of
the county he obtained. "The air of these
heights is light and pure, and a *‘constitution-
al walk” or drive around the suromit results in
a perceptible exhileration of spirits, Cannot
the Council be induced to throw open the gates
to all, despite the fact that a wandering cow
may sometimes stray into the inhibited
grounds ?
