Dwelling in GreenbrierBurned.
?The GreenbrierIndependentsays that
on Monday night of last week, the
dwelling-houseof Mr. E. F. Patton, on
Second Creek in that county was de-
stroyed by fire. The family was arous-
edbetween 2 and 3 o'clock In the morn-
ing, and found that the roof on the rear
part and L of the house was beginning
to fall in, and consequently did not have
time to save anything?some of the
members of the family not even secur-
ing their clothing. A few articles in
the two front rooms down stairs were
saved?including Mr. Patton's ledgers
and privatepapers. The balance, repre-
senting the accumulations of thirty
years, was lost. Mr. Patton's loss is
somewherebetween $5,000 and $6,000?
no insurance. The origin of the fire is
unknown,but is supposed to have been
accidental. Mr. Patton is a man of thrift
and enterprise, and will no doubt soon
replace the dwelling, but the contents,
representing years of toil and saving,
will be hard to replace. Much regret and
sympathy is expressed for Mr. P. in his
misfortune.

Garfield?the Effect of his
Election.?The Lynchburg Virginian
says that Garfield "has been convicted
on his own testimony, before a commit-
tee of his own Congressional colleagues
and party friends, of bribe-taking and
perjury. His election would mean the
lowering of every business and moral
standard, the cheapening of every rule
which men of honor hold dear.

The RepublicanDelemma.
The Wilmington, Delaware, Every

Evening says that, "since the Credit
Mobilier and De Golyer scandals have
been illuminated so vividly by the De-
mocraticand independent press it has
been suggested that Mr. Garfieldshould
either withdraw from the ticket or else
that the Republican National Commit-
tee should declare his nomination null
and proceed in whatever manner it
could to meet the emergency thus
thrown upon the party by the grave
charges agaist its nominee. We do not
know what the powers of the National
Committee in such a case would be, but
at first sight It appears to us that it
would have no right to act upon any
such suggestion as that made, and if it
should act would have no power to
make thataction effective. Any change
in the candidate now, not based on the
voluntary retirement of Mr. Garfield,
would undoubtedlyresult in a fatal split
in the party, and bring about a worse
defeat than that which it would be the
object of a change to avoid. But how
the Republican party will deal with
such a serious problem, if the course of
events shall render its consideration a
necessity, is a question for it alone. It
has nominated its candidate, and if it
now finds that its candidate does not
suit it, it must do as everybody else who
makes a bad bargain does?repudiate
the bargain if it can do so with safety,
or else "grin and bear it" and fight for
a success which if won will secure to it
thematerial if not the moral fruits of
victory.

Of course it will strike many a good
Republican aB the sheerest nonsense for
his party to think of such a thing as
choosing another candidate in place of
Mr. Garfield at this time of the day,
and we agree with all who hold to that
opinion, but it cannot be denied that
there is a strong though quiet feeling
within the party thata grave mistake
was made at Chicago and that an op-
portunity toremedy that mistakewould
be one of the choicest blessings that
could befall the party. So able and
well-informeda journalas the Roches-
ter Herald says that it begins to look
very much as though the ticket would
not be able to hold together through tbe
campaign, and it declares that in view
of the damaging exposure of General
Garfield'srecord "many thoughtful Re-
publicans are already inquiring wheth-
er their party can carry the load
through this campaign." The Herald,
expresses the opinion that in theplain
facts of GeneralGarfield's record there
is enough to sink the ticket beyond re-
demption in a very few weeks unless a
satisfactory explanation is given, and
this view it believes is a reflection of the
secret thoughts of many of the most ex-
perienced and discerning Republican
leaders of the country.

The Herald quotesas evidenceof the
damaging nature of Mr. Garfield's re-
cord the decision of thecourt in one of
the suits growing out of the De Golyer
contract, which distinctly declares that
"the said plaintiff and said Garfield
and said board of public works then
well knew that it was not the argu-
ments of said Garfield as a lawyer, but j
bis influence as a memberof Congress i
having power over the appropriations
to be made, that the plaintiff had
sought and obtained and paid for, and
therefore the contract was illegal,
against public policy and void."

Nevertheless we do notbelieve that
General Garfield will be even asked to
withdraw much less forcibly displaced
from tbe head of the Republican ticket.
Even admitting the worst construction
that can possibly be put upon his con-
nection with the Credit Mobilier and
De Golyer jobs, and allowing all the
charges against him to staud as though
proven to everyone,still the Republican
party must stand by its candidate, sim-
ply because it dare not aggravate the
blunder made at Chicago, if blunder it
was, by an attempt to commit the folly
of swapping horses in themiddleof such
a dangerous political stream as that in
which it is now struggling."

