Gentlemen,?I have the honor to ac
knowledge the receipt of your letter of
July 13th, 1880, apprising me formally
of my nomination to the office of Presi-
dent of the United State by the Nation-
al Democratic Convention lately assem-
bled In Cincinnati. I accept the norni-
nation|with grateful appreciation of the
confidence reposed in me. The princi-
ples enunciated by the Convention are
those I have cherished in the past and
shall endeavor to maintain in the future.
THE CONSTITUTION AS THE SUPREME

LAW OF THE LAND.
The thirteenth, fourteenth, and fif-

teenth amendments to the Constitution
of the United States, embodying the re-
sults of the war for the Union, are invio
lable. If called to the presidency I
should deem it my duty to resist with
all of my power any attempt to impair
or evade the full force aud effect of the
Constitution, which, in every article,
section, and amendment, is the supreme
law of the land. The Constitution forms
the basis of the Govrnmeni of the Uni-
ted States. The powers granted by it
to the legislative, executive, and judi-
cial departments define and limit the
authority of the General Government.
Powers not delegated to the United
State** by the Constitution nor prohibit-
ed by it to the States belong to the
States respectively or to the people.

THE UNION OF OUR FATHERS.
The General and State Governments,

each acting in its own sphere without
trenching upon the lawful jurisdiction
of the other, constitute the Union.?
This Union, comprising a general gov-
ernment with general powers and State
governments with State powers for pur-
poses local to the State, is a polity the
foundations of which were laid in the
profoundest wisdom. Thisis the Union
our fathers made, and which has been
so respected abroadand so beneficent at
home.

in preference to those nominated by the
Mahone Convention on July 7th. ?

The following is the speech of J. C.
Motter, chairman of the Delegates from
Alexandria to the Richmond Conven
tion of July 7th, 1880. We ip dorse the
speech as our address to the Democratic
Readjustera of Virginia.
I stand here to day, Mr. President,

yielding to no man in all this assembly
in point of devotion to the great princi
pies ofReadjusterism, An original be-
liever in the necessity of settling the
State debt upon a basis consistent with
the honorand best interests of oqr grand
old Commonwealth, J have, from Jthe
year I§7Q, talked and worked to that
end. I am ready now to fight and to
work to adjust the State debt upon a
basis acceptable to the people of the
Commonwealth, so that the fostering
hand of the State may no longer be
withdrawnfrom hereducational institu-
tions. But, sir, I was a Democrat be-
fore the wordReadjuster found a place
in the political history of the State, be
fore the necessity of readjustment
sprung up from the disastrous results of
the war ; and to-day no man loves the
principles or the name of Democracy
more than do I. I see it to-day as I
have, seen it during all my life?the great
bulwark ofthe oppressed and down trod-
den ; the staunch supporter of civil lib-
erty, of Constitutional Government, of
a return to the happy, prosperous gov-
ernment of the fathers ; of pure and wise
administration of public affairs; and,
lastly, of a "government by the people
and for the people."

And now, sir, if with a united party
in this Commonwealth we can aid in
securing to ourselves and our children's
children all these blessings?if we oan
aid in crushing out the party whose sole
stock in trade is abuseof our dearly lov-
ed South -if by our vote we can place in
the White House for the first timein 20
years a Democrat?one who was our
great enemy in war, our greatest friend
to peace?l ask why, as reasonable men,
why we should dividethat vote, and by
so doing give this State to ourarch-ene-
my, the Republicanparty ?

What have the principles of readjust-
ment to do with National politics? Do
you propose to undertake the gigantic
scheme ofreadjusting the National debt,
of forming a party that shall sway this
Nation based upon the sole priuciple of
settling the debt of the State of Virgin-
ia? If this beyouridea,Mr. Chairman,
I tell you you do not read aright the
signs of the. times; you mistake the
sentiments of the Virginia people.?
While willing to readjust her debt, the
white peopleof this Statedonotpropose
to abandon their priceless heritage, the
Democratic party. They do not propose
to destroy the Democratic party that
they may build up another upon its
ruins. They have witnessed for fifteen
years the party of hate and of corrup-
tion, confronted by the Qreat Demo*
cratic party, and now that the current
is turning they do not propose to aban-
don it. Shall we by our action here to-
day, do aught that Will injure this great
cause? Ood forbid For lookingacross
our borders, I see in every direction the
