Mr. A. K. McClure, editor of the
Philadelphia Ziracs, has reached Cin~
cinnati from his tour of the South, after
having visited Richmond, Charleston,
Atlanta, New Orleans, and other lead-
ing Southern cities, from which he
wrote entertaining and instructive let-
ters to his paper. rom Cincinnati he
sums up his impressions as follows:

““The South is uut animated by parti-
san hostility to the coming President.
On the contrary, there is every disposi-
tin to commend aud support cordially
and to blame with reluctance. There

nited States judges have been ap-
pointed because of their utter hostility
to the South, who would not be charged
with the administration of justice in
the North. Marshals have been selected
mainly for their willingness to prosti-
tute their official power, to foment sec-
tional strife, to oppress unoffending cit-
izens and to pollute elections. Post-
masters have been appointed who were
utterly ineompetent, in some instances
being unable to read or write, merely
because they were potential in demoral-
izing and contrelling the ignorant
blacks.
