Flve ‘years ago we made the predic-
tio'u"',»that in twenty years from that date
the corporations, monopolies, and cap-
italists ‘would rule this country at their
wihy controlling both the National
and State Governments. Since then
the evidences are such as to confirm us
in that opinion. We have seen that
they control the elections of members to
Congress and the State Legislatures,
and are gradually but constantly and
and persistently getting control of both
National and State Legislature. The
Lynchburg Virginian concurs in this
view and says, with truth, that ‘‘there
has been no lack of warnings in recent
years of the dangers likely to threaten
the most vital interests of the country
from the concentration of immense ex-
clusive privileges and enormous wealth

in the hands of a few men; but it is on-
ly recently that the increasing velocity
of this process of concentration has be~
gun to create seriousalarm. That *“cor-
porations are powerful because the peo-
ple are powerful,” is not so apparent.—
The nation is a giant, conscious of its
own irresistible strength and quench-
less vitality, and this very conscious-
ness makes it slow to take alarm or to
suspect evil. Itknows thatat any time
it may, like Sampson, arise and shake
itself free of all that can be woven
around it, and so long as it holds a free
ballot in its hand it is disposed to pay
very little attention to the warnings of
the prophets of evil and danger. But
the American people begin to under-
stand that there may be a peril in this
unrestrained growth of corporate power,
against which they may well begin to
guard themselves. When not only the
great highways of commerce, forming
the vital arteries of circulation between
the members of the body politic, are
field in the absolute grasp of a few men,
but when the same men by virtue of the
enormous wealth they hold, obtain an
absolute monopoly of the telegraphic
lines; buy up the oldest and most influ-
cntial organs of public opinion; from

State aiter State secure the election of

their agents and servants to the Senate

of the United States, and aim at obtain-
ing complete possession of the Supreme

Court, the people begin to understand

that it is. time some legislative checks

were interposed to prevent popular sov-

ereignty from being subverted into a

sovereignty of wealth, whether Mr. Jay

Gould likesitor not. There is no ques-

tion but that slowly and aurely the sen-

timent of the country is already crystal-
izing against monopoly—not merely the
telegraph monopoly, the railroad mo-
nopoly, the steel rail monopoly and
such like, but in opposition to those,

seeking to crush the whole condition of

things that makes them possible. In
the near future the party that espouses
the cause of the people in this contest
will win, by whatever name it be
cailed.”

of Russia. Alexander II,
Assassinated.

The ('zar of Russia was assassinated in
St. Petersburg last Sunday while return-
ing witb the Grand Duke Michael from
the Michael Palace in a closed carriage,
escorted by eight Cossacks. Two glass
bombs, charged with nitro-glycerine,
were thrown at the carriage. The first
destroyed the back part of the vehicle,
without iajury to the occupants. The
second fell close to the Czar’s feet after
he had alighted, shattering both legs and
inflicting fatal injuries. He died soon
after arriving at te Winter Palace. An
officer attending the Czar and two Cos-
sacks were also killed by the explosion,
and a number of-policemen and other
persons wereinjured. The Grand Duke
was slightly wounded. The assassins
werearrested. The people are intensely
excited and indignant. The soldiery,
who greatly loved the Czar, are furious.
The imperial family were all assembled
at the death-bed. The council of state
was immediately convened. All places
of public 1esort are closed.

The assassinated Czar will be succeed-
ed oun the throne of all the Russias by
his son, Alexander Alexandrovitch, who
was born in 1845, and who in 1866 mar-
ried the Princess Dagmar. The Czare-
vitch, now become the Czar, is under-
stood to be thoroughly reactionary, com-
pletely affiliated with the old Russian
party, and actively hostile to the alliance
which his father cordially and per-
sistently maintained with Germany.

Under this caption the New York
T:-ibune has a long article, in response
to a letter published in its columns,
written by S. C. Redd, of Hanover
county, Virginia, who gives very good
reasons why the better class nf white
Southern people have been forced to
assume a position of antagonism to the
Republican party.

It is not to be wondered at,
since that is, and has been ever since
the Republican party was organized,
the principal part of their political edu-
cation. Nor do we wonder very much
at what we must consider their blind
obstinacy in refusing to see that their
true policy is to divide the negro vote
instead of solidifying it by antagonism.
Negro enfranchisement is too young yet
for the habits and traditions of the
slave period to be forgotten or laid aside.
That is one of the changes we maust
wait for time to work ; we can do little
to hasten it.”

Now, says the Lynchburg Virginian,
the Zribune ought to know that it is
much easier to talk and write about
“dividing the negro vote,” than it is to
accomplish the result, since it has been
the policy of the Republican party, from
the beginning, to solidify the negro ele-
ment against the Democratic party.
