CELEBRATIONBY THE HIBERNIANBENEFICIAL
SOCIETY OF STAUNTON?ENTERTAINMENT OP,
AND BANQUET TO THE IRISH BRETHREN
FROM LYNCHBURG.

On the 17th of March, one year ago, the Hi-
bernian Beniftcial Society of Staunton was
entertained In Lynchburg by (Be St. Patrick's
Beneficial Association of that City and had a
most elegant time. On the past 17th of March
the Staunton Society ofour Hibernian friends
determined to celebrate the anniversary of
their Patron saint, St. Patrick, and invited
their Lynchburgfriends and fellow brothers to
join them in the commemoration of this event
so dear to the heart of every Irishman and
other lovers of liberty in belief and govern-
mental policy.

The visitingbrethren from Lynchburg reach-
ed here on Wednesday nightat an early hour
and were, led by the Stonewall Brigade Band,
conducted to a room under the Opera Hall
which had been fitted up for their reception.

DEATH OF A.B. X .N.NET, ESQ.
At the residence ofhis Bister, Mrs. Wm. Craig,

in this city, at 5>
_
o'clock, A. M., the 19th Inst.,

Arcbtlbald S. Kinney, Esq., breathed his last,
after an illness ofseveral weeks, aged 71 years,
and 11 months. He was tbe youngest brother
of Wm. and CharleyKinney and ofNicholas C.
and JeffersonKinney, the former of whom was
lor many years the clerk of the Circuit court of
Augusta county, and the latter was for many
years the Clerk of the County Court. At an
early age, the deceased left this, his birth placQ,
for Mississippi, where he lived for some five, or
six years, and was engaged in cotton-growing
and mercantile pursuits. Afterwards, he re-
turned to Staunton, where he had since lived,
highlyesteemed and respectad to theday of his
death. During the life-time of his brothers
Nicholas C, and Jefferson Kinney, he alter-
natelyassisted tbem in tbe offices referred to,
when he showed himself a most efficient clerk.

Manafactares in Staunton.
In last Thursday's issue of the Valley Virgin-

ian appeared an article purporting to give tbe
true reason why more manufacturing estab-
lishments were not started in Stannton.

Thearticle lv question gave as the potent rea-
son that we had no mechanics hereof sufficient
ability to undertake tbe management of any
manufacturingindustry, and suggested that in
future the "young idea" should be trained in
the way of mechanics and not ofthe profes-
sions.
~We beg leave to differ with the editorial in
question in regard to the cause ascribed, and
suggest tothe Editor and the publicin general,
that thereare two reasons more potent than the
above?reasons which are more easily over-
come and which can be remedied by the busi-
ness men and capitalists of Staunton now,
without waiting forour progeny to effect tbe
change.

In. tbe first place there are no Inducements
offered by tbe City Council to any one wishing
to make _ "plant"; but, on the contrary, be is

(Subjected to heavy taxation. InBaltimore and
other manufacturingcities, all manufacturing
"plants" are exempted from corporation taxes
for from five to ten years.
If sucb a law were passed by our Council, it

would draw foreign capital here, where it is
sadly needed, for (coming now to the second
reason) the home capital ls in tbe hands of a
few curbstone brokers, who wonld rather buy
paper on the streets (cuttingit in two and re-
serving thelarger half forinterest) than to start
a paper factory or any other manufacturing
concern with a legal profit in it. The rates of
interest here are too heavy for a business con-
cern to stand, more especially a manufactory
that handles large sums and needs frequent
discounts, and until we can get more accom-
modations at a lower rate of discount, no
manufactory can afford to start here on a lim-

-11 ted capital.
How, in the name of all tbat is good, the

Virginian expects to raise onrprogeny as com-
petent managers without -first havingthe facto-
ries here, is more than we can tell. Tbey may
be taught the theory of working an establish-
ment,but theory and practice are two differ-
ent things. They may go away from Staunton
to learn the practical workings of different
manufactories, though once away they will
seek wider fields for operations, and unless
our capitalists first come forward and invest
their surplus thousands in new enterprises,our
children and children's children wiil descend to
their graves with little more practical knowl-
edge of this subject than they bave now.
