He bhas been a trader in votes for
many years in Virginia In the first
Legislaturé after the war he was de-
sirous of procuring the passage of a bill
in his own interest as a railroad presi-
dent. He succeeded in the eflort and
that bill enabled himn to edge Lis way
into the control of the lines f railway
between Petersburg, and between Pe-
tersburg and Lyuchburg, and bLetween
Lynchburg and Bristol. He had al-
ready, by thekind backing of (¥ilbert C.
Walker, (then presidentof the First Na
tional Bank at Norfolk), acquired con-
trol of the railway between Norfolk and
Petersburg, and the passage of the bill
just mentioned opened the door for him
te Lynchburg and thence to Brisiol,
over the body of Coi.
