Kimball, of the Shenandoah Valley
R tilroad Company, has let contracts
for the construction of sixty-five miles
ofthe ninety -five-milesextension south-
ward from Waynesboro' to the Norfolk
and Western. The contractors will be-,
gin at the ends and work toward the
the middle. Tbe parties covered by tbe
new contracts are from Waynesboro'
forty miles south, and Irom the Nor-
folk and Western, at or near Roanoke
Station, twenty-five miles north. Mills
& Bowland, McMahon & Green, Grif-
fith & Purcell, Fairfax & Difieudal,
Reynolds & Angel, Newcomb& Good-
loe, Best & Murchler, Walton & Smith,
Patrick Cogan and Johnson Rawlings
are among the contractors receiving
awards.
