Liberal premiums bave
been offered for sheep in the classes of
long-wools. Merinos, and Soutbdowns,
to which a sweepstakes prize will be
added. Several noted flocks bave al-
ready been entered, and a very fine ex-
hibition is anticipated. Sheep raising
promises to become an extensive and
productive industry in West Virginia,
which will' be greatly facilitated by-
proper attention to the improvement of
the breeds, having reference particu-
larly to the yield and quality of the
wool. The Berkeley farmers are the
pioneers in tbat section so far as a spe-
cial sheep exhibition is concerned, and
the euterprise will doubtless be attend-
ed with excellent results.

IN THE EFFORT TO SAVE HIS LIFE, HE
LOBT IT.

About 2 o'clock on the morning of
Friday week, as tbe first section of No.
10 through freight was crossing the
bridge over Greenbrier River a few
miles east ol Ronceverte tbe caboose
became detached and was left standing
on tbe bridge. Mr. Charles H. Baker,
about 24 years of age, a Bon of Thos.
Baker, of Murtinsburg, W. Va., and a
grandson of George B. Dieffender, of
Winchester, Va., who was on his way
from Hinton, W. Va., where he was
employed in the Round-house as ma-
chinist, to attend a cburch festival at
Williamson's, where he bad been form-
erly employed, and where bis affianced
lived, was asleep in the caboose, and

Sben aroused and apprised of tbe
reatened collision between tbe ca-

boose and the approaching second sec-
tion of the train, not knowing he was
upon tbe bridge, jumped off, and fell a
distance of 40 feet upon tbe rocks be
low, and was instantly killed, his head
and face being terribly mashed. When
found, be had one boot on his foot and
another in bis band.

His remains were first taken to Hin-
ton, where tbey were taken charge oi
by the Masonic Fraternity, of which he
\u25a0vas a member, placed in a neat capket,
and sent in charge of Messrs. W. P.
Burke and R. W. Harris, to Winches-
ter, where they were interred in Mt.
Hebron Cemetery Sunday afternoon by
Hiram Lodge, according to the Masonic
ritual?Worshipful Master R. W. Hun
ter, officiating. The funeral sermon
was preached at the Market Street
Methodist churcb by Rev. Mr. France.

Tbe most
beautiful celestial picture of tbe mouth
occurs on the morning of the 26th, for
tbe waning moon will then be near
Venus, Saturn, and Jupiter, though she
passes her conjunction with tbem all on
the previous day. As Venus rises on
tbat morning about ten minutes after 3
o'clock. Saturn ten minutes later, and
Jupiter about ten minutes after Saturn,
if the sky is clear, it will be safe to
promise a superb planetary show, well
worth taking pains to witness. The
new moonof the27th throws bei shadow
overa portion of the earth, and causes
a partial eclipse of tbe sun. It is in-
visible here, but visible in the northern
part of North America and iv Northern
Asia. The region of tbe greatest eclipse
will be iv the Arctic Ocean, where near
ly three-quartersof tbe sun's disc will
be ob.cured. Thegreatest featureof the
month is the marvelous planetary com-
bination that distinguishes its passage
No such marshaling of planetary orbs
has occurred for ceuturies in the past,
nor will be witnessed for ceuturies to
come. Five of the eight planets form
an almost straight line with tbe sun
aud the earth. Starting from tbe eanh
ou the third, our briliiaut neighbor
Venus heads the graud array. The
glorious sun comes uext iv view, while
little Mercury on his western side is
speeding with rapid steps to join the
rauks. Tbe vast orbs of Jupiter and
Saturn, a little out of tbe plumb, fill iv
the ranks slightly to the west, aud Nep-
tune closes the show only one day's
travel eastward of tbo line. These
huge denizens of space span the incon-
ceivabledistauce of nearly twenty eight
huudred million miles, stretching from
tbe earth lo the system's remotest
bouuds. Venus, Jupiter, Saturn, Nep
tune, and Mercury clustering in tbe
sign Taurus at tbe same time is a phe-
nomenon to be remembered for a life-
time.
