Mr. Keister’s loss is es-
timated at not less than $400, and will fall very

STILL ANOTHER COMET.—Prof., Bwift, Direc-
tor of the Warner Obseryatory, Rochester, N.
Y..has just verified the discovery ef another
comet, in the Constellation of Auriga, made
July 14th, by Prof. J. M. Schaeberle, of Ann Ar-
ber, Mich. This new cometisapparently com-
ing directly toward the earth, and, for a teles-
copic comet, is very bright; indeed, it can
readily be seen with a good opera glass. It is
quite remarkable that it should be in just the
spot where the present large comet was
first seen by the naked eye in thislatitude, and
it shows that the two bodies must have crossed
each other’s paths. This makes the feurth
comet discovered within ten weeks, a circum-
stance heretofore unkown in history. Prof.
Schaeberle has duly filed his application for the
Warner prize of §200, and as yet he is the only
claimant.

Letter from Mt. Sidney.

MrT. SIDNEY, July. 25th, 1881.

MEessRs, EpiToks :—On last Tuesday evening,
about 6 o’clock, the usually qaiet neighbor-
hood, about two miles west of licre, was aroused
by the ery of fire, which was o:casioned by the
burning of the residence of bi..

' Sunimer Treatment of Infants.

The mortality among infants during the hot
weather has been large all over .the country,
and even here, in our mountain homffe, with its
fresh and Invigorating breezes, many a family
mourns the loss of its latest and most cherish-
ed treasure. We give below the rules, publish-
ed by the West End Free Dispensary, of Balti-
more, which, to a great extent, have been ap-
proved by many physicians of this country,
and as the Baltimore Sunsays would, if observ-
ed, no doubt prevent the large increase of mor-
tality among infants during the hot season:—

“When an infant refuses food let it alone for
a time, Ovyer feeding does more harm than
anything else, Nurseam infant a month-or two
old every two or three hours. Nurse an infant
of six months and over five times in twenty-
four hours, and no more. The appetite of &
child is a good gange of 1ts power of digestion.
The rule should be, when food disagrees, *“lit-
tle and seldom,” and not “little and often.” In
feerdng'infants put & teaspoonful of powdered
barley (ground in a coffee-grinder,) in a gill of
water, with a little salt, and boil for fitteen
minutes. strain; thed mix with half as much
boiled miik.and a teaspoonful of white suxar,
and give it lukewarm &om a nursing bottle.—
Be sure to keep the bottle and mouth-piece,
when not’'in in water with a little soda in
it. Infants five or six months old should have
half barley water and boiled milk, with salt
and a l\uanot 1% Other infants require
more milk “than ley water. For infants
very custive; give. oatmeal instead of barley,
whioh must.be.cooked and strained as before.
When thmnq(-‘!;:r only partially nurses her in-
fant alternateibreast milk the prepared
food. In hot weather, if blue litmus paper ap-
plied to the food turns red, the foed is 100 acid,
and you must make a fresh mess oradd a small

inch of baking soda. After six months in-

'ants may have beef or mutton soup at least
once a day, and when ten months oid a crust
of bread and a piece of rare beef to suck. All
sweets shouid be carefully guarded against.—
Summer complaint is produced from over-
feeding and hot and foul air. Keep doora and
windows open. Wash your well children with
cold water twice a day, and oftener in the hot
season. Never neglect looseness of the bowels
inan infant. Consult a physician at once, and
he will give you rules about what it should take
and how it should be nursed. Keep yourreoms
as cool as possible, and as well ventilated, Do
not alloweny bad smell to come from- sink,
vies, boxes or gutters about the
ouse where youlive. Disinfectants are equal-
1y of use in warm as in cold weather, and the
following will be a cheap one, and one that
may be used for all purposes: Sulpbate of zinc,
eight ounces; carbolic acid, one ounce; water,
three gallons.”
