It is generally ranked a3 the second
star in the Northern hemisphere, Arcturus
alone exceeding it in splendor. It seems to
have changed color, like Sirius. Some of the
aneient sky-gazers, and oneas late as tke tenth
century, describe it as red. Now its light is a
brilliant creamy white. In mythclogy Capella
represents the sacred goat of Jove,

Every visitor to Monticello has had his at-
tentionattracted on his approach to the famous
mansion by the immense dial-plate of thegreat
clogk which Mr. Jefferson had constructed and
arranged in the entrance-hall of the building.
The outer dial-plate, which is just zbove the
door, 1s about two feet in diameter. The works
are within the hall, and for many years the
clock has been out of repair and considered
worthless, except as a relic of the former gran-
deur of the establishment. When Mr. Jeffer-
son M. Levy came into possession of the prop-
erty, he endeavored to restore to their original
perfection every article about the establish-
ment that belonged to Mr, Jafferson, aad now
has Mr. W. J.S8mith, a skilled mechanic of this
place, at work on the old clock, which he will
soon have in thorough repair. From him we
have obtained some information in regard to
the mechanical structure of the clock, which
will be interesting to our readers. The outer
dial-plate has but one hand, which marks the
hours only, and this can be seen at a consider-
able distanee from the house, This hand is op-
erated by a shaft which passes through the wall
and connects with Jjthe clock inside, which
shows another dial-plate, which has' hour,
minute, and second hands. Seventy feet of
half-inch rope are necessary for the cords upen
which the weights are hung. The cords pass
horizontally right and left to the side walls,
where they descend over the rollers to the cel-
lar. The names of the days and weeks are @r-
ranged on the walls in such manner that the
weights pass one of these every night at 12
o'clock. The weight necessary to run the
heavy clock-work is two hundred and eighty-
eight pounds. The case is nearly square, and
is perched upon brackets of wrought iron,
tastefully arranged. There is no name or date
on the clock, but Mr. Smith says it is a splen-
did piece of mechanism, the manufacturer
having paid particular attention to durability
in the construction of all its parts. The wheels
are of brass,. working into iron pinions, the
master cog-wheels being half an inch thick
and eight inches in diameter. The verge-
wheel is five inches in diameter and has thirty
teeth. The pendulum weighs eight pounds
and a-half, and its rod is thirty-nine inches
long, making about sixty strokes to the min-
ute. The gong, whieh is situated on the house-
top in a neat little belfry, is supposed to be of
Japanese construction, and is about two feet in
diameter. Its tone is remarkably mellow. Mr.
Smith thinks that there is much silver in the
composition of the material from which it was
made, It is evident from the wear that the
clock has done long service in the past, and
there is no reason why it may not run two
hundred years w:th occasional repairs to parts
most liable to wear.

THE NEw COMET VISIBLE TO THE NAKED
EYE.—Schaeberle’s comet is now visible in the
northeast from about 2 o’clock, A. M., till day-
light. In the first week in August it will be
discernable by the raked eye, and even now
may, to those who know the use of an astro-
nomical atlas, and will take the already pub-
lished data for guidance, be seen through an
opera-glass, After it becomes visible to ordi-
nary observation it will appear in the north-
west horizon in the evening after twilight, and
will doubtless increase in brightness from
evening to evening as it makes its apparent
progress towards the West. It willon noeven-
ing be visible much more than an hour, and in
the first week in September it will last be seen
at a point in the horizon a%out due west.—
Thereafter it will be visible, with diminishing
brightness to astronomers and othersin the
Southern hemisphere.

VIRGINIA VOLUNTEERS AT YORKTOWN.—For
the accommodation of the Virginia Volunteers
at Yorktown no special allotment of tents, &e.,
will be made to any regiment or company, but
the Secretary of War will establish a United
States encampment of two thousand tent-s‘
with fuel, cooking utensils, and straw for all
the volunteer troops present. The tents will
be put up by a company of United States reg-
ulars, and will be policed by them.

