On the day of secession he
packed his books, said good-bye to Dr.
Harrison and his fellow-students, and
alonestarted for Lynchburg.

He was then cighteen
years of age. On the 1st of May, Gov-
ernor Letcher commissioned him sec-
ond lieutenant in the Provisional Army
of Virginia, and, under orders, he at
once reported for duty to Generai Joseph
E. Johnston at Harper’s Ferry. Here
he was assigned to 2 command in the
Stonewall brigade. He was in the first
action of Johnston’s troops at Falling
Waters, and made the forced march
with that command to joiza Beauregard
at Manassas. Lieutenant Daniel bore
an honorable part in the charge made

Daniel was three times wounded. For
several months the Lieutenant was con-
fined to his bed by these wounds Very
soon after his partial recovery he was
elected second lieutenant of Company A,
Eleventh Virginia infantry, a comnmand
composed of his fellow-townsmen. For
gallantry he was subsequently made ad-
jutant of the Eleventh Virginia regi-
ment, and then quickly rose to assistant
adjutant-general, with the rank of ma-
jor, on the staff of Major-General Jubal
A. Early. On the 6th ot May, 1864, in
:.hie battle of the t;VVi;derness. ’while ral-
ying a regiment of Pegram’s Lrigade
and leading them back to the charge,
Major Daniel was shot from his horse,
his thigh crushed by a Minnie ball. He
was carried to the field hospital, where
his leg was examined by Dr. Hunter
Mn%uire, of Richmond, Dr. Brock, of
Richmond, and Dr. Morrison, of Rock-
bridge. The bone just above the knee
was found to be shattered, and the sura
geons concluded to saw off four inches
and attempf to resect it. This opera-
tion the Major bore with fortitude, and
also suba:guent ones required by reason
of decayed bone. 3

Major Daniel was to bave been ordered
on duty in.the War Department, and
was sure of promotion—having been ur-
gently recommended therefor by 2 num-
ber of general officers and army associ-
ates—when the war closed and returned
him to civil life.

MAJOR DANIEL AS A LAWYER,

John Daniel’s grandfather was Wil-
liam Daniel, of Cumberland county, for
many years judge of the circuitand gen-
eral courts. His father was Willjam
Daniel, Jr., who was born in Winches-
ter in 1806, and who in 1847 was chosen
& judge of the SBupreme Court, which po-
sition he held until the close of the l%ote
war. Naturally enough Major Daniel’s
thoughts turned to the profession of law,
and, the war over, he nursed his wound
ed limb and read Blackstone by turns,
Later he took the law class at the Uni-
versity for one year. At the close of
that year he was the orator of the Jei-
ferson Society. Hisaddress, styled ‘“The
People,” attracted wide attention. He
at once entered upon a lawyer’s career,
and in the midst of a growing practice
has found time to write a number of law
books, which have become high author-
ities.

POLITICAL CAREER.

In 1869, when the Walker movement
coramenced, Major Daniel made his first
appearance in politics. He was nomi-
nated by the people of Campbell for the
House of Delegates, and after a brilliant
canvass was triumphantly elected. At

i the elose of his term he declined re elee-
i tion, and was not long after heartily

urged by his community for Congress.
In 1875 he was chosen to.the State Sen-
ate, and in 1879 he was re-elected. He
was warmly favored for the United
States Senate, but was defeated by Sen-
ator Johnston. In 1877 he had a very
formidable 2nd enthusiastic support for
the gubernsatorial nomination. Wheth-
er in victory or defeat his devotion to
his party has ever been unwavering.—
Never gas he faltered. No man has
done more work for the cause. No man
has done better work. On the hustings
and in the Senate hiseloquent voice has
always been heard in patriotic appeals
for the best interests of his State and
party. His legislative record will bear
There are many
instances showing how truly he labored
for the advancement of the agricultural
and mechanical classes and how effec-

tive were his efforts.. His public ad-
dresses and l|;olitieal speeches are regards
«ed as models of rtyle,and to the Vir-
ginia people it is hardly necessary to say
'how charming- is his presence or how
captivating his oratory.

HIS FUTURE.

Major Daniel was married shortly af-
ter the war to Miss Murrell, of Lynch-
burg, and has several children. A model
of asoldier, a statesman of unquestioned
purity and ability, a lawyer of learning
and eminence, trusted and beloved by
the ple, he will make a canvass
worthy of hisfame and a Govenor to be
proud of.

