At a point two miles north of Lexington, it
will diverge from its original location, and
connect with the Richmend & Alleghany, a
mile or 80 below Lexington. The track of the
Richmond & Alleghany road will then be used
to the town, and the Valley road will construct
an extension to & central point in the corpor- ;
ate limits, This extension will, in turn, be us-
ed by the Richmond Alleghany road, each of |
the companies paying a rateable proportion |
for the use of the other’s property.

cakes of the pretty and perfumed toilet
soaps that are sold on the streets show-
ed the presence of ground glass, soluble
glass, silex, pipeclay, rotten stone, bo-
rax, plaster of Paris, tin crystal, mag-
nesia, pumice stone, oatmeal and other
substances, which are added to give the
soap weight, hardness, toughness or
clearness. The common colorings are
vermillion. Venitian red and carmine,
ultramine green, pot pigment green,
copperas, Spanish brown, ultramine
blues, yellow and scarlet analines and
burnt umber. Many of the perfuming
ingredients, though harmless in them-
selves, become chemically poisonous by
admixture. Adding the dangers from
all these to the rancid, diseased, putrid
qualities of grease used, and mothers
may well be appalled at the permanent
evils. these neat-looking, delicately-
scented blocks of toilet soap contain,
ready to be released whenever moisten-
ed and applied to the baby’s body.—N.
Y. Sun.
