New York, November 6.?At the
Brooklyn Tabernacle this evening the
Rev. T. De Witt Talmage preached as
follows from the following texts:

Acts xvl., 14: "And & certain woman
named Lydia, a seller of purple of tbe
city of Tfayatira, which worshipped
Qod, heard us whose heart the Lord
opened."

Proverbs xii., 29: "Seest thou a man
diligent in business? he shall stand be-
fore kings."

The first passage introduces to you
Lydia, a Christian mercbantess. Her
business is to deal in purple cloths or
silks. Sbe is not a giggling nonenity,
but a practical woman, not ashamed to
work for her living. All the other wo-
men of Pbllippi and Thyatira have been
forgotten; but God has made immortal
in our text. Lydia. tbe Christian sales-
woman The other text shows you a
man witb head and hand and heart and
foot all busy toiling on up until he gains
a princely success. "Seest tbou a man
diligent in his business? be shall stand
beforekings " Greatencouragement in
these two passages for men and women
who will be busy, but no s'lace for those
who are waiting for good luck to show
tbem, at thefootof tberainbow, acasket
of buried gold.
I would like to fire tbe ambition of

young people. I have no sympathy
with those who would prepare young
folks tor life by whittling down their
expectations Tbat man or woman will
be worth nothing to Churfli or State
who begins life cowed down. The bu-
siness of Christianity is not to quench,
but to direct human ambition. There
fore, it is that I come out tbis evening
and utter words of encouragement to
those who are occupied as clerks in the
stores and shops and banking houses of
the country.

In tbe tirst place, I counsel clerks to
remember tbat for the most part their
clerkship is only a school from which
they are to be graduated. It takes
about eight years to get one of tbe
learned professions. It takes about
eight years to get to be a merchant
Some of you will be clerks all your lives,
but tbe vast majority of you are only
in a transient position. After awhile, '
some December day, the head men of
the firm will call you into the back office 1
and tbey will say to you: "Now, you
have done well by us, we are going to 1
do well by you. We inviteyou to have
an interest in our concern." You will '
bow to tbat edict very gracefully, Get-,
ting into a street car to go home, an old 1
comrade will meet you and say : "Wbat 1
makes you look so happy to night?"
"Oh," you will say, "nothing, noih-
ing." But in a few dayß your name
will blossom ou tbesign. Either in the
store or bank where you are now or in
some other Btore or bank you will take a
higher position than tbat which you '
now occupy. So I feel to-night tbat I '
am standing beforepeople who will yet 1
have their band on the helm of tbe
world's commerce, and you will turn '
it this way or that; now clerks, but to
be baukers, importers, insurance com-
pany directors, shippers, contractors,
superintendentsof railroads?your voice
mighty ou 'change? slanding foremost
in the great financial and religious eu- 1
terprises of the day. For though we
who are in tbe professions may on the 1
platform plead for the philanthropies, '
after all the merchants must, come forth '
witb their millions to sustain the move-
ment.

But you say: "Will the womanly 1
clerks in our stores have promotion?" '
Yes. Time is coming when women
wili be as well paid for tbeir toil in
mercantile circles as men are now paid <
for tbeir toil Time is coming when a
womau will be allowed to do anything I
she can do well. It is only a little while I
ago when woman knew nothing of tel-
egraphy, and they were kept out of a 1
great many commercial circles where i
tbey are now welcome; and the time I
will go ou until the woman who, at one '\u25a0
counter sells $25,000 worth of goods in 1
a year, will get as high salary as tbe man 1who, at tbe other counter of tbe same
store, sells $25,000 worth of goods. All i
honor to Lydia, the Christian sales- 1
woman.

No get-
ting up early, no retiring late, no walk
ing around with weary limbs, but a
mansion in which toliveand a realm ol
light, and love and joy over which to
hold everlasting dominion. Hoist him
up from glory to glory, and from song
to song, and irom throne to throne; for
while others go down into the sea with
their gold like a millstone hanging totheir neck, this one shall come up to
tbe heights of amethyst and alabaster,
holding in bis right hand the pearl of
great price in a sparling, glittering,
flaming casket.

"Hung be the Heavens in
Black."?Now that the old State oi
Virginia has covered herself with re-
proach, and brought foul dishonor upon
her people, it will be happy, says the
Lynchburg Virginian, for the man who
can say in future years that he had no
agency in it The true people of Vir-
ginia made a noble struggle to avert this
disgrace; but a corrupt Administration,
in the wanton abuse o* Federal patron
age, and that Africa which thecoalitioD
candidate boaste<t in the very outset
thai be would ''carry into the war" upon
bis own race, have done the work. We
wash our bands of all responsibility for
this deplorableresult, and call all men
to witness that we did all in our power
to ho!>t the people of Virginia to their
allegiance to th>- principles of truth and
honor, with a faithful observance of the
obligations which their sovereign Com-
monwealth had incurred for their bene
fit. It is some alleviation of our sor-
row in this dark, sad hour, to know that
an immense majority of the white peo-
ple of Virginia?a la'rge majority of the
real tax payers as well?earnestly strove
to resist the insidious efforts of corrupt
or misguided men to commit the State
to apolicy that is at once hurtful and
degrading to any people.

But there are
professed Christian merchants in the
week night prayer meeting who have
clerks abroad in New York, conducting
merchants of Cincinnati and Chicago
aud St. Louis through the debaucheries
of the great town in order to secure
their custom for the store. There are
in New York and Brooklyn drawers in
which there is kept money which the
clerks are to go and get whenever they
want to conduct these people through
the slums of the city. The head men
of the firm wink at it, and in some
places actually demand it?professed
Christian merchants. One would think
that the prayer would freeze on their
lips, and they would fall back dead at
the sound of their own song. What
cbauco is there for young men when
commercial establishmeuls expect such
things of them ? Among all things in-
fernal I pronounce that the most dam-
naoie. Young mau, how will that firm
treat you when you aie utterly besoiled
and dragged out with sin, going through
the haunts of iniquity for the purpose
of getting customers for their store?
How will they treat you? Oh, they
will give you a pension ! They will
build you a fine house! They will give
you a horse aud carriage! Will they?
No. Bume day you will go to the store,
shabby, intoxicated, worn out in their
service, and they will say, "John, you
are a disgrace to our house. Now, just
look at yourself! Accountant, how
much do we owe this man? 'A dollar
and thirty cents.'

Mb Morley to Young Men ?Sun
day evening of last week Mr. Samuel
Morley, member ofParliament for Bris-
tol, England, addressed a large meeting
held in the lecture room of the Rev.
