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An Attempt to kili Guiteau the Assassin
of the President.

The trial of Guiteau, who assassinated
President Garfield, is now in progress
in Wachington City. On last Saturday
some one attempted to Kili him whilst
on his way from the Court rocom to the
jail. He was shot in the wrist, inflict-
ing a slight wound. A young man
nam+d James, living near Washington,
has been arrested as the guilty party.

This is the second attempt which bas
been made to Kill Guiteau. It wili be
remembered that a soldier named Ma
son one of the guard, attempted to shoot
him in prison. These men, uuless as
insane as Guitean, whom we believe Lo
be an insane man, are s guilty as he,
and if (Guiteau should be punished they
should be also.

Unless these men be insane, there is
10 excuse for these attempts to murder
Ghuiteau, though he be a poor prisoner,
charged with the murder of the Presi-
dent. We are so well satisfied that Gui-
teau is an insane man, that we have o
doubt that if he had killed a private citi-
zen,he would be acquitted on the plea of
in sanity. Asit is, we believe that he
will be convicted and hanged, and yet
his guilt is no greaier than that of Ma
son, and Jones, or whatever be the
name of the man who attemgted to kili
him on Iast Saturday, unless they be
more insane than Guiteau, which we
very much doubt.

The driver of the prison-van gives the
following particulars of the attempt to
shoot Guiteau. The facts are substan-
tially these: Upon the adjournment of
the court the van started as usual for
the jail, having one polieeman asa
guard, who sat on the seat with the dri=~
ver. Before reaching the Capitol the
guard noticed a young man on horse
back riding leisurely behind the van.
Near the corner of East Capitol and
First streets the horseman rode directly
up to the rear of tne van and hastily
preseed through the small gathering.
Guiteau was alone in the van, and seated
on the righthand side, the seats run-
ning lengthwise on thevan. Afterevi-
dently satisfying himself of the location
of the prisoner the horseman wheeled
suddenly to the left of the van and fired
directly through it. He then dashed to
the front of the van and pointed his
pistol at the driver with the evident in-
tention of intimidating him or stopping
the van. The driver was somewhat
excited, and in responee to an inquiry
of a reporter satd perhapshe intended
to stop the van by shooting one of the

horses. Seeing an armed policeman
by the side of the driver, exclaimed,
“I’ve shot the — of a ——,”’ and, put-
ting spurs to his horse, started down
East Capftol street in the direction of
the Copgressional cemetery. The po-
liceman fired one shot at the fast-dis-
appearing horseman, and the driver of
the van whipped his herses into a gal-
lop and kept in sight of him for several
blocks. The would-be avenger was,
however, mounted upon & biooded
horse, and readily escaped out into tbe
country. He was described as a smooth-
faced man about twent-five years of
age, aud a dashing horseman. He bad
on a dark-brown suit of clothes. The
van then proceeded to the jail, aud Gui-
teau was taken out in a state of great
excitement. He exclaimed: "I have
been shot. Notify Major Brock at ouce,
and tell him to arrest the scoundrel and
have him dezit with as he deserves.”

Ou examination it was found that the
builel just grazed Guiteau’s left wrist,
iuflicting a wmere scratch. The ball
struck the opposije side of the van and
feil upon the floor, where it was found
on reaching the jail.

The announcement of the attempt up-
on Guiteau’s life created intense excite-
ment apon the streets, and all sorts of
rumors were at once in circulation.

MEETING OF STATE

nual interest payment If the whole
principal and back interest is refunded
at five per cent the interest charge will
not exceed $1,533,000, and if it is desira-
ble that pubiic¢ education be better pro-
vided for, at once refund the debt at foer
per cent, instead of five, or even at three
per cent. The ereditors can be induced
to take a low interest for some years, 1f
ouly their prineipal is not repudiated in
any part. They bhave shown that they
do not wish to be hard on the State, and
are willing to listen to any fair proposi-
tion. Ounly don’t thrust a settlement
down their throats without their con-
sent. Let the Virginia Legislature
throw the Riddleberger bill into the
waste basket and call another confer-
ence of the State’s creditors. The State
is amply able to make an honest settle-
ment now, and when it is made capital
will be invested in and immigration
will pour into the State at such a rate
that she wiil be rich enough in a few
years (o begin to redeem the principal.
Honesty is the best policy, and the re-
publican party demands that an honest
settlement of the Virginia debt question
be made.— Phila.

VIRGINIA PuBLic ScHooLs.—The
report of Rev. W. H. Ruffuer, superin-
tendent of public instruction, gives a
highly satisfactory showing of the con-
dition and progress of the publie school
system in this State. The report is for
for the year ended July last, and shows
5,382 schools to have been in operation
during the year, agaiust 4,854 in 1880,
an increase of 523. Of this increase 341
were white schools and 182 colored. The
number of scholars in average attend-
ance was 92 922 white and 41,565 colored,
an increase of 6,083 The percentage of
school population enrolled was 43 0,
against 39.7 in 1880, whilst the cost of
education per month per pupil &nrolled
was 68 cents, a'gainst 67 cents the pre-
vious year. The whole number of
teachers employed was 5 392, of whom
927 were colored, an increase of 142 col-
ored teachers. There were built during
the year 285 school houses, and the value
of school property increased $21,783.
The amount disbursed for the year ag-
gregated $1,100,238, an increase of $170,-
. The per cent. of increase of teach-
ers during the year was: White, 9.2;
colored, 18 01. Increase of pupils en-
rolled : White, 6.54; colored, 122. In-
crease of pupils in average attendance:
White, 3.7; colored, 7.2. Superinten-
dent Ruffner says the gain in the rela-
tive number of colored teachers comes
from the increasing supply of compe-
tent persons, the excellent abilities of
trained colored teachers and the increas-
ing demand of the colored people for
teachers of their own race. The gain
in the number of schools and of pupiis
is no doubt to be ase¢ribed to thegrowing
desire ror education among the colored
people. Even yet their percentage of
enrollment, as compared with the schooi
population, is nearly 20 per ceut. below
that of the whites, but if the ratio in
creases as rapidly in the next few
years as in the year just closed, the
difference will be almost, if not en-
tirely, equalized. The superintendent
says the money was wisely and faith-
fully administered, and that in the great
majority of the counties the school bu-
siness has been conducted with system
and punctuality. 8o far as he can re-
collect, not a case of official malfeasance
has ever occurred among the schonl offi-
cers since the system went into opera-
tion, twelve years ago. Dr. Ruffner
