Treasury after future General Assem-
blies have disposed of vrbat may seem
to 'them proper?in its own iauguage,
"that may not be otherwise appropriat-
ed it then "eliminates" nearly, if not
quite.fall that may be left, by subject-
ing it to the State, city and county
taxes.

WHY HE VETOED IT.
When I reflected that this treatment

was inflicted upon a deDt fur every dol-
lar of which consideration bad been re-
ceived ; when I reflected that that con
sideration had been invested by our fa
thers, as pure and knightly men as ever
lived, in elevating and making strong
a Commonwealth which they loveii to
adoration, premising* that they and
their children would honor and pay ii;

made ber name so dear to her own
citizens and so honored among men."
Iam uot willing now to revoke or blot
one word of that utterance.

The bill failed to become a law for
the want of the requisite majority over
tbe Governor's veto."
Itwas no grateful duty to exercise the

veto power, but be had felt constrained
to do so by his oath of office. It was
time that the Legislature was the pro.
per body to settle the debt question;
in fact it was the only body that can,
but it must be done within its consti-
tutional llmitatations, and those very
limitationsprovide a way in which tae
veto may be overcome.

However,he remarks, the grounds on
which the vetoes were based have not
only been approved by our own Su-
premeCourt, but mare recently still by
tbe unanimous decision (save one Jus-
tice dissenting) of the Suprme Court of
the UnitedStates.

the Governorshows, from facts fur-
nished him by the Auditor, that a bal-
ance of $276,964.43 will remain in the
treasury, supposing the receipts and
disbursements otherwise to continue
the same as last year, afterpaying all
the expenses for Uie support of govern-
ment, for the support of the Public
Free Schools, the interest on the tax»
paying coupon debt, consol and 10-40,
and on the bonds held by colleges, and
the amounts ordered by law to be paid
quarterly on arrearages due the Public
Free Schools. To which should be ad.-
ded $25,000 net revenue from the Peni-
tentiary as per report of the superinten-
dent.

The Trial of Guiteau.
We believe, as we have heretofore

stated, thatCharles J. Guiteau is anin-
sano man, and that to execute him
would be judicial murder. Our opinion-
of his insanity is not founded upon his
conduct since be killed the President,
but upon his life be "tore that sad event
Many contend that he should be bung
whether he be insabe or not. If he be
insane, he should not be hung;. but if
he be sane, he should be. An insane
man should not be held responsible for
his acts, buPshould be confined securely
in an insane asylum. The danger which
now threatens 'the country is, that,
through prejudice, and sympathy for
an assassinated President, it may de-
mand the execution of an insane man
who is not responsible for his acts. We
do not believe that Guiteau will be
hanged, but that the jury, in the trial
of his case, will be a hung jury?some
believing him to be insane and irre-
sponsible, and others not. We think it
would be better to decide that he was
iusane, and to confine him in an in-
sane asylum, than merely to fail to
agree, and impose the necessity of an-
other trial.

Human Brute.?Ou Thursday night
a week, near Johnston,Licking county,
Ohio, a bumau brute, named William
Bishop, was hauling a very heavy load
of slate from Granville, and when near
home one of bis horses, a strong and
intelligent animal, gave out. Enraged
at the animal's inability to proceed fur-
ther, he tied arope to the horse's tongue,
and deliberately pulled it out by the
roots. The tongue was found lying- in
the road next morning, but the entire
affair did not become known in the vil-
lage until Bishop drove the animal to
town the following Saturday.

All the bonds which bear 5 and 6 per
cent, interest are now redeemable at
the option of governmeut: this fact
aloue so changes the situation since the
Ist day of July last as to enable us to
view it with moreconfidence Hither-
to, consent of the holder was implied
Now, with aresolute determination aud
auuouncemeut to meet its obligations,
the Commonwealth can issue its bonds
at a much lower rate of interest, and
h ve them readily taken. We know
that many of the creditors will gladly
do so; which, if done, will, as I have
shown, speedily lift us out of trouble,
aud preserve our credit untarnished.

NO EXCUSE FOR REPUDIATION.
Thus, there iB no justification or ex-

cuse for Viigiuia to repudiate or "elim
inate" by force ail or auy portion of her
debt, in the lutile effort, by such means,
"to re-establish her credit" under modes
presented in the hill of the last session
By a statement of the Secoud Auditor,
furnished at my request, and now before
me, Virgiuia paid as interest upon her
debt, fr»m the Ist July, 1867, to Ist Oc-
tober, 1881, the large sum of $14 272.-
657 40, aud she is now paying annually
more than $1 000 000, with a surplus of
at least $300,000, as shown by the Audi-
tor's report?in spite of the assertionsof
the ignorant or malicious that she has
been and is paying nothing The bill
to which I have just referred reduces,
by "elimination," theinterest the State
will have to pay, if it pays any, to the
sum of about $600,000?for that portion
of the debt and .he arrearages or inter-
est to which the foregoing balance
would be applicable, would by that bill
be "eliminated." What will be done
with the $700,000 thus "eliminated" an-
nually from the just creditors? The
Commonwealthis left by the "elimina-
tors" to answer for that as best she can
at the bar ofpublic opinion.

