As that article
was seemingly an endorsement by the SpPxc-
TATOR, and therefore calculated to induce
many unadvigsed persons to purchase certifi-
cates, which are being offered for sale, upon
the lives of some old people, who have been
selected as subjegts upon whom to issue them,
I think It proper to caution the public agairst

& necessity, 4s well as a boon, to a large pro-
portion’of mankind. A gentleman of my ac-
quaintance handed me & prospectus of the As-
soclation referred to, requesting me to exam-
ine it and tell him what I thouxht of it. The
facts are simply this: In the plan it is stated
“speculative risks, and every thing calcun
lated to weaken and corrupt a compady will
be curefully guarded against.” In the face of
this assurance, the agents select the oidest per-
sons they can find (male or female) up to eigh-
ty-five years of age. give them a certificate of
membership for $1.000, and sell to any one who
is silly enough to buy them five certificates of
$1,0°0 each, upon the life of the same old per-
son, at the price of eight dollars a piece, tell-
ing the purchasers that upon the death of the
old man or woman (as the case may be) they
will be entitled to receive the amount of their
oertificate or.certificates. Just here, I will say
for the benefit of those interested, that the law
of insurance allows the claimant the amount
of his insurable interest in the life of another,
viz , bona fide debt, with interest, and cost of
carrying policy.
