DANGERS OF HOUSE PLANTS.—A
case that occured recgntly under my
notice may be resorded as a warning of
the dangerous qualities of a house
plant. A fine, healthy mare ate a sin-
gle tuft of leaves from a branch of an
oleander temporarily set by the door;
then went a journey of six miles, ape
pearing playiul and well, but an re-
turning refusing her feed. Next morn-
ing she still refused to eat, looking dull
and haggard, and partially lost coptrol
of her hind limbs. The mare died be-
fore assistance couid be obtained, and
on opening the body the dark congest-
ed stomach showed the ggtian of an
acrid poison, and jnguiry brought the
account of the sropping of the oleander,
of the injurous qualities of which the
owner was entirely ignorant. As this
ignorance is very wide spread it may
be well [to say thatall parts qf the
plants are deadly. A very small quan-
tity of the leaves grafaial to the horse,
as we have just seen. Theflowers have
produced death in those who carelessly
picked snd ate them. The branches
divestad of their bark and ysed as akew-
ers havepoisoned the megat roasted on
them, and killed seven of the twelve
people who partook of it.
