Rev. John E. Massey, of Albemarle,
the Auditor of Public Accounts, who
is not only one of the ablest men in
theBeadjuster party, but apioneer, who
has done more for it than any other
man, and whose praiseas Auditorevery
Readjuater has been dinning into the
ears of all since he has been in office,
was decapitated on last Tuesday night
by the Coalition Caucus, and S. BrowD
Allen nominated in his stead, because
Massey would not consent that the cau-
cus should dictate whohis clerks should
be. He agreed by way of compromise,
that the caucus might select half of
them, but this was not satisfactory, and
he was turned out of office because he
would not obey the behests of King
Caucus. Now this spectacle is present-
ed: An Auditor whose efficiency was
in the mouths of every Readjuster in
the State, is turned out of office, because
he will not yield wholly to the dicta-
tion of the caucus as to who should be
his clerks. Was the tyranny of party-
caucus ever exhibited in this way be-
fore? The truth is, that Mahone and
Riddlebergcsr looked upon Massey as a
rival, and they were determined either
to humiliate or to sacrifice him, and
Massey preferred sacrifice to humiila
tionand degradation. Unless we great-
ly mistake his character aud influence
with his party, Massey willyet demon-
strate that his party has made a mistake
in thus mistreating him. It may be
that Massey will give Hon. John Paul
cause to regret that his party has thus
disposed of him. He would, no doubt,
like r-i be elected Congressman.

P. S.?At the time the abovewas writ
ten, a Richmond Journal had reported
that Massey had proposed as a com
promise to the caucus tbat the caucus
should appoint one-half of his clerks
and he the other half, which was, oi
course, a surrender of the principle in-
volved in this contest, but it seems that
this proposition was made iv caucus by
Turner, ofNorfolk, a friend ofMassey's,
without his consent, and injustice tc
Massey we make the correction. As
the Auditor and bis securities are re
sponsible for the conduct of his clerks,

it would seem to be evident that tht
Auditor should have the appoiutuient
of them.' Iv this case, Massey has right
upon his side, and he is acting upon t

proper principle in resisting the unjusl
demands of the caucus. But the caucus
has no regard forprinciple and will noi
hesitate to violate it, if Mahone so di-
rects.

Small-Pox in Richmond.

Dr. J. G. Cabell, President of the
Board of Health of Richmond, on the
18th inst. reported tbat the total num-
ber of cases of small-pox and varioloid
which had occurred in that city from
its first appearance on theSlta of March
up to and including the 18th of January
was 474. At the latter date there were
71 cases in the hospital outside of the
city, most of which are convalescent,
and 15 cases within thecity. The town
of Reidsville, N. C, passed an ordi-
nance quarantiningagainst Richmond,
Va., and Winston, N. C, forbidding
citizens from those places, under heavy
penalties, from visiting Reidsville,
whereupon Mayor W. C. Carrington oi
Richmond informed the authorities ol
Reidsville that they had nothing to feai
from the visit of citizens of Richmond,
and thinks Richmond should be recog
nized as a place of refuge, rather than
a place to be avoided: He says:

"The disease is all over the country,
and to be entirely safe from the conta-
gion one would have to be a hermit.

In fact, from my knowledge of it-
general existence in various sections ii
a scattering way, and from my knowl
edge of the precautionsand preventivei
taken here I would regard it wise t«
seek Richmond as a city of refuge fron
its violence if not from its contagion.

Beyoud question, it is true that w<
have it in milder form at.d to less ex
tent than many other cities, and in ai
respects our city is safe to visit or resid
in, aud our peopleare in fine healthan'
spiii ts.
I trust your authorities will soon fint

it accords with their judgment to le
our people have the pleasure of renew
ing social and trade intercourse witl
our worthy and esteemed friends ii
Reidsville."

Small-poxVaccination.?lt seems
that small-pox is vow prevailing in
many parts of our country, and it may
soon be here, and, as the Charlottesville
Jeffersonian -ays, the alarming spread
ofsmall-pox in various sections of the
country should awaken our people to
the possibility of its coming here, and
move them to take the proper precau-
tions in _the premises. Vacciiiation_i6
the great preventiveto the disease, and
we consider it, a wise policy for our peo-
ple to have themselves and their chil-
dren vaccinated before it may be too
late. There are so many ways in which
the disease can be communicated from
one community to auother that no one
can tell when it may appear in any
given locality. Vaccination is a simple
and effective safeguard, and in view of
the proverb that "an ounce of preven-
tive is better than a pound of cure," we
advise them to submit themselves to
the annoyance and inconvenience of
the vaccine scab, rather_than run great
er risks. As ?to the efficacy of vaccina
tion, that eminent physician, Dr. Lewis
A. Sayre, of New York, in a recent in-
terview said "every persou in this coun
try should be vaccinatedat least once in
fiveyears up to the age of twenty-one,
and vaccinationshould be enforced by
law aud made universal. In this way
certainly, and in no other can small-pox
be thoroughly eradicated."

We think it would be well for the
Town Council to direct the physician oi

the Board of Health, to vaccinate the
poor, and the children cf the public
schools. It will do no harm, and may
protect us from the ravages of a loath-
some disease.

