The Readjusters who werethe friends
of Massey, and who voted for the motion
to adjourn were 8. H. Newberry, of
Bland ; Peyton G. Hale, ot Grayson;
A. M. Lybrook, of Patrick ; and B. F.
Williams, of Nottoway.

Riddleberger had put in nomination
8. Brown Allen, of this county, when
the joint order was broken by an ad-
journment on the motion of Senator
Newberry.

Both Houses of the General Assem-<
bly will have to adopt another joint or-
der before the election of Auditor can
take place.

Mr. Newberry wished to offer a reso-
lution, but as Riddleberger was recog
nized by the chair before him, and
nominated S. Brown Ailen for Auditor,
Newberry moved an adjournment
which, was adopted, and thus broke the
joint order. The following is the reso-
lation which it was Newberry’s pur-
posee to offer:—

Resolved, That the joint order of the
day,which has for its object the election
of certain officers and judges be and the
same is hereby rescinded in so far as it
applies to the election of Auditor of Pab-

c Accounts.,

On Wednesday, the President pro
tem. of the Senate, W. M. Eilliott, at 1
o’clock ruled that the time for the ex-
ecution of the joint order had arrived,
and directed Mr. Hurt to so inform the

House.

This caused a stir. Mr. Hurt asked if
the President meant to say that the Sen-
ate must proceed with the election of
Auditor of Public Accounts,

The Chair said that was his construc-
tion of the law.

Mr. Thurman then offered the follow-
ing resolution :

esolved, That it is the sense of the

Senate tbhat there is no joint or continu-

ing order before the Senate.

The Chair said the resolution was not
in order, whereupon' Mr, Thurman said
he appealed from the decision of the
Chair. *

Riddleberger then made a bitter speech
that was replied- to by Thurman and
Lybrook.

Speeches were also made by Senators
Stevens and Powell sustaining the
Chair, and Hurtand Newberry against.

The decision of the Chair was revers-
ed by a vote of 21 to 18,

So the Senate decided that the joint
order was broken, and thatit would not

“-be in order to go into the election of the
officers named in the joint order until
another joint order should be adopted.

If Riddleberger had not gotten the
floor in advance of Newberry, he would
have offered his resolution, and if it had
been adopted, the purposes of the joint
order could have been carried out with

the exception of the election of Auditor
of Publie Accounts.

sand, therecau beno doubt. The quan-
iity is inexhaustible.extending formany
miles, and in almost immediate conti-
guity to the track of the Shenandosh
Valley Railroad. Itis found generally
beneath the surface of the earth in the
form of boulders, which are so soft, that
they can be crushed by the band, and
when dlsintegrated. the sand, in the
language of Prof. Fontaine, resembles
«granulated sugar.”
In conclusion, we urge every citizen
of our county to use his best efforts to
give a wide circulation to the Report of
Prof. rontaine.

DeATH oF HoN. CLARKSoON N. Por-
TER—This distinguished Democrat died
on Monday of last week at his residence
in N. Y. City. He was the son of
Bishop Potter, of New York, and of
still  other men:honorable and distin-
guished for speaking the word whether
by the laws of men or by the laws of
God, 2nd was born at Scheneetady,
N. Y., in 1825. ‘Receiving his-educa~
tion at Union College, he was admitted
to the bar of New York city, and early
distinguished himself as 3 man of elo-
quence and ability. In 1868 he was
elected to Congress as a democrat, was
re elected in 1870 and 1872, and became
one of the leaders of his party in that
body. In 1874 he declined a renomina-
nation, but in 1876 was again forcedinto
service, and was elected to Congress by
a very large majority. When it was
decided by a caucus of the democratic
members that an investigation- of
the electoral count should be made
and a special committee was raised to
condnet it, Mr. Potter was unanimous-
ly chosen for the work, and made &
long 4and exhaustive report, which was
higly extolled by his party friends. He
was the democratic nominee for Lieu-
tenant-Governor of New York in 1879,
and ran many thousands of votes ahead
of his ticket, being defeated by oaly 200
votes. Mr. Potter had the confidence
of both wings of the democratic party
in his State, and of late his name had
been frequently mentioned in connec-
tion with the democratic nomination
for the presidency in 1884.
