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** TERRIBLE CALAMITY—THIRTY-TWO
MEeN KiLLED.—Soon after 1 o’clock
Friday an explosion occurred in the
Grove shaft of the Midlothian coal pits
below Richmond. “A volume of smoke,
cinders, wood and bark burst from the
shaft, which became choked up and
closed. Intense excitement ensued, as
it was known that'a large number of
men were at work in the pit, which: is
over 1,200 feet deep and 3,000 in extent
underground. Twenty-four of the
thirty-two unfortunate men were mar-~
ried. Soon their wives and children
were assembled around the mouth of
the awful tomb. The most heart-rend-
ing scenes took place. All efforts to
reach the bottom: of the mine had to
be abandoned, as there was danger of a
general conflagraiion from the fires of
the engine boilers below, if ventilation
was restored. Until these have time to
expire nothing further can be done.

THE CoUNTY RoADS.—Wehave dur-
ing many years past, written quite a
number of articles, the object of which
'Wwas to impress upon our citizens the im-
portance of having beiter roads, but
they resulted in nothing practical, and
we feel that it is useless to waste time
and space upon that subject, and hence
do not purpose now to expatiate upon it.

HoTEL IN NASHVILLE, TENNESSEE,
BurNED.—Kellogg’s Hotel was totally
destroyed by fire about 12 o’clock last
Friday night. Thirty-five people in it
barely escaped in their night-clothes,
many of them leaping from ‘second-
story windows. Joseph 8. S8wift, who
is nearly blind, and James Reardon,
blind, en route for Cincinnati, narrowly
escaped unhurt.

LYNCHING
IN WEST VIRGINIA.—A dispatch to the
Wheeling Register states that recently
a colored man named: Luckey and &
white woman named Collins, living in
Randolph county, W. Va., eloped to one
of the western counties of Pennsylvania
and were married. On Friday week the
neéwly-wedded pair returned to Ran-
dolph county, whereupon the father of
the woman visited them with the view
of punishing Luckey. A fight ensued,
during which the colored man drew &
revolver and shot Collins dead.. The
news of the death ot Collins spread
rapidly in the neighborhood, and in a
short time a crowd of hardy mountain-
eers were on the epot. They wasted no
timein useless ceremony,but overpower
ing the murderer, took him to the woods
immediately in front of the cabin and
strubg him up to a convenient limb, and
left him hanging there.

The rules of the caucus allow~
ed him to appoii:t but oneof these clerks
—his agents—and allowed him no voice
or ehoice in the sclection of the other
ten. The caucue, which was in no way
responsible for their official acts, was to
appoint whomsoe ver it pleased, and the
Auditor was to b pledged to take them.

Tbis rule was <o unreasonable, so ar«
bitrary, so subve:sive of business prin-
ciples, and cout:ary to the opposition to
‘ring rule,” “caucus dictation,” and
““bossism,” which we had proclaimed
through our pub:ications, and in all our
discussions duri:ig our canvasses, that I
could not believe the eaucus would in-
sist upon it if ite character and conse-
quences were ful!y understood. I there-
fore asked the privilege of going before
it and explainiig ihe business of my
office and the respective duties of my
clerks, and showing the damage thst
might result to t1.e party and the State
by the policy wil.ich this rule inaugu-
rated. This priviizge was denied me. |
