Senate.?On Tuesday last, House bill

ousting the directors and officers of the
lunaticasylums came up in the Senate,
the question being on agreeing to a sub-
stitute proposed by Mr. Bailey.

Mr. Bailey's substitute was that the
boards of directors of the Central, East-
ern, and Western lunatic asylums shall
consist of eleven members each. The
term of officeshall be for three years;
commenciug on tbe first day of March,
1882, and continueuntil theirsuccessors
are appointed. It also vacates all the
offices of all directors and of all subor-
dinates, including physicians, nurses,
&c.

Mr. Koiner, after abriefspeech, offer-
ed an amendment intended to allowthe
appointment of new directors, but not
to vacate the offices of physicians,
nurses, &c. Rejected by aparty vote.

Mr. Lovell offered the following
amendment:

Provided, That tbis act shall not be
construed to impair the obligations of
any contracts which may have been en-
tered into between the officers of the
Western, Eastern, and CentralLunatic
Asylums and the present boards of di-
rectors.

Mr. Riddleberger asserted the doctrine
that tbe Legislature has the right to re-
move such officers at auy time,and said
when they areremoved theirpay ceases.
There is no such thing, declared he, as
a contract between them and the State.
Further, he asserted that at least one of
the asylums, soonafter tbeelection, the
directors elected officers for three years
instead ofone year, and that was the
first aggressive measure, and justified
the severeremedy now proposed.

3. The Boards of Directors of the
Central, Eastern, and Western Lunatic
Asylums Bball consist of eleven mem
bers each. of office shall be
for three years, commencing ou the Ist
day of March, 1882, and continue until
tbeir successors are appointed. Six di-
rectors sball constitute a court for the
transaction ot business.

6. Said Boards ofDirectors shall as-

semble upon the Ist day of March, 1882,
or as soon thereafter as possible, ot tbe
asylums for which they are appointed
respectively, and sball electsuperinten-
dents, who "shall be physicians, and may
appoint executive committees and of.
fleers, nurses, aud attendants for the
asylums, respectively, and prescribe
tbeir compensation, and generally re-
organize said asylums as to said boards
may seem right and proper.

I 59. The officesof all directors to said
asylums, as at present constituted, shall
be, and tbe same are hereby, declared
vacant upon the Ist day of March, 1882;
and all offices therein filled by said
Boards of Directors, as at present con-
stituted, shall be, andtbesameare here
by, declared vacant UDOn the Ist of
March, 1882.

§60. All acts and parts of acts incon-
sistent herewith are hereby repealed.

2. This act shall be iv force from its
passage.

House.?The House ofDelegates at 3
P. M., passed the bill for '.be settlement
of the State debt, known as tbe Riddle-
berger bill, by a vote of 56 to 30 one re-
adjuster (Kelly, ofWashington county)
voting in the negative. An amendment
providing that tbe bill be submitted to
the people for ratification was defeated
?yeas 14, nays 71. The affirmative vote
was about equally divided between the
readjusters and democrats.

Able speeches in opposition to the
adoption of this Bill were made by
Messrs. Cogbiil and Skinner.

Senate.?On Wednesday, the Senate
by a vote of 23 to 9 repealed tbe whip-
ping post law by adopting the follow-
ing :

Be it enactedby the General Assembly:
That so much of sections 12 aud 13 of
chapter 3 of the Criminal Code prescrib-
ing punishment by stiipes, approved
March 14, 1878, is hereby repealed, and
tbat said offences be punished as mis-
demeanors,at the discretion of the jury.
This act is not to deprive the July ot in-
flicting any other punishment mention-
ed in section 12. ,

Messrs. Koiner and Thurman said
they would favor the repeal of the law
punishing by stripes provided a suf
flcieni suostitute could be provided, and
such substitute they did not seein tbis
bill.

In the House, Mr. Duff Green offered
a joint resolution for the removal of
Judge Francis T. Anderson, one of the
judges of the Court of Appeals. Tbe
resolution is similar to tbat offered some
time since for tbe removal of Judge
Moncure, except that be is lo be retired
without pay.

Prize Fight?Sullivan defeats

Ryan.?On last Tuesday, the prize
fighters, John L Sullivan of Boston,
and Patrick Ryan of Albany, went
from New Orleans to Mississippi City,
Miss., where they fought in the pres-
ence of thousands of persons. Each
partyput up $5,000. After nine rounds,
in twenty-six minutes, Sullivan was de-
clared the victor?Ryan being badly
punished. Ryan was suffering with
hernia and not in a good condition for
fighting.

The pugilists did most of their train-
ing in New Orleans and on the line of
the Mobile Railroad. Ryan's height is
six feet two and a half; his fighting
weight one hundred and ninety pounds
pounds. Sullivan stands five feet ten
and a-half, and weighs one hundred
and seventy five, trained and in condi-
tion.

John L. Sullivan, the winner of the
fight, is a nativeofBoston and twenty-
three years of age. A little over three
years ago he made his first appearance
as a boxer with John Woods, "of Boston,
a veteran pugilist, whom he defeated.?
Later be successfully encountered a
numher of noted men of tbe ring, in-
cluding Dan Dwyerand MikeDonovan.
In 1880 he met Joe Goss, tbe famous
fighter, and knocked him out of time in
two minutes. Subsequently he tri-
umphed over a big Canadian, JackStewart, and also John Flood, who,
fought him on a barge on tbe Northriver for $1,000 a side. During the past
two years Sullivan has been giving ex-
hibitions throughout the country, but
has found nocompetitor who compelled
bim to exert himself.

Patrick Ity.an was born in thetown ofTburles, county of Tipperary, Ireland,
on March 15, 1853. He is half an inch
over six feet in height. His fighting
weight is 190 pounds. He bas had some
experience in the ring, though he is
a.ill somewhatof a novice. During the
earlypart of April, 1871,he was matched
to fight Johnny Dwyer for $2,000 and
the championship. On the 22d of June
he and one of his trainers, Joe Goss,
were to spar for a benefit at the Pros-
pect Park fair grounds. They went to
tbe grounds but did not appear in the
ring. On their way home from the
grounds they were attacked by eight or
nine persons, and Ryan was stabbed in
tbe left side. His match with Dwyer
fell through, as they could not agree
upon a stakeholder. His only battle inthe prize ring was with Joe Goss. They
lougbt at Collier Station, West Va.,
June 21, 1880. He won in eighty seven
rounds, fought iv one hour and twenty
minutes. Ryan is the proprietorof a
drinking saloon in Albany.

Prize fighting is a disgrace to tbis age
and should be forbidden under heavy
penalties.
