What we May Do.?The settle-
ment of thepublic debt of Virginia, so
longa matter of bitter contest between
its citizens, has readied this point at
last An issue wss made before tbe
people, tbe Democracy taking tbe post
tiou of adjusting upon such honorable
basis as tbe bondholders would accept.

The General Commissioner of Sales.
The bill creating a generaloommis- j

sionerfor the sale of landsi>i each coun ,
ty has been endorsed by the caucus.? |
Tbe measure is so radical a change in
the existingorderofthings thatwepub-
lish an abstractof Its provisions :?

It -provides for the appointment by
the Governorof a general commissioner
of sales for each county and city in tbe
State, whose term of office shall be for
f-uir years, beginning on the Ist day of
July, 1882. Tbe duties of the office are
defined as follows:?

The general commissioner shall sell
all real estate decreed and ordered to be
sold ny the court in tbecounty for which
he was appointed; and it shall not be
necessaryfor the court, in any orderor
decree, to au'horize and empower bim
mo to do; but without reference to bim
in terms in any such order or decree of
sale, it shall be bis duty, virtute officii
to execute the same. He shall collect
and disburse the proceeds of sales, as
may be directed by tbe court, and no
one else shall be empowered so to do
except wben the commissioner's rela-
tion to parties interested in sales, and
his relation to subjects of sales makes it
improper for bim to act; and in such
cases the court shall recite tbis fact in
tbe decree of sales, and thereupon may
appoint a special commissioner to exe-
cute such specific decrees and orders of
sale; and no consent of parties, entered
of record, 'shall be authority for any
otber person or persons to executesuch
decrees. And the general coronals-ion-

er?subject to all the provisionsand re-
'luirMtients of this act?shall execute
all orders and decrees of the court or
courts for which he was appointed,
direc'ing the lease «f real estate.

Every general commissionershall, ex
officio, be the general receiver of the
uuurt for which he was appointed gen-
eral commissioner; and be and bis sure
ties shall be liable on tbe bond herein-
before required for bis ftithful perform-
anceand discharge of all tbe duties ot a
general receiver of court. He shall re
i-eive and manage such, and pay out
-uch moneys as the court may order by
virtue of section 12, chapter 104, Code
'?f 1873; and in every aud all respects be
thill perform all of the dutiesand re
i|uirements, and be subject to all the
iienallies, provided for and imposed on
general receivers of courts by sections
16. 17. 18 19. 20, 23, 24 25, and 28, of
?hapier 175. Code of 1873, and any and
ill otber laws applicable to general re-
ceivers of courts.

The bill also prescribes themanner in
vhich tbe general commissionershall
tccount for his transactions, and also
prescribes tbe mode of compensation,
which shall be the same as nowallowed
o trustees and certain other fees named

iv thebill.
The judge of the court may, for cause,

remove tbe general commissioner and
til the vacancy temporarily, but all
permanent appointments must be made
by tbe Governor.

Congratulatoy ?A contributor to

the Snenandoah Valley, published at
New Market, says: ?

"It has afforded much pleasure to the
many friends of the Valley and Church
Paper to learn that, after seventy-five
years from iis institution, the' printing
office at New Market is onoe again un-
der the sole control of direct descendants
<»f the gentleman wbo first established
it. Perhaps there is no printing office
in tbe State wbicb bas remained in one
family for bo longa time. In 1803, Bey.
\mbrose Henkel, wbo worked on tbe
first Gruber Almanac and gave it the
form it now bas, establisheda book and
job printing office, bindery, Ac , in New
Market, Va. He and bis brothers tbem
selves engraved tbe illustrations, set up
?he type, printed the sheets on an old
Ramage press, which was made by
themselves, aud tben bound and sold
the books. Tbe pictorial primer print-
ed by him was, perhaps, and tbe Atiirs-
inrg Confession, certainly, the first

printed in tbe United States In 1808.
t weekly newspaper was printed here.
Among tbe valuable contributions to
Church literature sent out from tbis
\u25a0tress, were: The Church Hymn Book,
Book or Concord, Lutber on the Sacra-
ments, the Larger and Smaller Catecb
isms, Liturgy, Church Postil, and a
variety of other doctrinal works. In
1868, tbe Shenandoah Valley office was
purchased and consolidated with this
old printing office."

Distance Annihilated by Elec-
tricity.?[lndia Times ]? During the
repair of tbe telegraph cable near Bntu-
oay, tbe steamers Cblltero aud GreatNorthern wereabout half a mile apart,
ibe former having hold of a shore end
'able, and so was in telegraphic com-
munication with Bombay; tbe latter
Having hold of a sea end, and so was iv
telegraphic communication witb Adeu.
The Chilteru desired the Great North
em to splice on tbe cable end held by
ibe latter, and pay out three quartersof
a mile ofcable, and tbis was oommuni
dated by wire from the test room of tbe
Cbiltern, passing througb all the coils
ofcablein her bold and on to Bombay,
whence it was sent on to Aden, and
back from Aden to tbe Great Northern.
Thus, as a speedy means of sending a
a message half a mile, it was forwa.ded
by a route between three and four thou-
*tud miles long. Tbe following morn
Ing, when tbe two vessels were within
a quarter of a mile of each other, com
ujunications passed between tbem con
-tautly in the same way. It is quite
evident tbat as railway and steamboat
traveling and telegraphiug progress, we
shall bave to adopt some other means of
measuring distances than those we now
possess.

An attempt having been made to
smirch tbe character of General Asa
Rogers, late the Second Auditor of the
Slate, by an accusation tbat $20,000 of
coupons bad been discovered iv bis of
flee, "received twice for taxes," bis ac
c»«er now signs a report stating; that
not a singlecoupon had beenfound thus
twice received aud Attorney General
Blair, to whom the matterwaa referred,
says in bis report:

' I am of opinion : Ist That at pre-
sent no legal liability attaches to the
late Second Auditor for tbe $91 603 of
"missionand unaccounted for coupons."

2nd That no loss bas been proven to
havebceit'sustainedby reason oft.be un-
cancelled coupons of $150 Tliis may
bave been a clerical overnight. Suffice
it to say they were all cancelled by tbe
special committee.

3rd. As to coupons tbat were received
before due. their reception was a techni-cal wrong;, but as sucb reception merely
anticipated an obligation of the State,
I can see no substantialdamagethat re-
sulted therefrom.

4th As to the fourth and last, with-
out expressing any opinionas to whetb
errhe "peeler coupons," to the amount
of $501, ton mi on tbe page 110 of tbe re-
port, wereImproperlyreceived for taxes,
of which fact I am uot the jury, yet, as
a matter of law, if sucb facts can be pro-
perly proven, lam ol the opinion that
tbe Second Auditor would be liable for
tbe amount of $501, which should have
been paid in tax receivable coupons;
but as tbe Auditor received "peelercou
pons" in lieu thereof, I think be should
either be entitled to a return of the
"peelercoupons" received, or be entitl-
ed to a credit for their commercial value;
or in other words bis liability would be
tbe difference in tbe valueoftbe'peeler
coupon*" received and the "tax reoeiv
able coupons" tbatshould bave been re-
ceived.

Gen Rogers is a high toned, bonora
ble gentleman, and any attempt to im
plicate him in a fraud will meet with
the rebuke it so justly merits.
