OF EX CONFEDERATE SOLDIERS TO THE

LATE PRESIDENT?PRESENTATION OF
MEMORIAL RESOLUTIONS TO MRS.
GARFIELD.

Cleveland, Ohio, February 22.?C.
A Withers. JamesD. Campbell, B. F.
Knife, and Ferdinand D. Schwartz, tbe
committeeappointedby ex-Confederate
soldiers resident in Cincinnati and its
vicinity, arrived here this morniLg,
bringing with tbem tbe memorial trib-
ute to tbe late President Garfield pre-
pared for Mrs. Garfietd. Tbe resolu-
tionsare framed in Tennessee marble,
highly polished, and out from a single
block about two feet square. Tbe Uui
ted Statescoat-of arms is inlaid in Mez
lean onyx at each corner. The com-
mittee called upon Mrs. Garfield tbis
forenoon and formally presented the
testimonial. C A. Withers, formerly
Adjutant-Generalof GeneralJ H Mor-
gan's staff, made the presentation ad-
dress, as follows:?

"It is with mingled feelings of grati-
fication audregret that I have thebon
or, madam, ot presenting to you tbis
memorial of ex Confederate soldiers of
Cincinnati. It is gratifying that we
can truthfully and feelingly unite our
voices in commendation of the lament-
ed dead witb those of many thousands
of a common people. The occasion
which calls for sucb sentiments is pain
ful in its recollections, and as fully de-
plored by tbe people of tbe South as
thoseof any other section of tbe coun
try. The unanimity with which these
resolutions werepassed, and tbe expres-
sions conveyed therein, speak more
tban any words of mine, and you can
rest assured, madam, tbat in tbem is
voiced the tribute of all the old soldiers
of tbe Sooth to thesterling worthof the
late President."

Mrs. Garfield, by a great effort, re
pressed ber emotion, while the aged
mother of the late President weptfree
ly. Tbe late President's widow, her
voice trembling with emotion,replied
to the address of General Withers as
follows:?"Gentlemen, I am very grate
ful to you and those from wbom this
beautiful gift comes for its sake and for
the sentiment expressed."

A Few 'Words on Local Option.
[From tbe Alex. Gazette.]

As what is called "localoption," or
the submission to the voters of a par-
ticulardistrict the question wbetber li-
censes to sell liquor shall be granted in
that district, is being agitated in Vir
ifitiia, it may not be amiss to state,
briefly, our views upon tbe subject, aod
In doing so, let us first say tbat we re
<ret having to take ground in opposi-
tion to what appears, at first sight, a
movement in tbe interest of morality.
Were we convinced tbat it was really
sucb, our opposition would be materi-
ally lessened, if not entirely abated.
Wesay lessened, becau»e there are grave
.injections even to the accomplishment
ot a great good by the means proposed,
Tbe Roman hietoriin, Sallust, in speak
ing of the atrocities ot Sylis, says tbat
they bad all precedents; good men com-
mended tbe execution of robbers and
abandoned wretches without due re
aard to the legal forms, and soon after*
wards found themselves condemned,
i hough innocent, in the same manner
Now, as then, men become familiarized
with departures from great priucipie-
uieas nes ai p rently calculated to effect
some great public good, and it is pre
wisely wben sucb measures are propos-
e i tbat tbe wise men should study their
pi bable consequences.
Blu a form ot government like ours,
?vhere the majority has, oidiuanly, tbe
riant to rule, that right is apt to be
poshed too far, tor wh eh reason our
forefathers surrounded it witb restric-
i one calculated to preserve the individ-
ual rights of tbe private citizen For
example, the majority may think it
necessary to worship God in a certain
manner, and may even believe that the
salvation of every man depends upon
his doing so ; that woujld certainly fur
insii a strong ground for endeavoring to
compel everybody to so worship? yet
our fundamental law forbids the slight
est interference with the rights of con -

s -ii nee, even indirectly, aud protects
the individual iv the right to worship
in sny manner, or even not to wnr-hip
at all. Would any one now abridge
tbat right?

Now, apply tbis to the sale of liquor.
Thousands of men drink moderately
aud give no trouble to anybody; hun-
dreds, perhaps, drink to excess, dissi-
pate tbeir means, commit crimes, and
reduce tbeir families to poverty. "Out
off all tbe liquor," says the local op-
tionist; in other words, because a few
men abuse their right to take a drink,
all must be deprivedof that right. The
rule, if carried to its logical consequen-
ces, would reach many other things be-
sides liquor drinking, and the laws of
Lycurgus would be mild compared witb
i lie tyranny we would live under. The-
atres ruin some men, therefore we must
have no more theatres; balls are some
times objectionable, therefore nobody
must dance; tobacco can be proved to.
be injurious, therefore nobody must
smoke or chew, and so on ad infinitum.
Tbe blue laws would be revived and
made morestriogent, for tbe worst ele-
ments of New England puritanism
would find aresurrection. Once estab
lish tbe principle tbat tbe use is to be
prohibited because of the abuse, and
tbere is no telling to what tbe principle
may lead, and yet it is tbe very basis of
tbis local option movement.

So much for tbeobjection to tbe prin-
ciple ; we reserveour reasons for believ
iog that tbe policy proposed is not good,
even werethe principle a sound one.

The Tennessee Bond Case ?The
Supreme Court of Tennessee has de-
clared invalid and unconstitutional tbe
act of 'pri!, 1881, to compromise the
bonded indebtedness at par and three
per cent interest, the coupo.-is receiva-
ble for taxes. Tbe decision rests upon
the sole ground tbat tbe Legislature
oould not make valida contract making
coupons receivable lor taxes for ninety
nine years. Iv all other respects the
act is regarded as constitutional Judge
Turney and two other Judges support
ihe majority decision. Chief Justice
Deadrick and Judge Ewing give a
minority opinion, noldiug tbat the
Funding act was not void,, and that tbe
Court has no power toreview orreverse
the action of tbe General Assembly.
It is thought that tbe Legislature will
quickly take up tbe subject and dispose
of it in a way creditable to tbe State
and satisfactory to tbe bondholders,
