Thk Fishing Law probibiis the taking of
fish from the wate s of the State above tide-
water at on;/ time with seines,' traps, nets, or In
any way exceptby anglingwith hook and line.
Black bnssand Southern Chun' (largemouthed
bass) are protected from May 15th to July Ist,
from being taken at all. The Fish Commis-
sioner and his agents can use any means of
capture lor purposes of the Commissioner.?
Small seines for capturing minnows for bait
are allowed; Penalty, $20 toreach offence, and
Imprisonment until fine is paid,but not over
30days. Any court or justiceof the peace can
act. Sheriff must prosecute promptly; for
failure to do so, on complaint against him by
any one, he is liable to fine. Forfeiture ofnets,
boats, Ac., and oosts of capture and suit go
with Judgment.

The Law In Relation to the Correctloi
of Erroneous Assessments of Land
awl Lota.

1 The following is tbe act lately passei
1 and appro*WJ by Gov. Cameron :

, An act'to Amend and Re-enact the loti
Section of Chapter 32 of the Code o
Virginia, 1873*, Relating to the Assesstkentof Lands and Lots.
1. Re it enacted by the General As

sembly of Virginia, That section 13 o
tbe 32d chapter of the Code of Virginii
of 1873, providing for the assessment o
lands and lots, be amended and re-en
acted so as to read as follows:

? 13. Any person feeling himself ag-
grieved by the assessment of bis land.'
or lots made under tbe provision of tbii
law may, upon giving notice to the as-
sessor, or in tbe event tbat there is t
vacancy in said office, notice shall be
given to the Attorney for the Cdmraon-
wealth, apply to the Court by which
the assessor was appointed at tbe first,
second, third, fourth or fifth term after
the passage of this act, aud not' after, tc
bave tbe assessment of his lands cor-
rected, which notice shall be in writing,
and shall have appended thereto an
affidavit that, in tbe opinion of tbe affi-
ant, tbe assessment of bis lands or lots
is above or below the true value thereof,
which affidavit may be made by the
owner or his duly authorized agent. In
all such applications, if the Court shall
deem it necessary, it shall appoint a
proper and competent freeholder of the
county or corporation, who, upon being
?iuly sworn,' shall go upon, examine,

: and report at the next term, upon tbe
value of the property in question ; and
it shall be tbe duty of the Attorney for
the Commoawealtb in sucb court to
attend to the interest of the Common-
wealth ; timJ if the court shall be satis-
fled that ihe a«aesstMent is too high, or
too low, it'sball retiuce or inciease the
s-iiine to what in its opinion U tbe true
value of>uch lands or lots; but if it
shall be of the opinion tbat tbe assess-
ment is too lo v, then it shall increase it
iv like manner, and such application
shall b»we precedence over all other
causes pt n<''i'!< in snid court. In any
car.c in whu-ii t.|, fe ovrci-r ??( lands orlota, or H* airVnt. »iiil! Iw dn? itisfled
witb the viiir-R assessed, tjeatiias it is
too low, the ivMessor may adopi ti te es-
timate of the owutr, or his age-it ; but
in case of appeal from the decision to
the court, as herein provided for, cost
shall not be taxed for or against tbe ap-
pellant or the 'Commonwealth.

2 The Superintendent of Public
Printing is bereby authorized to print
and forward to each clerk of the county
court of each county in the StPte sixcopies of this act as soon as practicable
after it has received the approval of the
Governor.

3. This act shall be in force from its
passage.
