Burned to Death.
The sad news reached this place last

Friday evening ol tbe death, by burn-
ing, of Miss Mary Johnston, daughter
of Mr. Frederick Johnston, for many
years a resident of this place, and for 27
years clerk of the courts of this oounty.
This sad event occurred last Thursday
evening at theresidence of Mr. Johns-
ton, in Botetourtcounty, nearGilmore's
Mills. The particulars of tbis sad affair
are given in tbe Times, of Wednesday,
and are as follows:

"On last Thursday,-the chimney in
' Mr. Johnston's room was burned out.

About half-past 4 o'clock on that after-
noon Mr. Johnston went to the post-
office, and about tbe same time Miss
Martha Johnston went out of the house
to attend to some domestic affairs, tell-

-1 ing Miss Mary, tbe only otber wbite
person in the bouse at the time, to watch
ber father's room and see that no burn-
ing soot fell on the carpet. On her re-
turn she heard the little negro girl cry-
ing "fire!" and found that tbe carpet
bad been burned, but that the fire bad
been put out by. the girl. They called
for Miss Mary but received no response.r Going to Mr. Johnston's room they
found cbarred fragments ofcloth strewn
from it to Miss Johnston's room on tbe
same floor. Entering, tbey found ber,
cbarred and dead. It seems tbat after
reaching ber room sbe bad attempted
to extinguish tbe flames with a shawl,
and also witb some covering from tbe
bed, but had evidentlybeen overpower-
ed before she succeeded. The supposi-
tion is that sbe attempted to extinguish
thefire in her father's room wben ber
clothing took fire. It seems evident
that sbe was already deadwben the col-
ored girl found the carpet burning and
extinguished tbe Are, for the agony of
such a death would surely have wrong
from tbe victim a groan or ory tbat
would have attracted the attention of
the servant"

The remains of tbe deceased were
brought to tbis place on Saturday even-
ing, and on Sunday, after very impres-
sive and solemn funeral services in the
Presbyterian church, were followed to
tbe grave in East Hill Cemetery by a
very large crowdof peopleof all classes.
Miss Johnston was a model Christian
lady, and was highly belovedby all wbo
knew ber.

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How to Milk?ln milking do not
seize tbe teat between thumb and fore
finger, and draw down until tbe end
slips from tbe grasp of the digits, Donot
grasp with the band pressing tbe nails
into tbe teat witb a squeeze and a pull.
Grasp the teat with the thumb partly
upward, and tbefingers In their natural
position when closed, next to tbe udder,
and closing tbe fingers in succession,
force the milk down ward with a gentle
pull on the udder. So proceed alter-
nately with each hand, going further
and further up into tbe udder as tbe
flow ceases, until you bave all tbe milk
drawn. If a few simple rules founded
on commonsense wereobserved, instead
of kicking cows and holding up the
milk we sbould find our cows gentle
and easy to handle, and much vexation
would be spared to the milkers. It
should, however, be remembered that
gentleness is a cardinal virtue.

Horses.?ldle horses may be kept in
a straw yard with an open shed for
shelter. A few ears of corn, given daily,
will keep them Ta good condition.?
Brood mares, at least, should bave as
much exerciseas tbis. Horses kept in
Btables should bewell curriedand brush-
ed. A sharp curry eoajb is a nuisance
in a stable, and makes many nervous
horses fractiousand irritable. The sharp
teeth may easily be rubbed down with a
file or a whet stone. To clean a curry-
comb, dip intoa solutionofcommon sal-
soda,ri use it about a short time, and tben
wash it in hot water. When the coat
begiDß to shed, a pint of linseed oak*
meal may be given daily to each horse
witb benefit.
