Death of James T. Byers.

The senslbl ltyof a city or community has
rarely been so stirred as was tbat of ours on
last Saturday by the unexpected and prema-
ture demise ot the subject of this notice. The
awful suddenness of tbe visitation, tbe entire
absence of any of those dismal premonitions
and sombre fore-had I gs which precede tbe
hand of the terrible reaper, added to tbe vio-
lence of the shock, and carried with the intel-
ligence almost a feelingof incredulity.

Moving aboutamong his acquaintances witb
all his habitual vivacity and cheerfulness, tbe
dread summons came to him as by lightning
flash. Sealed in Iront of the store of Crawford
rk Jones on Augusta street, engaged In conver-
sation with bis brother, whom he bad Just met
and with his business associate standing near
him. he suddenly,and without a groan or ex-
olamatlon, fell prone on bis face, and though
eager bands bore bim promptly Into tbe bouse
and medical attention was immediately pro-
cured, he never spoke or mo.cd, a_d a few
minutes, filled with dread suspense and wait-
ing, proved that the stroke was fatal, and that
here bis brief and busy life bad forever ended.
There has never a man been removed from tbe
business or social circle of our city, who will
be more missed or whose taking-off will leave
a more widelyspread and sensible void than
that of James T. Byers. While yet a very
young man,and without tbat profound hold
which the maturityof life gives to men upon
their fellow-men, he had nevertheless a wider
area of acquaintance and more unl/brm per-'
sonal popularitythan any man of his age we
have ever known. There was something so
unaffee'edly cordial, so winning and gentle
(n his habitual manner and address, that tbe
bitterest cynic could not remain proof against

tbe charm of his personal magnetl.ru. We
have heard it said by one who knew bim
daily In tbeperplexities and amid the irrita-
tions of a laborious business, that he seemed
actually lo desire eontact with thecaptious and
fault-finding customer, and never waa he
more Jovial and more serene in his admirable
temper than when confronted by a contentious
and unbearable patron.

Bitterness and unkindness, injustice or re-
sentment, seemed utterlyforeign tobis nature
and ir ever human heart brimmed over with*
all patient forbearance and gentle human
sympathyfor bis kind, the great heart of our
dead young friend contained them all.
If he manifested not always In his daily life

tbe practical essentials of the Christian char-
acter, he held in his breast .those factors of re-

, llglon,without which,not all theutte-ed music
of theAnglican Litany can lift us above the
narrowness of our little humanity, and that
was a far-reachingand Infinite and abundant
charityand love for bis fellows.
If in all thingsbe was not steadfast, be never

reproached tbe failingsor the weakness ofoth-
ers, and we doubt If ever In the experience of
those who knew him most intimatelyand bestt
<n ungenerous, unkind, uncharitable, or cen-
sorious word was ever uttered by him of any
citizen or neighbor.

Too large-hearted and self-forgetful not lo be
devoted and gentle lo his domestic relations,
he leaves a young widow and two little chil-
dren to that desolation and weariness or grtef
which comes to forever enshroud the hearth-
stone. As a Councilman, public spirited

. and always honest in his c irons for the gen'
, er-I well, he leaves vi as a community to

mourn a serious loss; and lv tue ranks or the
. militaryorganization or which be was a com-

missioned officer,a memory tbat will long sur-
vive bim, as an efficient soldier, a genial

. whole-souled comrade, and a faithful friend."
To all tbe wide circle or relatives, wbere his
death has carried such honest mour nlng,we
tender our sorrowful condolence.

His funeral was one or ihe largest that has
been witnessed in Staunton for many years,
and tbe funeral obsequies were conducted by
Rev. W. E. Baker, assisted by Rev J. M. Frost-

orUs lawful protection. A Town Council be
speedilyorganised and arrangements amica-
blyeffected by which the place may be largely
improved, pedestrlantsmmade morepleasant,
it* streets freed from ungainly wood-piles,
stock-pen fences, ancient porches and lastly of
agreat horde of bemirlugstock?the dilapidat-
ed town in general rise to tbe degree of neat-
ness and respectability. We assure all that
Interest and energy will accomplish every
thing that Is required, and promptness and
decisiveness permit us to enjoy those long-
desired blessings sooner. In this connection It
may be pardonable to add that we were the
first to suggest the prosecution of so important
a measure and havecontinuouslydiscussed the
advantageous results to be derived from lt,
earnestly advocated its early adoption, and
strongly urged its prompt acceptance, ever
since the beginning of our local correspond-
ence, regardless of the fierce comment and bit-
ter opposition with which we were met on ev-
ery hand.
