The new Board of Visitors of this State char-
ity met at that Institution on last Tuesday,
and acting upon the outrageous bvrincipie, or
rather want of principle, of governing such in-
stitutions on political partizan principles, that
is, of inaking appointments of officers on con-
siderations of partisanship instgad of in re-
ference to their special qualifications for the
discharge of their duties, made sweeping
cehanges of its officers.

Doyle, A. N,
Breckenridge, Mrs. Fannie Johnson, Miss Bet-
tie Woodward, G D. Euritt, Dr. B, M. Atkin-
son and Ed. R, Moon.

This Board will meet again on the 15th of
June.

AN AUGUSTA WAN KILLED IN CHARLESTON,
W. Va.—About 12 o’cleck, on Monday night of
last week, Mr, T. S, Greaver, formerly of this
county, familiarly known as *Ted” Greaver,
was shot and killed in Charleston, Kanawha
county, W. Va., by a negro barber nsmed
Houston Whiting. His remains were brought
to this city on Wednesday and buried in
Thornrose Cemetery. His mother, Mrs. John
H. Fuller, and a number of hisrelatives live in
this community. The following, giving the
cireumstancés of this sad occurrence, we copy
from the Evening Oall of Tuesday last, pud-
lished in Charleston, W. Va., where this sad
tragedy occurred :—

“Probably s more cold-blooded murder was
never perpetrated in thiscity, than the killing
of T. 8. Greaver, by the negro barber, Houston
Whiting, about 12 o’clock /ast night, in front of
the saloon building occupied by Mr. Marley.

“From what we can learn, T. 8. Greaver, s
plasterer by trade, and formerly a brakeman
on the C. & O. Raliway, had obtained a situa-
tion in this city under Billy Malone, and
worked up to yestérday afternoon, at which
time he attended the circus. Laterin theeven-
ing he, with several friends, went into Mr.

social glass of beer. The parties were enjoy-
ing themselves when Whiting asked some
one to take a glass of beer, and while he was
drinking the beer, Greaver came toward the
front part of the saloon. Whiting made an ef-
fort to gel to Greayer, but was prevented by
Mr. White, who pushed him (Whiting) out of
the door. Greaveritappears started out of the
room, and just as he stepped out, Whiting fired
his pistol at him, the bullet taking effect in
Greaver’s left breast, just to the right of the
nipple, causing death in half an hour after the
shooting, which was about 12 o’clock.

“The dying man reeled around and ran back
into the saloon, where he fell and expired from
Internal hemorrhage. The body was kept in
the saloon until this morning, when it was re-
moved to Skee's undertaking house. The de-
ceased resided in Huntington, and is said to
have been a quiet citizen, He lefves a wife
and family to mourn their loss, Mrs. Greaver,
accompanied by her brother, Mr. Fretwell, ar-
rived on the noon train. It was a sad sight to
see the lady weeping as she looked upon the
body of her dead husband. Dece:sed was
asout thirty years of age. Houston Whiting,
who is a mulatto, came to this city several
months ago from Gallipolis, O., in order to
evade the law, he had indulged in carviog upa
colored woman.for some grievance. Heisa
barber, and rought and obtained employment
with Robinson & Bullard, where he worked
until yesterday. He is about twenty-four
years of age; and has been a rough fellow for
some time. His father and mother who reside
in Gallipolis, O., are good people, respected by
ali who know them. A jury of inquest was
summoned by Justice Gates this morning, vo
inquire into the manner of Greaver’s death.—
After examining a number of witnesses the
Jury retired and rendered the following ver-
diet:—

*“That the deceased came to his death from
the effects of a wound in the left breast, caused
by a pistol shot, fired by Houston Whiting,

“The verdict was signed by all the jurors.”

L Large Meeting of Democrats.

UNANIMOUSILY IN FAVOROF A PRIMARY ELEC-
TION—NEW CITY CONSERVATIVE COMMITTEE.
It was truly gratifying to witness the un-

usually large gathering of the representative
cit'zens of all callings at the meeting at the
Opera House last Wednesday night, called for
the purpose of electing a new City Committee,
and also to decide upon the question of a pri-
mary election. It was still farther gratifying
to find that all present had come with the pur-
Ppose of favoring & primary election and secur-
ing hermony, united action and thorough or-
ganigation in the coming munieipal election.
It seemed to be felt by all that the enemy were
thoroughly organized and only lying in am-
bush until such time asdissension in the Demo-
bratic ranks would enable them to elect their
own men or else cast the deciding vote in the
election, and thus feeling they determined
that, in this momentous event, frau:ht with
weal or woe to our city’sinterests, there should
be no discord, but that standing shoulder to
shoulder they would fight thegood fight, which
they have 80 often done in the past, and thus
assure victory under the banner of democracy
agatposet the allied republicans and disaffected
democrats (so-called.)

