RELIGION AS A CLOAK.
"Wherever God erects a bouse of prayer,
Tbe devil alwaysbuilds a cbapel there."

In our comment upon this glaringly
prominent and equally neglected sub
ject, we may haveoccasion to define the
various objects and propositions contin-
gent thereto in very plain language,
but we will not indulge in a long, ex-
planatory, apologetic proem for any-
thing we may write, for we shall ad-
here strictly to the truth to give einpha
sis to our utterances, and take living
and accountable beings as our examples
for criticism. Many able ministers
have often indirectly referred to this
gilded evil, but always in measured
terms, perhaps for fear of wounding tbe
feelings of some favorite in the congre
gation, or influential member who con-
tributes liberally to their salary ; but as
we have neither of these impediments
*o encounter, we will not be chary
witH our sentences, nor restricted in our
terse delineation. It is a monstrous
and egie> "'ous sacrilege, and no expres-
sion is too b*?WW to employ for its con-
demnation, or use for its utter eradica-
tion. We shall christen and desig-
nate all such clothed and secret of-
fenders asacting Christians. No matter
what precautions may nave been taken
or howsoeverwell defended,the persons
who wear Religion as a Cloak are in ev-
ery church upon the globe f around
every family altar; In every social cir-
cle ; in every vessel upon the oceans,
and in every phase of secular business,
and who have no consistency in their
profession, neither respect for their
word, nor fear for the future of their
soul. There is not an evil in the
endless catalogue of black, augmented
crimes that is its equal, and with
which the church has to struggle and
contend, for it enters and permeates
every portion of tbe hallowed sanc-
tuary, unstintingly dispensing its blas-
phemous influence over all until its
apostatizing effect is felt by every mem
ber. No departure contributesso large-
ly to the injury of Christianity, and the
final destruction of humanity, as this
one stupendous and expanding mock-
ery?a sham and deceitful adherence to
and professed interest in a cause lnstl-
tuted and ordained by the agonizing
suffering and ultimate shedding of the
precious blood of Christ! How many
of the most enthusiasticand apparently
earnest and devoted church members of
the present day wear Religion as a
Cloak to conceal their distorted and de-
praved selves from open ridicule and
shame! How many acting-Christians
before each meal take their
ble drink of intoxicating liquor! quiet-
ing upbraiding conscience and the con-
demning voice of tbeir better nature by
pleading some fancied contagion?yes
tbey have a malaria, one which will
mark them in time and doom them in
eternity. How many acting-Christians
during tbe calm secrecy of tbe mid-
night hour visit the brilliantly illumi-
nated billiard-room, ten-pin alley, card-
tableland mingle promiscuously in the
enticing stream of vice and reeking
haunts of wickedness! If found out
tbey seek to excuse themselves upon
the plea that they were there only for
idle amusement and to see whoelse were
there; and, indignant at the accusation,
haughtily refer to their prominent con-
nection with some certain church to
prove their innocence and vindica'e
their high standard of morality and
virtue. Are (hey not using the dark-
ness, as well as Religion, as a Cloak, to
hide their inward depravity and out
ward debauchery? How many acting
Christians satisfy every passion and
whim of appetite by indulging in those
vices which stifle and crush out all
within them that is noble and manly !

How many acting Christians sought
pardon and proclaimed redemption in
order solely to subserve some personal
aim, or to gain position, prominence,
and influence, which otherwise were
impossible to secure! How many act
ing-Cbristians are silently and hourily
opening an avenuewhich will eventu-
ally sink their own name and ruin
their reputation, and alike lower their
children into the verydepths of pauper-
ism, disgrace, and degradation, which
will stigmatize them long after they go
down to their graves in contemptible
obscurity! How many acting Chris-
tians, for a sordid consideration, would
falsely take advantage of his neighbor,
or his own brother! How many act-
ing-Christians swear upon the least
provocation ! How many acting-Chris-
tians, in the heat of passion or in the
excitement of conversation, use a blood-
curdling oath to give force and weight
to theirremarks! How many acting-
Christians traduce the good name of
their bosom associates, malign their

Manuring Corn in the Hill.?lf
one has a good supply of manure and
can afford to give the whole ground a
thorough dressing it may do very well
to let the hills alone; but we are quite
sure that where the supply of manure is
limited, it will be found far better to
put a part of it at least in the hill before
dropping the corn, and we have little
doubt but that even when the whole
surface is abundantly manured, It would
still pay in many cases tomanure in the
bill.
If eyen the mere size of a seed gives

it an advantage in its first start In life,
how much more valuable must be a
good stock of nutritious food ready to
hand as soon as the young plant is in a
condition to use jt? It is indeed their
first early start in life which makes all
the differencebetween a good crop and
a poor one. If plants once getbehind,
it is very hard for them to pull up again.
There are but a few months of growing
time and a good start is a great gain.

For the same reason, it is an error to
bury manure in the ground at anytime,
when the crop is an annual one to be
sowed in the spring and takenoff in the
fall. And yet this is a very common
practice. Manure is spreadon the sur-
face, plowed down and the seed sown on
the surface with the manure several
inches away. It would be far better In
most cases to plow the ground first, and
then spread the manureon the surface
and harrow it before sowing the seed.?

Fred the Fruit Trees.?When an*
ricbing the soil so as to procure a good
crop of corn and potatoes, do not forget
to apply a liberal dressing to the too of-
ten neglected orchard. Rotation of
crops cannot be followed with fruit
trees, hence the greater necessity of
systematically restoring to the soil, so
far as may be done, those elements con-
sumed in the production of a crop of
fruit. After an orchardcomes into bear-
ing it is commonly considered able
thenceforth to take care of itself, the
owner seldom failing to expect fair re-
tarns, and the orchard seldom falling
to disappoint. The reason la obvious;
the trees areslowly starved, and the fruit
becomes acraggy or small in quantity.
Alternate bearing years are theresult of
this treatment, as Is shown by the
abundantcrops that may be obtained
every year by thorough cultivation,
providedfrost does not interfere. The
barren year is nature'smethodof aiding
the tree to collect from rain and atmos-
phere material for a productiveyear. It
is just as reasonable to expect that a
good crop of corn can be taken annual-
ly for a series of years from a field to
which nothing has been restored as to
expectfruit to maintain its excellency
on soil that is constantly growing thin-
ner and poorer in needed material.

Felons?Roils? Simple Remedy.?
"Felons," which are usually termed

"Whitlow" by physicians we believe,
are a verypainful and often a very seri-
ous affection of the fingers, generallyof
the last joints, and often nearor involv-
ing the nails. As the fingers are much
exposed to bruises,felona are quite com-
mon among those who constantly use
their hands at hard work. If allowed
to continue, until matter (pas) forms,
and the periosteum or bone sheathing
is affected, lancing is necessary; bat if
taken in time, simple applicationofCo-
pal Varnish, coveringit withabandage,
is highly recommended. If theVarnish
becomes dry and unpleasantly hard, a
little fresh Varnish may beapplied from
time to time. When a cure is effected,
the varnish is easily removedby tab-
bing into it a little lard and wishing
with soapand water. Dr. A. B. Isham
details, in Medical Newt, a numberof
cases of its application with uniform
success, where formation of pus bad
not previously occurred. In twocases there was apparentlya combina-
tion of the "ran-around with thefsJen,
