Results opJthe Eclipse observed
in Egypt.?Cable advices from Soham,
in Egypt, are to the effect that^hjbJsSj*^
of English, French, andltjjjfi^^^.
mers have in mftking
their observ^^a npon the 80, ar eelipße

jjfirSnesday. A fine comet was dis
ToVered close to the sun, and its position
photographically determined. Just be-
fore and during the period of total
eclipse the spectroscope gave some sur-
prising and valuable results, indicating
a lunar atmosphere. Hitherto the moon
has been supposed to be without an at-
mosphere of any kind. If it had an at-
mosphere of a fraction of the density of
that of the earth, the light from a star
in passing through it would be bent to
one side. No such phenomenon has
been observed. The earth's atmosphere
refracts a ray of light under similar cir-
cumstances through an angle of 4,000
seconds, while the refractive power of
the moon's atmosphere, if it has any, is
estimated to be certainly less than half
a second. The obseivation, therefore,
by the French spectroscopist of a dark-
ening of the lines of the spectrum of
rays of the sun passing within a short
distanceof the moon is of great impor-
tance in its bearing on a disputed astro-
nomical question. The spectrum of the
sun's corona was successfully photo-
graphed for thefirst time. This also is
a fact of no small importance.
