ued in 1842, He also examined the min-
eral springs of Virginia, and analyzed
their waters. After his removal to Bos-
. ton he continued his scientific studies
and publications, delivered lectures at
various educational institutions, and
from 1862 to 1868 was president of the
Boston Institute of Technology. In 1875
he was elected president of the Ameri-
can Association for the Advancement
of Science.

He belonged to a family distinguished
for talent. His father, Dr. P. K. Rogers,
was professor of natural philosophy and
chemistry at William and Mary Col-
lege, Virginia, and was in 1827 succeed

" ed by his son William Barton Rogers.
An older-son, James Blythe Rogers,
was successively professor of chemistry
in Washington Medical College, Baltie
more, the Cincinnati Medical College,
and the Franklin Medical School of
Philadelphia. Henry Darwin Rogers,
a younger son, was professor of physi-
cal sciences at Dickinson College, Car-
lisle, and afterwards attained great em-
inence as & geologist. At the time of
death he was regius professor of geology
and natural history in the University ot
(ilasgow, Scotland. Robert Empire
Rogers, the fourth son,. distinguisned
for scientific attainments, filled the
chair of chemistry in the University of
Virginia for eight years, and then suc-
ceeded his brother, William Barton
Rogers, as profeseor of chemistry in the
University of Pennsylvania.

FIRE AT WHEELING.—One of the
most destructive fires that has occurred
at Wheeling, Wa. V., for years oroke out
there early Wednesday morning in the
wholesale grocery and liquor store of
M. Reilly, and in spite of the efforts of
the fire department the building was
completely gutted and the stock nearly
all destroyed. The total loss. on his
stock was about $60,000, and on the
building $10,000, both covered by in-
surance. The wholesale dry goods and
notion house of T. S. Delaplaine & Co.,
adjoining, had its stock badly damaged
by smoke and water, but the losses were
mostly covered by insurance. The fire
is believed to have been of incendiary
origin.

nate inmates. It is sald that the decree
has gone forth for this act of unparalled
heartlessness and inhamanity ; but we
may at least protest against its execution
in the name of all the people of Virginia
who have hearts to feel for afflicted
humanity.

In the Institution for the Deaf and
Dumb and the Blind the Board of Visi-
tors have been equally heedless and
heartless as to the interests of the blind
and deaf-mute children who have been
placed there for instruction. Neither
the principal-elect nor the first teacher
know anything of the sign-language,
and are, therefore, incompatent to teach
the deaf and dumb by that method. We
doubt whether either of them will,when
he enters the institution, beable to spell
“‘good mornjng” with his fingers to the
members of his clags. And yet they are
selected to instruct pupils by means of
the sign-language in all the depart-
ments of common school education.—

An Interesting Letter.

‘PROVIDENCE, R. 1., May 80, 1882,

MgR. EDITOR:—As letters from this
section are very seldom seen in the
Staunton papers, perhaps one would
not be uninteresting to your many read-
ers; so I shall endeavor to write you
something of what I have seen and
learned during my two months’ stay in
Providence, the second city in New
England and one of the two Capitals of
the little State of Rhode Island. This
city is situated on both sides of the
Providence River, about 2 miles from
Narragansett Bay, and 42 miles from
Boston. It contains a population of
110,000, about one-third larger than
Richmond, and is a very wealthy, pros-
Perous place. Almosteverything, from
ocomotives down to the finest jewelry,
is manufactured here. Among the
largest and best known establishments
are the Rhode Jsland ILocomotive
Works, where some of the Chesapeake

Corliss Steam Engine Company, the
builders of the celebrated Corliss En-
gine at the Centennial, and the Provi-

and Houselalg‘l,d wing Machines are
manufactured here also, and the great
chimneys of eotton mills and various
other factories can be seen in every di-
rection. The manufacture of jewelry
is also a very important industry.
Providence has a line of elegant
steamers to New York, and is the cen-
ter of gix railroads, and during. the
summer steamers run every day to
Newport and the many other summer
resorts along Narragansett Bay. The
river is scarcely deep enough for large
vessels, and consequently the city is
not a very important seaport, although
a considerable coastwise commerce is
carried on. Street cars run to almost
every part of the city, and are as fine
and well patronized as those in New
York. Many of the streets are lined
with beautiful elm and maple trees, and
almost the whole city has a very neat
and comfertable appearance, with its
concrete pavements and long rows of
whlt:l we?:ger-bo;rded h«lmses, nlmosl:
exactly glike. e people pay muc
attention to a.dt?i"nlng and bgsutifylng
their homes, and many nicely~kept
yards and beautiful flowers are to be
seen everywhere. Providence has no
such large, imposing structures as those
in New ¥ork gnd other large cities,
there being only two or three buildings
in the city that cost as much as a mil~
lion dollars. '

