I On next Saturday, elections will be
held in tbis county and city forthe pur-
pose of electing delegates to the Con-
gressional DemocraticConvention, to be
held in this city on the 15th of August
? the election in the county precincts,
as advertised,will takeplace at2 o'clock
p. m., and in the wards of the city at 8
o'clock p. m. It is hoped that these
meetings will be well attended, and
that good delegates will be appointed,
who will faithfully represent the choice
of their constituents, and todo this, tbat
choice shouldbe made known before the
delegatesare selected. Whilst we would
prefer an Augusta candidate,if he should
possess tbe requisite popular strength,
yet we think that the Convention,with-
out reference to section, after due delib-
eration, should nominate as the candi-
date the man who is most likely to suc-
ceed. Success is the end aimed at, and
it is important that it should be secured,
that this District may be properly rep-
resented by a Democrat, insteadof being
misrepresented, as now, by a Bepubli-
can of the worst stripe, and to accom-
plish tbis, a good Democrat of talent,
patriotism, honesty, and courage,should
be nominated. This county has several
who, in our opinion, possess the req-
uisite qualifications, and whom it
wouldafford us pleasure to support. If,
however, -the Convention, after due
deliberation, should nominate a candi-
date from another county, we will give
him our cordial support; for this is a
time when personal preferences should
be subordinated to the discharge of a
public duty. We never allow our per-
sonal feelings or preferences to prevent
us from discharging a public and
patriotic duty, and we think all should
act upon this principle. Every man,
who is not a Stalwart Bepublican,
should support with zeal thenomineeof
theDemocraticConvention,whether he
be his personal choice or not. There is
no virtue in supporting our personal
preference, but there is in supporting,
from asense ofduty, a man who is not
ourpersonal choice. Do your duty and
support with earnestness the nominee,

| vote themselves for a capable and re-
spectableman of their own race, they
cannot complain if persons of a differ-
ent race will not do so. The negroes
should vote as a unit for Dawson ; if
they do not, they should never com-
plain that negroes are not elected to of-
flce ; for if they willnot votefor men of
theirown race, it would be very unrea-
sonable for them to expectwhite people
to do so. They now have a candidate
of character and intelligence for an hon-
orable andresponsibleoffice, and if they
fail to support him, theycannot expect,
In the future, any memberof their race
to be elected to any offlce of honor and
profit. The negroes are now on trial,
and if theyfail tosupportDawson, their
mouths are closed, and they cannot com-
plain if no negro should be elected to
office.

The Lynchburg Virginian says that
"Mahoneism is the embodiment of all
that is selfish, mean, and debased in
politics. It Is an appeal to the merce-
nary Instincts of men. It is a system of
rewards and punishment: ot reward to
all who are willing to forswear princi-
ple and engage to do the bidding of a
Boss; and of proscription and punish-
ment to those who resist his selfish
schemes of personal aggrandizement.?
We ask calm-thinking people to consid-
er, for a moment, what is likely to be
the effect of establishing this man and
his setfirmly in power.

The Fincastle Herald says that "it
will be a matter of curious interest to
note how the colored people will vote
for Congressman-at-Large. They have
regularly before them a man of their
own race and color, on a distictively
Republican platform, and it remains to
be seen whetheror not William Mahone
is really boss of the whole lot."

Many of them, probably, will show
that tbey are bossed by Mahone and
his followers, but we have no doubt
that many of them will show that they
are free and will vote for Dawson, who
represents not only their race, but their
political principles.

The Pbesident's Veto.?The Pres-
ident's veto of the River and Harbor
Bill, by its tone, gave offense even to
Republicans. The Washington corres-.
pondentof the Statesays:

"Some members who had voted
against the bill voluntarily pledged
themselves to vote to pass the bill over
the veto, and the general sentiment was
undoubtedly in favor of that, course,
but the cooler heads advised consulta-
tion before doing anything with the
bill, or before any individual should
commit himself to any line of action.
It was not the refusal to approve the
bill, but the tone of the veto which
gave offence."

That correspondent says:
"That which gave particular offence

was the President's assumption of su-
perior honesty of purpose and greater
wisdom than Congressas to what works
for improvement of navigation should
be undertaken. His intimation that
Congress had engaged in a general
scramble for a part ofthe plunder with-
out regard to the pnblic interests was
vigorously resented by some and ex-
cused by a few."

toed the Bill. The present administra-
tion le hostile to the South and should
have no friends in the South.

Likeness of Hon. John E. Mas-
sey.?The Baltimorean of last Satur-
day contains a very striking likeness of

! Hon. John E. Massey, who is one of the

?his competitors being John S. Wise
and Rev. J. M. Dawson (colored).

The road will commence on the north
side of the Great Kanawha river, in or
near the city of Charleston, in the coun
ty ofKanawha, and will run thence by
the moat practicable route as far as __ivy

be on the north side of the Great Ka-
nawha, to a point on the Chesapeake
and Ohio Railway, at or near tbe K»-
nawha Kall_>, iv the county of Fayette.
The principal business office shall be in
the City of New York, and the certifi-
cate shall be perpetual. The capital
stock of the company is $1,200,000,
divided into shares of $100 each.
