AN ASSAULT UPON MASSEY.

A Lynchburg correspondent of the
Baltimore Sun, under date of the Bth
inst., says:

terday was attended by some disorderly
and disgraceful scenes. It became ap-
parent at an early hour that the Ma-
hone party were determined to inter
rupt. Col. -Waddell James, a Mahone
member of the Legislature, had been
circulating reports that Massey when a
candidate for the United States Senate
had tried to buy his vote. Without
mentioning James's name, Massey de-
nounced these reports as false and slan-
derous. James asked if he was referred
to. Mas9ey replied that the authority
for thereport was the man he referred
to, whoeverhe was. James then said
he was the author of the report. "The
report is a lie," said Massey. James
said he would swear to it. "Then you
would swear to a lie," said Massey.
There was great confusion, and Col.
James, attended by County Judge Clay-
borne, attempted to speak ironi the
stand Massey occupied, interrupting
the latter. The crowd took Massey up
in their arms and carried bim into the
court-house, but as it would not hold
one-tenth of the immense crowd pres-
ent, he was again taken up and carried
to the portico of? the Early House,
where he delivereda tremendousinvec-
tive against the Mahoneites.

Thiß morning Col. James, attended
by Judge Claiborne, made an attack on
Massey at the depot, which led to an-
other disorderly scene, in which James
was rather roughiy handled. Massey
was arrested on a charge of assault, and

The train waited. The Mayor acquit-
ted Massey and fined James $20. The
citizens cheered Massey, and hit made a

With arevenue
of $450,000,000,?according to Mr. Kel-
ly's calculation,?to be wrung from the
people of the United States this year in
theform of taxes,and with the demands
of the Government, on the most lavish
scale of expenditures, not likely tojex-
ceed $270,000, who will not see th%t the
Republican Congress has failed to afford
the relief that it was in their power to
grant?
