wholly unconnected with Fee eral politics that a man might beeithei .nationalDemocrat or national Republ.i- .an with-out impairing his Readjuster ortho-doxy. It is true there were some of us?of the "old issue,' they said?whohad neither forgotten nor Yonriven the
conduct of the northern Democracyjust before and during t'jM v«". who
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resented bitterly their backsliding from
the ancient faith, and had our memory
of wrong quickened into fresh resent-
ment by the taunts flung at Readjusters.
But ied by General Mahone we voted

Having tbe casting vote in
the Senate he was a man to be concili-
ated ; he held wbat whist-players call
tbe thirteener. It was a great power;
it gave bim a great opportunity ; and
that does not often occur. And be bad
been elected tocatch such opportunities,
regardless of party, pledged against
party entanglements, elected solely in
tbe Interests of his State.

Wbat relief did General Mabone
sees to obtain for these poor people,
who gave him bis Beadjuster majority
in tbe Southwest ?

bas suffered from tbe war and from tbe
tax Wbat bas tbe especial champion
of Virginia interests done for tbat? It
has been explained in tbe papers that
when ln tbe House of Representatives
a motion was made to abolish tbe inter-
nal-revenue tax it came within one vote
of passing. That vote would have been
given by a South Carolina Democrat
(Mr. Dibble), if Mr. John Paul, once a
Democrat himself, bad not voted to oust
our friend and put in bis place a Be-
publican opponent (Mr. Mackey). So

On tbe 25th of July General Mahone
in the United States Senate moved to
reduce tbe tax on tobacco to eight cents
per pound. He was sustained by only
two other Republicans?one of whom
(Cameron) had voted to reduce the tax
on tobacco befofe General Mahone went
to the Senate; the other of wbom
(Kellogg of Louisiana) wished to kill
thebill, wbicb embraced also a reduc-
tion on sugar, a tariff-protected product
of his State. The vote for reduction
was 15 Democrats to 3 Republicans ; the
vote against it, 13 Democrats and 25 Re-
publicans?out of 28 Democrats, 15 for;
out of 28 Republicans, 25 against relief.
Could General Mahane have influenced
tbis vote in our favor? If nay, then
wbat is he worth to Virginia? If aye,
why, then, did be not do it ? It is said
he wants tbis whole

INTERNAL-REVENUE TAX
repealed. But tbe patronage of Virginia
is based almost entirely on the tax ; and
General Mahone dispenses that patron-
age. Does be want to give it up?
When it comes to tbat, might not "self
the wavering balance shake?" But
does he expect the Republicans to re-
peal it in face of the fact that his ftiend
Mr. Arthur wants it kept up, and that
lately, when tbe whole question was
before Congress, the only relief the Re-
publicans proposed was to banks, which
always get all tbey choose to ask for; to
patent medicine men, wbo daily poison
thousands ofourpeople;and to matches,
where tbe reduction would go into the
pocketsof the manufacturers, aud would
not be felt by the people. And does be
not know tbat bis allies in the Republi-
can caucus of the House resolved tbat
there should be no reduction of the tax
on tobacco and whisky ? And do not we
know that neither himself uor Mr. Paul,
with all bis influence, is recorded as
protesting against it?

But there are other things tbat Vir-
ginia wants. Ever since the war we
havebeen talking about manufactures;
but we need friendly guidanceand legis-
lation. Has General Mahone given the
one or tried to obtain the other? Just
now our people are a little crazy about
a pioieciive tariff. Has be attempted
to enlighten tbem? Or does he know
bow?

was worse than would appear on thesurface. Nobody believes tbat tbe vetogave the President's real objections tothe river and harbor bill. The allegedextravagance was in large part accor-
dant with his own wishes, for he favor-ed tbe allottedmillions to tbeMississip-pi and its collaterals, and the half-mil
lion for the Potomacflats. And hissillyargument that its present amount andshape made the bill unconstitutional,but that a reduction to one-half thesum,and some discretion to himselfas to ex-penditure, would cure that defect, wasobviously the mask to a more profound
hostility.

Beally New York and New England
saw anew power adverseto theirsection

tbis policy of the President, hostile to
the whole South, that was endorsed by
tbe vaunted champion of Virginia in-
terests aird also by Mr. John Paul, who
was duly notified of the expectedadvent
of tbe veto, and being called came not.
How potent sometimes is the influence
ofpatronage!

