A Fiendish Plot.
DISCOVERY OF A CONSPIRACY AMONG

NEGROES IN ALABAMA TO MURDER
ALL THE WHITES IN CHOCTAW COUN-
TY?ARREST OF RINGLEADERS; ONE
OF THEM HUNG.

Mobile, August 21.?1n Choctawcounty, Ala., Tuesday, the 15th instant,a bundleof papers disclosing a well-or-ganized plot among negroes to kill theentire white population of that countywas found nearone of their rendezvous
by two gentlemen. The matter was
laid before the Solicitor. On Wednes-day the 16th a quiet meeting of citizens
of Mount Sterling and Butler wascalledat Butler to consider the best mode of
suppressing tbe intended outrage andmassacre. After discussion it was
agreed that the following ringleaders,Jack Turner, J. D. Barney, Jesse Wil-son, Peter Hill. Willis Lyman, AaronScott, and Bange West, to wbom hadbeen assigned the duty of leadingsquadsto Butler, Mt. Sterling, and Desotoville,and other places, and killing all of thewhitesat each place, should be arrestedand lodged in jail. Their arrest was ef-fected on Thursday the 17th witboutdisturbanceorbloodshed. Tbe same day
a mass-meeting of citizens of all classes
was called for Saturday to decide the
fate ofthe prisoners. The plot has been
in existence since 1878. and the con-
spirators now number 400. They have
powder, shot, and guns. They thinkthemselves sufficiently strong to accom-plish their fiendish design. Sunday
nigbt tbe 17th of September had been
appointed as thedate for its comsumma ?
tion. Tbe papers further showed that
tbis day was selected because then the
white people would be at a camp-meet-
ing unarmed, and could then offer no
resistance. The meeting called for
Saturday brought together about 700,
among whom were about 150 negroes,
who, after having the papers read, by
an almost unanimous vote decided that
Jack Turner was a turbulent and dan-
gerous character and aregular firebrand
in thecommunity, and that the public
safety demanded his immediate death.
He was accordingly hung about 1:15 P.
M., in the presence of the assembled
multitude- The crowd dispersed and
all signs of disturbance ceased. Every-
thing was quier. Saturday night. Tbe
other prisoners are still in jail to await
further developments.

The Tariff.
The Democrats contend that the tariff

and internalRevenue combined, raising
a surplus of one hundred and fifty mil-
lions of revenue is a revenue system
taxing the people to createa fund to be
used for extravagance and corruption,

Abolish tbe prohibitory features of the
tariff to allow the importations of for-
eign goods, giving our manufacturers
the protection afforded by a duty that
does not prohibit importation and, in
many cases, tbis would be from 20 to 40
per cent, ad valorem. This, in all con-
science, is enough profit to make our
own people, who are consumers, the
planters, and farmers, and laborers, pay
as a bonus to protect tbem and an abun-
dant revenue will be raised. Then it
will enableyou to put on the free list
tea and coffee, which we do not raise,
and by putting on luxuries, as silks and
wines, a fair tariff, protecting, as above,
revenue will again be raised to relieve
necessaries. This is what the Demo-
cratic party desire to do. The Bepubli-
cans and Mahone, want a high protec-
tiveprohibitory tariffwbich will permit
manufactures to sell at their own price,
keep out all foreign good from compe-
ting, at any price, and raise the revenue
by the tax on tobacco and spirits.
