A JOINTDISCUSSIONAT MONTEREY?PAUL FINDS
FEW FOLLOWERS, BUT MEETS MORE THANHIS
MATCH IN THE O ALLANT O'FEBRALL?HIGH-
LAND DEMOCRATS CAN'T STAND MAHONE'S
MARCH TO STALWABT REPUBLICANISM?
O'FERRALL CBEATKS GREAT ENTHUSIASM.

Monterey, Highlandcounty, Va.,)August 29tb, 1882. /
To the Editor ofthe Dispatch :

This has been a grand field-day for the Dem-
crats of this county. Colonel Charles T. O'Fer-
rall and Hon. John Paul met in jointdiscussion,
and if any had doubts heretofore as to Paul's
Stalwart Republicanismtbey were removed to-
day by the unwillingconfessions lorced out of
him by Col. O'Ferrall.

The discussion commenced about 12%o'clock.
C. P. Jones,Esq., announced that each speaker
was to bave one hour and a half on the first
round and twenty minutes' rejoinder.

PAUL OPINED
amid profound silence, and proceeded to repeat
his sameold, old speech on Readjustment, the
same one wehave beard sooften, and speaking
of which, he said to-day he had waited several
months in his seat in Congress before he got an
opportunity to deliver it there. Several of his
best friends (Republicans)left tbe court-house,
saying that they had heard itso often that they
could not stand it again. He favored the Re-
publicanAdministration because it favors "us."
He denounced the Democrats and their leaders
ln strong terms, which was loudly applauded
by the old Republicansof the county. He de-
clared tbat the Readjuster party was principal-
lymade up of Democrats, and that air tbe old
Whigs were Bourbons and Funders. This did
not seem to go down so well with several of
Paul's own followers, as they were tbe strong-
est kind of old Whigs, and are really following
Paul now because he opposes the old Demo-
cratic doctrines, which they have alwaysbeen
taught to hate. He did not think there was
much disaffection in the Readjuster ranks in
the country from what he could see and hear;
and then closed his speech by trying to ex-
plain,which he knew was death to him in the
county of Highland,his voting toseat so many
Republicans, many of them being negroes, and
unseatingwhite Democrats in Congress. This
was an up-hill pull for Paul, who usuallyis
very easy and fluent, but ha saw that this dose
would not be taken by his Democratic friends
ln Highland.

COLONEL O'FiBKALL
was in fine spirits I ever saw
him. As soon as he commenced his speech it
was evident how the crowd was. At the very
first proclamation ofhis principles as a Demo-
crat the audience rose to almost a man and
made the very welkin ring with three cheers
for O'Ferrall and Democracy. Paul looked
pitifui, and I really felt sorry for the roan. Heshowed iv his very look* that his friends had
misled him, and in place of there being no dis-
affection amongst tbe Readjusters, tbat the
whole party had disbanded. In twenty min-
utes Colonel O'Ferrall unravelled tbe dema-
gogism and sophistry of Paul's whole speech,
and showed completely bow he was leading
his followers directly into tbe Republican par-
ty, and into the very worst element or that
party. He then turned upon Paul, and with
tbat look and emphasis peculiar to himself
brought home to him, turust after thrust, his
Republican votes ln Congress.

THE BOSSISM OF MAHONE.
The absurdity Of the protective-tariff doc-

trine, his dodging the vote to pass the river
and harbor bill over the veto, and all of the
rest of his Repub lean clap-trap, aud as ihe
speaker brought out each point stronger and
stronger tbe audience rose, and cheer after
cheer shook tbe old court-house from its very
foundation. Poor Paul! The perspiration be-
gan to roll off of him in great drops; he twist-
ed and turned, rolled up bis sleeves and walled
op his eyes, jumped up and tried to explain
that his vote was not recorded: that he was
honest in his votes; that he had voted some-
times, when no party question was up, with
the Democrats; but all to no purpose. I have
neverln my life seen a man get such an exco-
riation and squirm and sweat under it as Paul
did.

Colonel O'Ferrall in hisbest Btyle
SHOWED UP MAHONE;

how in saving to the State of Virginia 5510,000,
as Paul claimed, he hari taken from her sever-
al millions; how he required everyoffice-hold-
er under him to obey servilely his everyorder.
Toenforce this last point he told with tremen-
dous effect how Mahone had latelymade Judge
Stewart, ofPage county, appointoueof his fol-
lowers as clerk of his court, :at the death ofthe
old clerk, although the Judge expressed a de-
cided preference for tbe son-in-law of the old
clerk, who had been bis father's deputy, but
said he was ordered to put Mahone's man in
and he was obligedto do it. There were some

"77ie Spirit of the Valley," was along, and, I
suppose, had prepared his report of tbe meet-
ingbefore be came out h. re, as hedid not seem
to take much interest in the discussion, and
was out of tbe court-bouse most of the time
getting the Republicans of the county to take
his paper for the campaign. Another of his
friends seemed to be the prompter as to when
ihe applause was expected; but several times
"tbe boys," who had been posted aird"steamed
up" for the occasion, failed to respond, and at
other Urn. s they wonld let off at tbe wrong
place and spoil tbe effect of what was being
said by tbe speaker, bo as to convulse the whole
honse in laughter. It was a rich scene to see
them gather around Paul after the speaking
was over and hughim in a familiar way, pe-
culiar only to people who have been "steamed."

PAUL'S PEOCTOB
or the Univeissty was on band with a bouquet,
and wont ed as best he could for his benefactor,
but It wrsnogo. Paul closed by saying that
this would be the last time he would le in the
county before the election, and he would leave
this evening; but by the time O'Ferrall was
done wilh him he concluded to remain a few
days longerin the county and see if he could
find a few of his old friends. He mightaa well
bave ielt, for it is no use trying to make Re-
publicans out of the old Democrats of this
county.
It is impossible for me to give you an idea of

the effect of to-day's work upon the people of
this county. The only followers Paul has left
in the county are a few negroes, tne old Re-
Eublicans, ant by these Imean all those who

aye been Republicans heretofore, even during
the war, and a few who have always been so at
heart, but afraid heretofore to declare it openly,
tbose who hold office under Mahone and Paul,
and tbose who expect offlce under them.