The Nomination of Hancock.

The nominationofHancock for Presi-
dent, though somewhat unexpected, is
the one that our judgment indicated
should bo made. When it was learned
that the Republicans had nominated
Garfield, as we had the day before pre-
dicted.the questionwas askedus?"Who
will now be the nomineeof the Demo-
cratic party?!'?We replied, that we
couldnot say who wouldbe, but that we
thought Hancock was the man that
should be.

In our issue of last week, we said
that, "if the National Democratic Con-
vention should nominate Gen. Winfield
Scott Hancock, of Pennsylvania, it
would spike the .Radical gun, and cause
the bloody-shirt banner to lose its ef-
ficacy." We mention these things mere-
ly to show that our approval of the
nomination of Hancock didnot have its
birth after the nomination, but that it
existedbefore.

The Convention acted with morewis-
dom than we ventured to anticipate,
hence we did not predict the nomina-
tion of Hancock, but merely expressed
the belief that he was the man that
should be nominated. He is aman that
all Democrats, North and South, can
heartily support, and we hope that he
will be triumphantly elected, and that
he will be inaugurated President of the
United States.

The NationalDemocratic Convention,
convened in Cincinnati, was called to
order on Tuesday, tbe 22nd, at 12:45,
p. m., by ex Senator Barnum, Chair-
man of National Committee, and Judge
Hoadley,of Ohio, was chosen Tempo-
rary Chairman.

The convention was permanently or-
ganized by the election of Ex-Gov.
Stevenson, of Kentucky, as President
of the convention. Hon. John W.
Daniel of this State was one of the VicePresidents,

The Committee on Credentials report-
ed adverselyto the Tammany delegates,
and their report was adopted by the
convention, thus excluding from seats
the men who lost New York to the
Democratic party last fall. The con-
testing delegates from Massachusetts
compromised their differences them-
selves. There was only one other set
of contesting delegates, viz : from tbe
26th district of Pennsylvania. The
committee reported in favor of the sit-
ting delegates.

The letters of Horatio Seymour and
Samuel J. Tilden, of New York, de-
clining to be candidates, were accepted
as final and absolute, and they were not
put in nomination. Tilden's letter is
an able document and reflects creditupon his intelligence and patriotism,
and added to the number of his friends.

G. Thurman,| of Ohio, had been put in
nominationfor President, and supported
by eloquent speeches by those second-
ing their nominations, the nameof the
one who was destined to be successful
was brought before the convention asfollows :

When Pennsylvania was called, thechairman said they had no candidatetopresent, but oneof her delegates desired
to present a name. Daniel Dougherty,
of Philadelphia, then took the plat-form. He said he nominatedone whose
namewould reconcile all factions, and
carry Pennsylvania, Indiana, Connecti-cut, New Jersey, New York [applause],and Ohio. I] e proponed the name of a
soldier whose record was as stainless as
his sword?

WINFIELD SCOTT HANCOCK-The nomination was seconded byHon. John W. Daniel of this State in
an eloquent speech wbich concluded asfollows:

The nomination of General Hancockmeans instantaneous and continuous ag-
gression. [Cheers.] It will sound to
America likea general order from this
council of war, "We move on the ene--s'?.' wortg tp-morroV.» [Cheers.]The signal gun sounds the advance; the
bugle rings out "boot and saddle," the
standards go to the front with the nom-ination of Hancock, and you will hear
the head af the moving legions. [Ap-plause.] I noticed yesterday that thefirst man whose presence in this con-
vention touched its heart and brought
forth instantaneous applause was thesoldier-statesman of South Carolina
(Wade Hampton). Nominate Winfield
Scott Hancock, and let tbe last cheer of
this Qonygqtjpß go up /or the Union
soldier who has shown himself so gen-
erous to us. [Cheers.] In that canvass
you will bear the hurrah of the boys in
blue ringing with the wild, sweet music
of the Confederate cheer in one grand
national diapason. [Cheers.]

The convention then proceeded to
take the first ballot, which resulted asfollows; ?

The Cbair announced that, no one
having received two-thirds, there was no
choice.

Then, on motion of Mr. Breckinridge
of Kentucky, the convention adjourned
till 10 o'clock Thursday.

On Thursday, {ftp pppyentiqp wascalled pfomptiy tq order at the appoint-
ed hour. The chair announced that a
second ballot for President would be
taken.