The Charlottesville Chronicle, in re-
plying to the objections urged against
the prepayment of the capitation tax,
says: -

On the contrary, the principle is good,
which prohibits men who are unwilling
to pay a dollar towards the support of
government from participation in the
seleetion of the officers who administer
it. .It is simply absurd to asserl that
anybody, black or white, is disfran-
chised by such a restriction. Any man
who is outside of the poor-house can
pay the tax if he chooses to do it, and if
he does not choose to do so he ought to
be asnsmed to present himself at the
polis. Still more absurd is the pretence
that there is discrimination against the
negro by the restriction. It operates
impartially, and deprives the white de-
linquent of his vote as effectually as it
does the colored delinquent. The as-
sertion that the fcurteenth amendment
to the Constitution of the United States
is violated by the Virginia law is there-
fore without the shadow of support in
reason, and cannot be sustained by any
fair argument.

‘WHERR THE BULLET MAY BE.—The
megt interesting opinion on the Presi-
dent’s wound yet given comes from Dr.
Hami!ton, who is reported by a eorres-
pondent of the New York Herald to
have said as follows:

“From the examinations which I
made, and which were repeated by oth-
er gentlemen of the consulting board, I
consider it almost certain that the ball
has lodged in the right iliac fosse; that
is, in the lower part of the abdomen on
the right side. There is at this point a
defined hardness, due probably to any
area of inflammation around the ball,
which point is tender upon pressure
and quite distinctly ecircumsecribed.
Surgeon-General Barnes informed me
that for a day or two previous pressure
upon this point caused a discharge of
matter from the orifice of the wound.
It is to be gresnmed. however, that this
ndicates the presence of the ball deep
in the iliac fosse, behind the intestines,
and quite remote from the surface. As
the point is situated twelve or fifteen
inches from the point of entrance of the
ball, the ball cannot be sought for or
extracted through its ‘original track.
Nor can it safely be reached by direct
incision. The time may arrive when it
may be, or, what is more probable, the
ball may gradually change its position,
passing lower down in the abdominal
cavity, and make its exit by some of the
natural outlets of the body, as many
balls have escaped which have been re-
ceived into human bodies, and without
exposing the life of the patient to any
particular hazard. I think and state in
this matter what is the general convie-
tion of the members of the board of at-
tending and consulting physicians. A
few days may render us more certain
upon this point; meanwhile, we may
have nothing to do except to keep the
channel of the wound as thoroughly
cleansed and as freely opened as is prac-
ticable.  Of course, doing what we can
to sustain the patient, it is impossible to
state how long it will take to have the
ball extrae spontaneously, or how
soon it my be proper to aid its escape
by surgical interference.”

PAUL'S TREATMENT IN ORANGE.—
The Richmond Whig criticises very se-
verely the people of Orange county for
leaving Paul, when he was making one
of his shirt sleeve harangues, to listen
to a colored man, who was speaking
against the policy of the negroes unit-

ing with the Mahone faction. Of course,
it was very wrong and very discourte
ous for the people, the ‘‘dear people,”
not to listen to this apostle of Mahone ;
but this ‘‘treatment’’ of Mr. Paul, which
is 80 sadly bemoaned by the Mahone-
ites, is apologized for by the Gordons-
ville Gazette as follows:

¢ Personally, we were sorry to see the
crowd leave him, for he was a stranger
in our midst, and we wanted him to go
away well pleased with our people.
Again, he was not doing us much, if any,
damage. But politically, we are glad of
it, as it shows the ‘hollow mockery’ of
the Mahoneites when they say they
have Orange county ‘just as they want
it.” And further, the people of Orange
would rather listen to a negro speak
against Readjustment, than a white
man, though he be a Congressman, for
ltl; l;l"l,mtis the whole thing in a nut-
shell.

JASPER AND His CHURCH BELL.—
The Rev. John Jasper, the colored cler-
gyman, whose famous sermon on the
“Rotation of the Sun’’ has made his
church one of the local lions always
visited by strangers in Richmond, is re-
covering from his recent dangerous ill-
ness. Mr. Jasper’s congregation is one
of the largest in the country, and he is
trying to secure for them a larger chureh
buildini. Great commotion was created
among his parishoners Monday night of
last week by the unaecountable ringing
of the church bell at midnight, three
slow and deliberate taps, which aroused
all the colored people, who could find
no explanation of the mystery. Some
one suggested that the tolling was an
intimation of the approaching death of
the'pastor. This camsed a stampede to
the house of Mr. Jasper near by, and
the erowd stood around the dwelling
and were not appeased until he came
out snd assured them that he was re-
covering from his illness. They then
dispersed, many, however, believing
that there was some supernatural agency
connected with the tolling of the bell.