A SKETCH OF THE LIFE OF THE NOMINEE
FOR THE OFFICE OF LIEUTENANT-
GOVERNOR OF VIRGINIA.

James Barbour, Esq., who was on yes
terday nominated by acclamation for
the office of Lieutenant-Governor, and
who yielded to the demand for his ser-
vices though he had come to Richmond
determined to accept no place on the
ticket, was born in the county of Cul-
peper in 1823. His father was John 8.
Barbour, who.served several terms in
the Virginia Legislature, and for ten
years with marked ability represented
h;s%’;strict in the Cengress of the Uni-
ted States. Our Mr. Barbour was edu-
cated partly at Georgetown College and
partly at the University of Virginia,
successfully contending all the while a-
gainst ill health, to which a less determ-
ined man would have yielded altogeth-
8r.

ENTRANCE UPON PUBLIC LIFE.

In 1846 he entered upon the practice
of the law, and in 1850 offered himself,
for the first time, for the support of his
fellow-citizens as a candidate for the
Constitutional Convention. So youth-
ful was he in appearance that the peo-
ple, or at least many of them, would not
believe that he was twenty-one years of
age. He had constantly to contradict
that impression, and he had to canvass
with the record of his age ever ready to

trinmph for him, and, with Banks and
Woolfolk, Mr. Barbour was returned to
the Convention—as a Democrat of res
form principles—from the district com-
pesed of the counties of Culpeper, Or-
ange, Madison, and Green. .

Coming out of the Convention, he was
elected to the House of Delegaies from
Culpeper—a Whig county—by what was
then considered a large majority. He
occupied a very prominent position on
the Finance Committee, and was one of
the leaders of the Democracy.

LEGISLATIVE LIFE AGAIN,

1n 1857 Mr. Barbour was again return-
ed to the House of Delegates as a Demo
crat, and this time without opposition.
He was placed second on the Finance
Committee, but was really the chair-
man. He continued in the House until
1861, when, as an anti-secession Demo-
crat, he was elected to the Convention.
‘When, however, the time came when
the great public sentiment of the State
considered Virginia could mo longer
with honor remain a member of the
federation of States, he declarad in ta-
vor of secession, and went home and of
fered to resign his seat ; but being en-
dorsed by his constituency, he remain-
éd-in place, and voted forand signed the
ordinance of secession.

AFTER THE WAR.

For a long time after the war Mr. Bar-
bour was under political disabilities and
took but little part in publicaffairs. In
1870-’71 he became the ownerand editor
of the Enquirer, and for a year or more
persistently presented to the people the
views which he thought in equity and
justice should obtain in the settlement
of the public debt of Virginia. He left
the editorial chair just before the old
funding bill was passed, but his anta-
gonism to that measure was thorough
and undisguised. In 1874 he offered for
Congressin the district which his broth-
er now represents. There was some
trouble in the Convention. Mr. Bar-
bour’s friends withdrew, named him,
and claimed the nomination ; but that
was by no means conceded by General
Hunton’s friends. The result was he
ran against General Hunton. His own
county of Culpeper supported him with
a unanimity never before equalled, and
he got a large vote elsewhere; but not
enough. General Hunton was elected
Suffice it here that most of those then
estranged have renewed their friend
ship, and not a few of them, with Gen-
eral Hunton and General Payne, yester-
day warmly supported him for a place
on the ticket.

THE BARBOUR BILL,

In 1877 Mr. Barbour was once more
elected to the House of Delegates upon
a declaration of principles which in sub-
stance found record soon afterwards in
the famous *“Barbour bill.”’” During that
term he was chairman of the Finance
Committee. For the next term he ut-
terly refused to run.

fince 1879 he has been at home rest-
ing and quietly pursuing the practice of
the law. His health, though never
robust, is now unusuﬂl{egood. In the
coming canvass he will beable to do his
full part. He has long enjoyed a high
reputation as a public speaker, and on
the questions to be discussed in this cam-
paigan is particularlv well posted.

In 1880 he was an elector at large on the
Hancock ticket. In the discharge of
these duties he has canvassed nearly the
whole State, and made an enviable re-
putation. He has worked cheerfully for
the party, and has done conspicuously
good service. The honor now bestowed
upon him was the most agreeable that
could have been offered. When speak-
ing to his friends he often said that he
had rather be Attorney-General than
Governor ; not that he was insensible to
the allurements of that exalted gosition,
but that in his attachment for his pro-
fession he preferred to be where he could
constantly practice it.