In strong and vigorous terms he then
recites the many facts in Virginia's his
tory of which we should all feel proud,
and urges their preservation in the lu
ture as a birthright, that "cannot and
must not be sold or bartered away."
OF THE MATERIAL PROSPERITY OF THE

STATU,
he says: Considering that she was a
battle field for four years, and lost so
many valuable lives and so much prop-
erty, has any State surpassed her in en-
ergy and material development. The
improvement has, been steady; and in
the last few years, since the revival of\u25a0business, more than lour hundred and
fifty miles of railroads have been con-
structed. and a larger number are in
progress, penetrating and opening up
vast regions of untoid mineral and ag
ricultural resources. Foreign capital is
seeking investment within her borders,
and courage and virtue will soon make
Virginia as remarkable for material
power as she has been for political in-
fluence. *

He refers to the charge ofFederal in-
terference In the recent elections in Vir
ginia and to the use of the patronage,
power, and money of the ruling party
to hurry the State along the "rugged
and disreputable path of repudiation,
aud sounds a timely note of warning as
to the disruption of the Republic and
the approach ol an Empire. Tn this
connection he concludes as follow- :?

"Whatever other people, or
States may say or do, let us trust that
those who now or may hereafter have
the custody of Virginia's affairs will
stand fast to the work and traditions of
the fathers. As they were the fouuders
of this grand system of government,
that has brought, to us aud-the world
such countless blessings, t,o, should it
elsewhere drift or be driven from its
moorings in the hands of faithless, igno-
rant aud forgetful men, may their de«
scendauts here hold firmly to its priu
ciplee, till the storm be overpast, and
keep them to the day when sober sec-
ond thought shall deuiand tbeir restora-
tion !"

The message closes with a reference
to the State reports, some few official
acts, and to the completionof the Rich-
mond & Alleghany R. R. to William-
sons and its branch line to Lexington,
opening up arich agricultural and min-
eral region, and giving promise of im
mense increase to the revenues of the
State.

Th*: White House Open.?Last
Thursday night, says the Washington
correspondent of the Slate, for the first
time since the death of Garfield the
White House was open, President Ar-
thur having at last taken up his resi-
dence there. It is understood that the
social honors at the White House will
be done by Mrs. Davis, wifeof Mr. John
Davis, who is a nephew of Judge Ban-
croft Davis. Mrs. John Davis is a
daughter of ex-Senator Frelinghuysen,
ofNew Jersey, prospective Secretary of
State vice Blaine. Her husband is
mentioned as likely to be appointed
private secretary to the President, and
Judge Davis, hie uncle, is said to be
booked for Assistant Secretary of State
vice Hill.

Mahone maintains that the Republi-
cans are estopped from objectton to tbe
election df Riddieberger as U. S. Sena-
tor, in view of tbe fact that he was en-
dorsed by the Republicans of tbe Sen-
ate when they nominated bim as their
candidate for Sergeant at arms of that
body. Riddieberger wouid vote with
tbe Republicans when it would suit
Mabone for him to do so, bat the Re-
publicans want to make assurance dou-
bly secure by having a Senator who
would vote with them whether Mahone
desired it or not.

Gov. Holliday's Message.?We
regret that our want of space prevented
the publication in full of tbe excellent
message of Gov. Hoiliday, for, as the
Lynchburg Virginian says "it is not
only a triumphant vindication of the
Governorand those who have support-
ed his policy ; but it is a bold and man-
ly arraignment of the men who, while
knowing better, have misled tbe igno-
rant and the vicious, to inflict a severe
injury upon tbe honor and good name
of tbe oldestState in this Union."

Election of U. S. Senator.?The
election of U. S. Senator will takeplace
in the Legislature next Tuesday, when,
we suppose, Harry Rindlebeger will be
elected, however distasteful it may be
to Lewis and his friends, who under-
stood that Lewis was to be elected to
that position, if the Republicans would
support and elect tiie Mahone?repu-
diation ticket, as they did. Mahone
and Riddleoerger will "eliminate" that
understanding, and "repudiate" Lewis
Should Lewis, a Republican, be elected
the Republican party would be inde-
pendent of Mahone, and bis influence
would be lost, hence be favors the elec
tlon ol Riddleberger though it violates
theimplied ifnot expressed,understand..

Their three years of in
struction has had a most beneficent ef-
feet, and the first thirty graduates have
gone back to their agencies fully pre-
pared for the difficult work of educating
and civilizing the younger members of
their race. During the past summer
Jhe academic hall was completed, and
two other brick structures, one for dor-
mitories for the Indian girls and the
other 'or a girl-j' industrial room, have
been under way, and are now about
completed, which will give ample facil-
ities for about 600 students. The two
races seem to harmonize yery nicely,
and no trouble on the "color line" haa
been experienced by the faculty. An
able corps of teachers from the North,
principally young ladies, conduct the
exercises in much the same manner aa
obtains at Vasaar and other collegea.