Bill to Reorganize the Lunatic Asylums
and the Deaf, Dumb and BlindInstitution.

THESECHARITABLEINSTITUTIONS i'HB
VICTIMS OF POLITICAL PROSCitiP-

TION?AN ELOQUENT PROTEST
BY COL, JAMES H. SKINNER.

We imagine that but few persons
ever supposed the time would ever ar-
rive when the Legislature of this State
would make her charitable Institutions
the victims of partizan proscription;
but that time,,unfortunately, has arriv-
ed.

Tbe action of our present Legislature
in reference to these Institutions ie such
as will shock the good sense and hu-
mane feelings ofall right-thinking peo-
ple. We have not the space to com-
ment upon this actiou as its outrageous
character deserves.

We publish below the eloquent pro-
test oi Col. Jas. H. Skinner as delivered
iv tho House of Delegates,as well as the
Bill referred to, and tbe appropriate
amendment proposed by Col..Skinner,
which should bave been adopted, but
was defeatedby a strictly party vote.

The following is the substance ofCol.
Skinner's remajks on that bill :?

SPEECH OF COL. JAS. H. SKINNER.
Mr. Skinner said that he wished to

make a plea for these noble charities
which are tenderly cherished: in the
best feelings of all the goodpeople of tbe
State; that he might the better succeed,
he should be glad to prove "as wise as
the .serpent, and as harml.ss as the
dove." The Bill before the House pro-
poses to make vacant, at au early day,
all the offices in the Lunatic Asylums,
and in the Institution for the Deaf &
Dumb & tbe Blind. He desired to
know why these sweeping changes
were proposed. He hoped not on party
grounds ; against a change on any such
considerationaa this he felt peculiarly
authorized to enter a most earnest pro-
test,. Years ago, when party feeling
lav high between Whigs and Demo
crats, he, then, as now a Democrat, oc-
cupied a position in the Boards or both
the Western Lunatic Asylum and the
Deaf & Dumb and Blind Institution,
and be had always sturdily resisted the
removal of any faithful incumbent from
officeon party grounds. An effort had
once been made, before a Democratic
Board, to displace Dr. Stribling, distin-
guished though he was throughout the
land as the head of the Western Asy-
lum ; but it failed, and tbat eminent
man aud faithful public servant had
been retained in office to his life's close.
Is there any charge of maladministra-
tion iv the affairsof the Asylums or the
Institution ? Nmie whateveris pretend-
ed. Tbe Western Lunatic Asylum is
fulfilling most satisfactorily tne benefi
cient ends of its establishment, and the
same is no doubt the case with the
others. In the Western Asylum 492
patients are reported as being treated,

. while during the past two years 92 of
its inmates have been restored, as cured,
to tbe bosoms of their families and
friends, carrying joy aud gladness with
them, no doubt, into many theretofore jafflicted households. Is there any charge
of a lack of qualification among its of-
ficials? None at all. They are ail en-
tirely competent to the discharge .of
their delicate and responsible duties.
Is any want or'fidelity in the periorm-
auce of duty alleged against tbem?
None Whatever. Most earnestly did he
fee! called upon then tb protest against
an act declaring their offices vacant.

. Such an act would be shockingly unjust
and glaringly uuwise.

Let us consider fora moment the pol-
icy of these causeless removals. The

, desire of ail should be to secure for these
Asylums the best medical talent. Bat
how can it be secured, if tbe incumbents
are to be removed from office on every

' change of party ? Will men eminent-.
in the profession lay down a lucrative

, practice to take an office which is to be.'
beld on such a fortuitous and uucerta?f
tenure? Dr. Fuuiitleroy gained large
experience,aud won lor himself envia-
ble distiiicliou at the head of a military
hospital during the war: when it ended
he established himself as a physician
and surgeon iv the City of __unton,

i where he soon acquired a large and
flourishing practice. Tbis he gave up

| when elected to takecharge of our Wes-
tern Asylum. He is laudibiy ambitious,

We hope that they will not think of
coming to Staunton?we would prefer
the small-pox. We express, we are sure,
the sentiment of our people when we
say that though wedre_d the small-pox,
yet we wouldprefer the small-poxto the
presence of the present Legislature. Do
uot think of coming here, for it would
result in the immediate emigration of
all our best citizens. We migbt stand
the smallpox, but the Legislature nev-
er. Do not come this way?go to Nor-
folk, Alexandria, Lynchburg, or'Hal-
ifax," but do not come to Staunton.

4. Said boards n. directors shall as-
semble upon the 15th day of February,
1882, at tbe asylums and institution for
which they are appointed, respectively,
and shall elect superintendents, who
shall be physici.n., and may appoint"
executive commitees and officers, nurs-
es, aud other attendants for their asy-
lums, respectively, and officers for the
said Deaf, Dumb add Blind Institution,
and prescribe th.-ir compensation and
generally reorganize said asylums and
said institution _. to said boards may
seem right and pioper.

5. Ail acts and ? >arts of acts inconsist-
ent herewith are repealed.

6. This act shall be in force from its
passage.