The meeting was called to order in a few ap-
propriate and stirring words by W. H.H. Lynn
and on his motion H. 8t. Geo. Tucker was call-
ed to the chair. On motion of Edward Echols,
W.: A. Hudson was elected Secretary,

Qn motion of Hon. Marshall Hanger, the
Chairman appointed the following cominittee
to report the names of six ‘from each ward to
constitute the new City Committee, viz :—
Messrs. G. G. Gooch, W. E Staples, and R. W.
Burke of the 1st Ward, and Carter Berkeley,
W.J. Nelson affd B. F. Terry, of the 2nd Ward,

Mr. C. A. Richardson offered & resolution
looking to a primary election, but its consid-
eratlon was postponed u:«til after the report of
the committee.

Pending the absence of the Committee spirit-
ed addresses were dellvered by Hon. Marshall
Hanger and Dr. A. M. Fauntleroy, advocating
the importance and necessity of holding a pri-
mary election, which were greeted with hearty
applause,

In response to a general eall Col. James H.
Skinner took the stand and made one of those
admirable, short and enthusiastic addresses for
which he is so well-noted, and which was,
throughout, recelved with the utmost approba-
tion and applause. He spoke of the arduous
dutles that the democrats in the Legislature
had been called upon to perform during four
wearisome months, and though they had been
unable to accomplish any tangible good for
their constituents yet they had by their sturdy
action defeated much injurious legislaiion and
had prevented the evils proposed from reach-
ing that degree of harm to which it had been
proposed to carry them. He spoke of the debt
of gratitude the people of the State owed to the
“Big Five” in assisting the democrats against
the injurious legislation thit was proposed,
and said that he had found out that the meas
ures endeavored to be carried were not *'of the
people, by the people and for the people” but
““of Mahone, by Mahohe and for Mahone.”

The so-calied settlement of the debt question
would be decided by the Court of flnal resort.
The democrats had nothing more to do with {t,
Ifthe Riddlebergerbill is sustained well and
good, But he did not believe it would ba, and
thought that this matter would be ramitted to
the pecp!2 and they would -not again follow
those who had deluded and decelved them with
false hopes of readjustmeat, but turn back to
the party which has never deceived them with
biseless and talse promises,

Referring to the purposa of the meeting to
organize and retain control of our city, he
spoke of the attempts upon the charters
of Norfolk and Lexington made by the Ma-
honeites, but, he sald, when they came to the
stubborn little democra‘ic city of Staunton,
they called a half, well knowing that notbing
they could do would change her political com-
plexion. The strong support of our gallant
city and county had been a great comifort to
their representatives in the Legialature.—
@herefore, he insisted, lot there be no divisions
amongst you to accomplish the injury that
your enemies failed to do. Any man who so
desires office that be i3 no! willing tosubmit to
the cholge of Ris party as voiced at the polis in
a primary election deserves no office. The ma-
Jority of the voters will then say whether they
want him or not, and if he does not submit to
their dacision he does not deserve to belong to
the party.

Staunton and Augusta have always been
faithful to the principles of the party,and in
the coming election they should speak to the
State 1n no doubtful voice of their determina
tlon te doall in their power to remedy the
great wrong that has been done her.

He would not speak of the great wrong that
had been done to the beloved charities of
the State, but would say that he had been on
the Boards of these insttitutions when party
feeling ran high between Whigs and Demo-
crats, yet it had never entered into the minds
of the directors to bring political matters into
the management of these charlties; the only
question ssked was, “arc the officers honest,
capable and efficlent?” He hopes in the com-
iag election to see the Democrats rally as one
man and gain such a Conservative victory as
has not heretofore been known in the annals
of Staunton.

Whereas, It is the sense of this assemblage of
the Conservative-Democratic voters of Staun-
ton, that the harmony and success of their par-
ty 1n this city can be more certainly secured by
holding a primary election for the selection of
candidates to be voted for at the approaching
muniecipal election, therefore,

Resolved, That a primary election of the Con-
servative Iremocratic part. of this city, be held
at the regular polling places on —day of May,
1882, and that the city central execuiive com-
mittee of the party be, and are hereby empow-
ered to provide and srrange all the necessary
detalils for holding said primary election.