The public schools are excellent—
equal, I suppose, to any in the country.
Brown Un?verslty, a celebrated Baptist
institution, is situated here. RBev. Dr.
Barnas Sears was its President before
he went to Staunton. There are many
churches and charitable ipstitutions,
and the whole city isa very moral, well-
behaved place. The publiec library,
containing 20,000 voiumes and a large,
comfortable reading-room, is free to
all, and is well patronized by young
and old. In addition to this, there are
the libraries of the Y. M. C. A. and the
Union for Christian Work, both hav-
ing free reading-rooms. There are five
dajly newspapers and a dozen or more
weeklies and monthlies. The Daily
Joyrnal and Evening Bulletin are in
almost every respect equal to the great
dailies of New York and Boston. They
are both published by the same firm,
United States Senator Anthony being
one of the proprietors. Almo-t every
book-store here has what is called a eir-
culating library. They keep the popu-
lar books, magazines, and periodicals,
and rent them out by the day or week.
So you see the people ef Providence are
pretty well supplied with reading mat-
ter.

The cost of living is much greater
here than in Virginia. The farmers of
the State can raise but a very small part
of what is required, as the soil is not
very productive and the State is so
thickly settled. They do not cultivate
much of anything but potatoes, hay,
and small vegetables, and make butter
and cheese, and they find a home mar-
ket for all of these they can raise. Their
flonr, grain, &e., comes from the West.
Haxall flour, made at Minneapolis,
Minn., is retailed at about $0.25 per bar-
rel, and St. Louis flour at $8.25. Good
New York State and Vermont butter is
sold at from 30 to 40 cents per pound,
and oleomargarine at from 20 to 30 cents.
Sirloin beefsteak is 35 eents per pound,
and scarcely any kind of fresh beef can
be bought for less than 14 cents per
pound. The people here use very little
bacon or pork, but use corned beef in-
stead. A great many oysters, clams,

I|lobsters, and other fishy creatures are

eaten here, and this whole region beats
Rockingham for pies. They make them
of all kinds for breakfast, dinner, and
supper.

There are a half dozen or more sub-
urban towns around Providence, the
largest of which, Pawtucket, has a pop-
ulation of 20,000, and factories and foun-
dries by the score, It has never yet
been incorporated as a city, and is now
the largest fown in the United States.
The other places are much smaller than
Pawtucket, but they all bhave their
share of factories and mills. Most of
these places are connected with Provi-
dence by horse cara. )

The people here possess all that en~
ergy, industry, and intelligence for
which New Englanders are mnoted.
There are many more colored people
than I expected to find here. . In ap-
pearance they are just like in Staunton,
and follow the same trades and occupa-
tions. Irish, French, German, and
other farmers, are very numerous here,
but a great majority of the people are
native New Englanders. People from

but there are a few colored servants liv-
ing here who, are natives of Virginia.
There are many wealthy people, and
banks, manufacturing companies, and
other moneyed corporations abound.
It is an interesting sight to see the me-
chanics and other laboring men gnlug tn
taeir work. The many shops and fac
tories give employment to thousands
of men, and early in the morning the
streets are thronged with them on the
way to their places of business, carry-
ing their small tin dinner-buckets, This
is a religious place, as the many church~
es show. One of the most influential
churches here is the Congregational,
whose creed and manner of worship are
almost exactly like those of the Pres-
byterian church. Congregationalists
are nearly unknown in the South, but
they are very numerous all throug
New England. The laws with regard
to the Sabbath are strict and pretty well
enforced, and the city is as quiet on
Sunday as a country village.

In Rhode Island none but real estate
owners can vote in the State elections,
and as the great mass of the people are
laboring men, factory operatives, &c,
without property, the elections cause
very little excitement. Many of the
people take more interest in a game of
base-ball than in the election for Gov-
ernor of the State. Thisis a great place
for base ball. Almostevery day a match
game is played between one of the
Providence elubs and a club from some
other city. They play in a lot enclosed
by a high, tight fence, and charge 50 cts.
admission.

Last Friday night, at the First Bap-
tist chureh, I heard an able temperance
address by Mrs. Mary A. Livermore, of
Massachusetts, a well-known advoeate
of Women's Suffrage, and a great tem-
perance worker. She is President of
the Women’s Christian Temperance
Union of Massachusetts, and is called
the ‘‘Queen of the American Platform,”
a title which, I have no doubt. she de-
serves, for she is truly an accomplished
speaker, though some of her views are
objectionable. .