ALL GENERAL MAHONE HAS DONE
for Virginia, so far as I know, was, by
amending the House bill to build a
court-bouse at Abingdon and getting
one for Harrisonburg included, ot vice
versa, to have one such ordered to be
built at a cost of $50,000. And in tbat, Ilearn, he was materially aided by Sena-
tor Johnston and other Democrats. Tbis
is all of General Mahone's work for Vir-
ginia interests, and this the liberality of
President Arthur. $50,000!.'

That tbe President has given General I'Mahone tbe ,
FEDERAL PATRONAGE

ofthe Slate in exchange for a promise
of its electoral vote is not of itself friend-
ly to the peopleof Virginia;rathertbe op-
posite, for it aims to commit tbem to tbe
support of such men as Sherman in the
Senate, who entered the Treasury poor
and left it a huge millionaire ; of Robe-
son, leader of the House, who entered
the Navy Department in debt and leftit
at the beginning of Hayes's term with a
very large fortune; of Chandler, the
"visiting statesman," wbo did more
than any other of those worthies to cheat
tbe American people out of the election
of Tilden, wbo was rejected by the Sen-
ate on account of bad character when he
was nominated by Gaifleid for Solicitor-General, but wbo now fills the place of
Secretary ofthe Navy; ofBabcock and of
many others of that old set of Grant's
robbers and ringsters wbom tbe Presi-
dent, from weakness, indolence, good
nature, or a* far more culpable reason,
bas kept or placed in offlce. And these
are killing

THE REPUBLICAN PARTY
which we are asked to join in its de-
cline. If it ever was great, as it certain-
ly was strong, it is not so now. A man
who stood by tbem through tbe war and
knew tbem well, bas lately said:?
"Tbere is nothing left ofthe old Repub
lican party but a combination of cor
rupt managers to bold power by force
and by fraud, and to use tbe Treasury
and tbe public patronage as a means of
rewarding their followers. They have
no creed, no principles, no convictions,
and no aspirations. Tbey treat the
country es a greatrotten borough where
votes are to be bought witb tbe people's
money, and successful jobbery is es-
teemed a public virtue."

Such a party, evenif in full vigor, has
too many large jobs on hand to help
Virginia by lifting any of her burdens
or aiding any of her interests. Really
the principal proper of tbeir debt has
not been reduced ; for, as Senator Beck,
ofKentucky, tells us, and truly, "all the
struggle we have been going through
for tbe last fifteen years to reduce our
debt from $2,700,000,000 to $1,700,000,000
has only been making up to tbe bond-
holders and bankers the difference be-
tween the value of tbe gold they paid us
and the present gold we pay them now."
And they do not want it reduced. They
bave arranged in tbe interest of tbe
bondholders tbat a vast amount of it
cannot be paid until 1907, twenty-five
years hence, that tbey may fill up tbat
interval with expenditures

TO PAY PLUNDERERS.
Their pension bill, whose amount,
though the product of a common tax, is '
yet disbursed exclusively among what f
they call the loyal States, has been late- <
ly increasedto $100,000,0b0 per annum j
?a sum that will amount, before the
pensioners die and the purjurers and '
pension agents are glutted, to verynear- '
ly, if not quite, wbat has been paid up j
to this time as a reduction of the debt. .
So there will be no lowering of taxes if
tbey can help it. Already the late ses- '
sion of Congress increased tbe appropri- <
ations nearly $100,000,000 beyond the i
Democratic limit. And this is the party
in whose beneficent hands GeneralMa- .
hone advises our people to place them- -
selves; he to lead the way, and to play i
in Virginia the part tmit has been play-
ed in Pennsylvania for years and years,
by that old "heathen and titan," Simon
Cameron; he to persuade us to serfdom
just when patient Pennsylvania has re-
volted in force. For one I decline to.
take the advice. When I joined the
Readjusters, wbich I dfd as soon as they
formulated and platformed my ideas on
the debt, the suffrage, the education,
and tbe railroad questions, I brought
with me no romantic notions of the
purity and disinterestednessof political
leaders. I bad seen too many parties
for that. I had been taught that
"Christianity itself had shared the com-
mon lot of ail great changes : and tbat
perfectasit was initselfits nominal adhe-
rents wereoften neither wise nor good."
Hence, though grieved, I have not been
surprised at the turn that

SELFISHNESS AND AMBITION,
represented by General Mahone in this
case, have sought to give a measure in-
tended for the good of the people. But
that has not moved me to acquiescence;
I never meant to surrender the princi-
ples, the traditions, and tbe aspirations
ofVirginia to an evanescent and demor-
alizing expediency. Neither did my
associates in tbe party. At least I shall
not believe it until I see it; and hardly
then.