On this announcement, Mr. Peckham,
of the New York delegation, rose and
asked leave to make a statement. Nat-
urally much anxiety existed to bear
what New York had determined upon.
Both the New York and the Ohio dplp-gatjpns rem'atapdfa pqhguftatiftn up
to top verywnqte almost of the meet-ing of the convention, and therefore
only an exceedingly limited number
had any idea of what had been determ
ined upon. It was felt that the tidewhich was setting toward Hancock
would probably be turned in the other
direction. But when Mr. Peckham
gave the information that Mr. Tilden's
withdrawal was absolute and final,'and
that the IJew deiggafyoq had de-

tp present Bpeaker Randall,
there was 9 feeling of great relief on
the pa?t of fhP supporters of Hancock
and of corresponding diaapuofatnufni

THE HANCOCK FLA (J AT THE TOP.
Any doubts which had existed as to

the nomination of Hancock were at
once dissipated, and the Qrst call on
the roll was awaited as the signal for
the grand stampede. Alabama wasshouteq by tbp and Alabamare-
ajipnded Tylt|i ejeypn pf l}er sixteenvotes for Hancock. California gave
Hancock five, as jpany a? she gave toField. Illinojs, wh}ch had pqt her ownson lp ppfujnaiipn, deserted andcast forfy- V'otps fpr Haocqefc. Theannouncement was received with the
mogt tnmullpous Jndeed. frPffi the beginning to the end of
the call, it was cheer on cheer at every
vote for Hanoook. Indiana, of course,
stood fast to Hendricks, and New Yorkcould do nothing less than throw away
her seventy votes for Randall; Ohioand New Jersey both requested to be
passed. In the case of Ohio, after thisrequest had been mftdp, 3 fromthat tttatp-aflnoynpefl 'Wi '0 obedience
to jnstrHCtiop, she cast her 44 votes forThurman. Another delegate excitedly
protested against this, and denied theright of apy que to cast th? ¥o*o of Ohio
until foer f}e(< gqtes had agreed upon
what they should do. Pennsylvania
gave only 2a. votes to Randall and §2 to
Hancock-

'Tig SAQ TO PA3?-
The delegate wpq had voted for Mr.Bayard Wednesday hated to part withhim. Although 3 pumber «f themwent over tq Hancock, Maryland apd

South Parcliiitt utill gave Bayard a solid
vote, and Ohio Hnallyconcluded Its con-
ference and announced 44 votes for
Thurman. In consequence of the ex-
citementand disorder, which was con-
tinued, a long time was occupied with
the call of the roll, and the clirks found
it extremely difficult to catfh
the refuge*.

THE BALLOT.
At conclusion of the roll call, as

well as could be figured up, Hancockhad 31Q votes, Bayard IJ3, Randall 137,
and the remainder divided
the qther papdidates. While the clerks
were still wprMngqver the figures, Wis-
consin asked to change her vote andthen cast it solid for Hancock. Newjersey follpwed spit, and tbep other
States, the enthusiasm increasing with
each announcement,and becoming en-
tirely uncontrollable. When Pennsyl-
vania changed and announced a solid
vote for Hancock, not a living being in

the wholevast hallbut seemed to catch
the spirit of the occasion.

BANNERS AND YELLS.
The banners of blue and gold were

1 taken up and carried Jo the banner ol
i Pennsylvania, and waved in circles
around it. The "old rebel yell" and
the "yell of the Union veteran" roseupon the air in one wild concert ol
sound. A fine large portrait of Gen.
Hancock was displayed from the stage,
and on the reverse were painted thewords evermade memorableby him, in
which he proclaimed the supremacy ofthecivil power. From the great circle
of banners floating and waving in the
air there were missed only the banners
of Indiana and little Delaware.

A SIDE SCENE.
Then a side scene of thrilling interest

> occurred. The Indiana delegation
showed a division in its ranks. Onemember undertook to pull the bannerfrom its place with the intent to carry
it overand join the circling throng ofstandardswhich clusteredaround Penn-

i sylvania. Another member objected,
and a struggle ensued. Nearly half the
delegation was drawn into the contest,
and strongarms fought for the posses-
sion of that banner. At last itwas rent
from its staff and borne off in triumph
to join the victorious throng.

RIVALING CHICAGO.
The scenes at Chicago wereat last ri-valed, if not surpassed. Carried away

by the spirit of the morhent New York
changed its seventy votes to Hancock,
and caused thereby a tremendous re-newal of the excitement. In conse-quence of the changes which had been
made and the uproar which had goneon without intermission the clerks hes
itated to trust their summing, and the
Chair directed that the roll should beoalled again in order to verify the count.
Delegates andspectators wereonce more
vainly appealed to, to remain quiet.