THE VIRGINIA INDUSTRIAL EXPOSI-
TION.—We have received the prospect-
us of this important enterprise, which
is being gotten up under the auspices of
the First Virginia Regiment of Rich-
mond. It is proposed to open the Ex-
position on the 13th day of October and
to continue the same until the 11th day
of November. Articles for exhibit must
be entered on or before the 1st of Octo-
bsr, and shipped so as to reach their des-
tination by the day of October. The
only expense necessary for exhibitors to
incur will be the prepayment of freight
and the preparation of their articles for
exhibition.

The Republican organs continue to
call for the modification of universal
suffrage. A few years ago, says the
Louisville Courier-Journal, they swore,
by all the gods, that the ballot should
be given to everybody in the shape of a
man, even gorillas, if convenient. They
are now sorry they gave the negro the
ballot, and are declaring that foreigners
should not be allowed to vote.

ME AND ZEUS ARE SAVED.—This
story comes from Grand Rapids, Mich.,
the former home of Dr. Bliss : The Doc-
tor has or had a brother named Zeus
Bliss, and the two were together at the
battle of Bull Run. While all was un-
certainty about the probable recover

of the army from its demoralization,
and its stand to repel a rebel attack
upon the capital, a dispatch was re-
ceived at Grand Rapids from Dr.

[New York Herald.]—The ealling
out of the militia of the State of Wis-
consin by its Governor to coerce or in-
timidate a body of strikers in that sec-
tion appears, considering all the circum-
stances in the case, to be extremely un-
wise and Injudicious. Workingmen
have the right to quit work, or, as it is
called, ‘‘to strike,” whenever they see
proper. In doing so they violate no
Jaw. They are simply exercising a
right which is conceded to every man
everywhere.

insuranece is the latest thing out. No
capital is required to start a company
more than is necessary to pay for a
charter, furnish an office, pay for the
printing of a lot of blanks, circulars
and letter- heads, and start out a lot of
agents. A few hundred dollars is suffi-
eient. Agents scour the country, scat-

ter the splendidly worded circulars
broadcast, and in @ few months 1,000

paid $4 each to become participating
members. Some companies do mnot
charge as much. Outof this $4,000 paid
in, the agents receive their very large
percentage for commissions, say $1,000,
and the balance goes to the directors.
Whenever any member of Class A. is
married, he or she sends in the certifi-
cate of marriage, duly witnesged by the
local agent, and the company at once
proceeds to collect $1 from each of the
999 other members of that class. They
promptly respond, and the directors,
after deducting 20 per cent. of the $999
.80 collected, send the balance to the
member who is married.

The company is expected to do this if
it is governed by honest principles of
business. Hence the directors receive
nearly $200 from every member who
marries as their charge for collecting the
assessments. Some companies with
less brass charge but 10 per cent. for col-
lecting assessments, and return about
$900 to the beneficiary. The better kind
of company charges about 5 per cent.
The person marrying drops out of the
class, and as fast as marriages occur, new
members are substituted to keep the
class of 1,000 full. Some successful
companies have three full classes going.
Children thirteen years of age are re
ceived as members and assessed 8o
much. The younger the person is the
less the rate, and the older the higher,
The officials pretend to have a system,
based upon careful calculation, as to
marriage probabilities, just the same as
the old time life time companies have
as to death probabilities.

EPITHELIOM A.—Thisis what Dr.
Gross operated on fenator Hill for, and
lay people are wondering what it is. A
physician explains that it is the techni-
cal name for a cancer of the epithelium or
mucous membrane. In the instances
where it is found in the mouth it is most
frequently found, perhaps, at the junc-
tion of the skin and the mucous mem-
brane. BSenator Hill’s cancer was pro=
bably in this region, or within the low-
er lip. Excessivesmoking, particularly
of a pipe, sometimes produces epitheli-
oma. Itis not so dangerous in the
mouth as in seme other parts of the
body, for instance, in the stomach, be-
cause it is accessible to the knife of the
surgeon. In the process of formation
the cancer causes great inconvenience,
und possibly loss of appetite. If the
cancer is dealt with in an early stage and
by a competent surgeon it is possible to
eradicate it, and Senator Hill may rea-
sonably hope that he is permanently
cured. \