But I have said enough?l fear too
much?for thepatience of the public;
and yet I knew not how to say less.
The theme, it is true, is not inviting ;
the task ungracious at the best. But
there was a work to do; and why not I
do it as well as another? This qualifi-
cation at least I bave for it. lam get-
ting old?l am not very far from the al-
lotted three score-and-ten ; nevera can-
didate for a vote, and but once in my
life for an offlce, I have yet mingled ac-
tively in politics for nearly fifty years.
In tbat time I have seen much; but
never before saw I anything like the
state of affairs which General Mahone
has sought to bring, and in some par-
ticulars has brought, upon the peopleof
Virginia. I namenow as

THE MOST SHAMEFUL THING

that I everwitnessed the mode in which
he was permitted to neglect bis duty in
Washington and to invade the Capitol
at Richmond and to dictate, corrupt,
asd poisonthe proceedings of our Legis-
lature. I pity the Virginian who does
not blush when he thinks of it.

And now, in conclusion, Iaffirm that
in what I have written I have said
nothing in passion if Iknew it?nothing
but wbat I soberly believe. Rather I
bave suppressed much for the sake of
decorum. I have not gone into the
moreminute details of Gen. Mahone's
personal government, nor spokenof the
courtiers and sycophants, the spies, in-
formers, tale-bearersand tools tbat live

about that? Tbe river and harbor bill
guve Virginia $300,000 to promote her
commerce by deepening and cleaning
mat her rivers. Of tbis sum Jamesriver,
on wbich the United States Govern-
ment has already spent nearly $600,000,
gets ouly $75,000 But a late survey by
theUnited State., Engineers (Senate E-
xecutive Document No. 147, p. 18, Forty-
seventy Congress) estimates tliat the
river can be deepened from the sea to
the rock« a few miles below Richmond
to a clear channel way of 25 feet at a
cost ot $1,360 413 39. This point, distant
129 miles inland from the capes due
west, is the deepest western indentation

o v the Atlantic When deepened to 25
fe,H will be practically the Atlantic, and
nearer to the Pacific by 123 miles than
any other route.

Th Is enterprise is quietly working its
own \ v»y, but it deserves large national
help. And this is oneof the several ap-
propriations for the benefit of Virginia
that Gen <*ral Mahone aided the Presi-
dent's tffo rt to kill by tbe late veto. For
on the vote that passed tbe bill over tbe
veto bis na.Tie is not recorded, though
he had been Jn the Senate a short time
before.

Probably, says tbe Alexandria Ga-
\u25a0 zelle, the most powerful expose of the

, rottenness and corruption of Mahone
i and Mahoneism ever written comes
from the pen of Col. Frank G. Btiffin,
a former readjuster, in response to an
open letter from Mr. Massey urging
him not merely to break loose from, but
to let daylight shine into the secret
workings ot Virginia's Boss.

Tbe reason given by Gen. Mahone for
exacting this remarkable pledge of feal-
ty was that many of "the men to be
elected we.-c so venal that they must be
bound by a sealed obligation or else
their opponents would buy them."?
What a commentary upon the party
that tbe Boss leads, and upon the men
who represented it in the last General
Assembly. No wonder be found tbem
pliant tools in his unscrupulous hands.

Seeing tbis precious "pledge" and
knowing that Mr. Massey and other
friends would not submit to caucus
(alias Mahone's) dictation in the matter
of clerkships ; feeling that Mahone waa
becoming rapidly an autocrat, Mr. Ruf-
fin addressed him a letter remonstrating
against his course in this matter and al-
so declared that Mahone's levy of 10 per
cent, upon the salary of State dtftce-
holders was wrong in principle and to
be reprobated.