THE ROLL AGAIN CALLED.
The roll was then called, aud each

State responded with a solid vote for
Hancock exceptIndiana, Maryland and
Tennessee. Indiana, true to the last,
gave her votes for Hendricks; two Ma-
ryland delegates (Messrs. Davis and
Johnson) would not leave Bayard, and
one Tennessee delegate gave his vote to
Tilden. When littJe Delaware left her
peerless Bayard, whom every one loves
and admires, and handed her six votes
for Hancock, it was met with a respect-
ful and sympathetic applausewhich wasvery touching.

It is proper at this juncture toexplain
the position of Indiana. The delegates
from that fctate, when on the amendedroll-call it was found that Hancock was
receiving a solid vote, found themselves
in a position of much embarrassment.?
Probably half of the delegates wanted
to change the vote and cast it for Han-
cock, but others objected that it would
not only be a violation of instructions,
but of their plighted faith to vote for
Hendricks "from first to last," irrespec-
tive of whatever might occur. After
much debating of the matter among
themselves, it was concluded that the
proper course was to let the vote for
Hendricks stand, and for Indiana, after
the result of the ballot was announced,
to move to make the nomination unan-

imous.
THE WATERS UNLOOSED AGAIN.

The result when announced, with 705
votes for Hancock, had the effect to once
more let loose the rushing waters, and
the volume of sound roared and rushed
with redoubled force, the hand chiming
in with appropriateajrp Judge March,
the chairman of the Indiana delegation,
after remarking that Hancock was In-
diana's second choice, moved to make
the nomination unanimous. Speaker
Randall followed in an encouraging
speech, promising Pennsylvania for the
nominee. Then cauneSenator Wallace,
his great rival in the affections of the
democratic party in Pennsylvania, in a
few inspiring remarks. Senator Wal-
lace wilt; '"earning all over with delight,
and certainly no one had a better right.
He had made Hancock"* oanvass from
the beginning, unaided by any man of
prominence outside of the South, and it
was natur&i he should feel re)oiced.

HOPE FOR PENNSYLVANIA.
As both he and Speaker Randall will

now work together in the cause ot Han-
cock, there may be some reason for the
hope of carrying Pennsylvania. Wade
Hampton and Senator Voorhees, reap-
ing up from opposite aides or the plat-
form, mpt. Mr. Y'oorneea gave way to
Gen. Hampton, and when the latter
concluded Judge Hoadley, of Ohio, fol-
lowed. The remarks were all brief, but
all full of promise and encouragement.

THE NOMINATION UNANIMOy^.
After this the chair, Gov.

put the motion to nomination
unanimous, au<' it was parried by thou-sands p| every delegate and every
oneelse voting In the affirmative. Once
more the banners were waved in thou-
sands, and lusty throats shouted forth
their joy and satisfaction. The band
struck up the "Star Spangled Banner"
and "My country, 'Tls of Thee," and
the great organ from the other e_nd
pealed forth in unison. The convention
and the gallerfe% rP,sfs aQd a'toQd,'cheer-
jM. Waving *Wd handkerchtefs.-
The scene was moSt imnreasivi». The
prowd seemed to be in the humor foiwore speeches, and constant cries were
made for prominent members of theconvention. Senator Voorheesrespond-
ed in characteristic- strain to repeated
calls for him. But the most interestingand dramatic scene of theseries yet
to come.

TfJE OB TAMMANY.
Tfae na«»e of John Kelly was taken

up and shp.uted from all parts of the
house agayi andagain in thunder tones
The organ pealed forth ita solemn and
grand tones at if to.still the tumult. Bui
»t wag no go. John Kelly, who sat wavdown the naU, came slowly up the aisl#
escorted by some of his friends. Th<shouts increased as he neared the stand
and he must have felt the difference ii
the ovation he was now receiving front
the marked disapproval of his conduct
on the first day of the convention. H<
turned and faced the audience whgn h<
raached the president's stand, and stoot
for a §hoft minute < r two until silenci
Was restored. He spoke of a harmoni-
ous and united democracy ofNew York
made so hy thenominationof Hancock
and he gave the assurance, so happily
received, of victory in November.

Mr. Fellows, of the Tilden wing, re
peated the same assurance, and as h<
turned to leave, Mr.Kelly met him, anc
they shook hands in the face of th<
whole concourse; the organ pealed ou
"Auld Lang Syne," and the delegate
united in singing the words. This example was followed by friendly saluta
tions between others of the Tammanyand Tildeß chiefs, eliciting long am

and enthusiastic plaudits from al
the spectators.

The read by Mr.Watter'son, chairman Ot the committee

on fesoJutioins, and adopted.
THE VICE PRESIDENCY-The last business was the nominatiorfor Vice President, and it was pulthrough without delay. In complimeni
