The War ln Egypt?Dcfi .at of Arabi.

Ou Tuesday last the cable reported
that Sir Garnet Wolseley had ordered a
general advance on A.r£.bi's works at
Tel-el-Kebir. The \u25a0same evening the
entire British force, with the exception
of a emailbody left in charge of the en-
campment at Kass asm lock, took up the
line of march for. Tel-el-Kebir on the
Ismailiaand CaivoBailroad,closs along-
side the parallel line of M. de Lessepß's
freah watercanalarid about twelvemiles
distant from Kassrtsin lock. The object
of the night march was that the men
should be withir. easy distance of Ara-
bi's position by break of day, at which
time the assault, upon his works was to
be made. The movement seems to have
been complete' ly successful. The attack
was begun t.y dawn aud the engage-
ment was very brief. The main attack
waa on Arf.bPs left flank, and under
cover of 'thfj guns of the heavy artillery j
the troops advanced and carriedTel-el-
Kebir with a rush. The time occupied
in close fighting does not appear to have
lasted more than 20 minutes; but that
it was sharp, though short, is evident
from the fact that "many officers" are
included in the report of thekilled and
wounded. The brunt of the action was
borne by the Highland Brigade. The
probable British loss is put at only two
hundred ; the Egyptian loss in Hilled
alone at two thousand, which, if true,
would indicate a massacrerather than a
battle, and that the slaughter must have
been jirificipally of the fugitives as they
weri.- pursued north and south of the
fresh water canal by the Indian cavalry
on one side of it and by theBritish cav-
alry on the other.

Icfcd.-ig spirits ofthe rebellion against
the Khedive and the English and
Frei ub boards of financial control, ap-
peal- il and surrenderedunconditionally
Friiii.y, and the Egyptian troops in and
Mound Cairo have tendered their sub-
mis.-; ;. iv. It is not without clear reason,
therefore, that General Wolseley tele-
graphs to England that the war in
Egypt is over, that no more troops are
needed, and that the men he has with
bim will be glad toget home. If it were
not Egypt that was the theatre of war
so sudden a collapse would have seemed
marvelous. The dispersalof from thirty
to fifty thousand men at a single blow,
like phantoms, and by only a few Brit-
ish brigades, seems even now scarcely
credible in the light of what has been
said of the religious fanaticism of the
Egypt ians and the influence of Arabi as
the Itader of the revolt. Arabi is a pri-
soner iv the hands of the British ; the
conscripted fellahs have hurried back to
the fields from which they were torn;
the Bedouins have sought their old
haunts in the desert, and such regulars
as held together have tendered their
submission, to be dealt with as may be
deemed most advisable. The Egyptian
army, aa an effective force, is a thing of
the p_-st, and aa all resistance is every-
whereat an e_fd, the war, as Gen. Wolse-
ley has telegraphed, i9really over.

But, as the Baltimore Sun says,
though the war has been sharply and
summarily brought to a close, the Egyp-
tian question yetremains to be adjusted
by ihe conference of the western pow-
ers, wiiieh was simply adjourned until
the British had suppressed Arabi and
the authority of the Khedive should be

eating questions that will come before
the conferencewill be the future rela-
tion of the Khedive to the Porte. An-
other aud even more delicate question
will be the one started by Count Corti,
the Italian representative, in respect to
an international protectorate for the
Suez canal, and.a third, what lieu, if
any, England shall have on Egypt for
her military services in restoring order
with .the sanction of and as the agent of
the powers. These aud other nice points
will now come up before the conference
for adjustment, and with the ultimate
fate of Turkey in view aud the diverse
interests at work, its deliberations will
be looked forward to with anxiety by
more than one of the powers represent
ed there.

Save the four
dollarsa week received as salary dm"--(
ing the entire time of his service in the'
employ of William Lamb, from 1857 to
1861, tbe writer has never been the re-
cipient of assistance from him; and to
show the callousnessand coldness of the
man, his ingratitude and selfishness, it
may trot be out of place to state here,
that on one occasion, when one ofthe
solicitors of the Norfolk Journal was
seeking from him the job-printing pa-
tronage of his office, William Lamb re-
plied to him "that bis preference was to
give his work to Mike Glennan, but
that his offlce was out of the way."
Can this contemptible miscreant say
that Mike Glennan ever thought tbat
"be was out of his way" when in the
hour of danger he stood by him, and
when for days and nights, after remov-
ing him from death's door on the beach
at Fort Fisher, he was at his bedside
attending to every want and admlnis-
tering to every wish ? A more despica-
ble ingrate never lived.

But notwithstanding the baseness of
his ingratitudeto us, we have always
tried to extend to him a friendly hand
and do him a kindly deed. We forgave
him, if we could not forget, his cold
ungratefulness, and this has been de-
monstrated on hundreds of occasions.
As a journalist, there waa no t>u9ir>es9
enterprisethat he ever engaged i.i that
we did not seek to advance by kindly
reference. When he re-entered politics
in the Democratic we pushed him
forward. Itwas assisted by our influ-
ence tbat he was elected delegate to the
St. Louis convention. It was assisted
by our influence that he was made tem-
porary chairman of the convention that
nominated Governor Holliday, and
whenever we could, without sacrifice
of previous pledges, we helped him po-
litically. Even after we differed politi-
cal! we defended him from the attempt
to take from his well-gained laurels as
the commanderof Fort Fisher, and we
set at rest, we believe conclusively, all
doubts as to that matter. Whenever
we have attacked his public or political
acts webave always extended to bim
the use of our columns to correct any
wrongs we may have done him. We
have fought him openly, fairly, and in
an outspoken way, and during all the
time we neverassailed his private char
acter. And yet tbis man says we bave
been an ingrate.

Now wbat has been his career?

A distinguished member of Congress
from this State, a class-mateof William
Lamb at William and Mary, has in-
formed us that tbe lamented Judge
Scarburgh, who at the time was a pro-
fessor at the College, publicly repri-
manded him for violating honor during
his preparation for an examination
This was a fitting prelude to his life.

As already shown, his ingratitude to
us, who, as a boy and youth, gave to
him a devotion as strong and as great as
that belonging to brothers, and who
never was from his side during danger,
saving him, as he flrmly believes, from
death, also shows the baseness of the
man.

His ingratitude to tjie men of Nor
folk?the brave men whom he more
than any other man influenced to leave
their workshops, their clerkships, and.
their other employments in order to
take up arms in defence of the Confed-
eracy, is also shown in the fact that
when these men returned from the war
penniless, to find their wives and little
ones suffering for tbe necessities of life,
and while they yet wore "the tattered
gray," William Lamb, in opulence and
with employment to give out, extended
it to negroes, at the time, too, When the
just freed slaves were demonstrating
their insolence to returned "rebels."
His course in this matter at the time so
outraged the fefflings of the returned
soldiers that in the mayoralty election
that shortly afterwards occurred his
father was defeated.

A stretch of time occurs. The man,
through losses in his business ventures,
which none deplored more than we did,
was deprived of his wealth. But he yet
had influence and friends, and became
presidentof the First National Bank o!
this city. William Lamb, as tbe presi
dent of that*hank, knew its bankrupt
coudition ; yet he allowed the'reception
of deposits, well knowing that the bank
must break, and on the very day of its
failure permitted the money of coufld'
ing friends to be received. Yet this
man professes to have a conscience.
From the failure of the bank many sad
results followed. We have heard of
good, honest English settlers in Vir-
ginia who, trusting the reputation Wil-
liam Lamb had in England, deposited
their all in the keeping of his bank,
and wljo, hearingof their loss, despaired
and died, away from the home of their
childhood, in a strange land ; and .we
know of others, who, endorsing for this
man, or loaning him tbeir notes, lost all
the possessions they had in the world
They are to-day facing life boldly and
resolutely, hoping toretrieve their losses
?teases directly due to acts of William
Lamb.

As the chief magistrate of the city, a
place to whichi he #was elected under
false colors, he has proved a tyrant,
hated and detested. He began his offi-
cial career seeking revenge, jn a way
cunning and despicable, on two trusted
police officers, Messrs. Mowle and Pet-
tis, who had opposed his election.

By advocating it as a paity measure
he secured the adoption of as infamous
a charter as ever cursed a people, and
that .could only have emanated from a
mind that combinedin its structure the
qualities of a Caligula and J^Tero.

And now to a recent matter.
In last Sunday's Virginian the letter

of an esteemed, honored and influential
citizen of Surry county, giving an ac
count of the discussionat Surry Court-
house between William &a_nb and v
negro orator named Laws, was pub-
Uahed. It was a graphic sketch', iv
which the writer (Jepicted how Lamb,
a former eiave owner, one whose father
and grandfather before him owned and
traded in human flesh and blood, sought
to arouse the lowest passions and preju-
dices of the negroes by telling them
how the Bourbons had treated them,
how the "toothless babe had been
plucked from its mother's breast, and
how those whom God had joined to-
gether had been torn asunder, and how
thousands of prayers from countless al-
tars had ascended like burnt sacrifices
to Heaven asking God to shield them
from their oppressors." We say our
correspondent related these facts of
Lamb's speech, and that in comment
ing upon the rejoinder of Laws he ex-
pressed his opinion of WQM*in Lamb
by stating th_.t Laws, "an unlettered
negro, raised a slave, never attended I

school a day in his life, preached better
morals and more charity to the white
race than did this pace-face Chris-
tian renegade ;" and yet this Wil-
liam Lamb, this chivalrous man, whose
reputation as a duellist is in keeping
with his general reputation?this man
wbo, when challenged, dodges along
under the wharves, retires to his well-
lighted house, is in conferencewith cer-
tain officials of the city, and while his
antagonist's house is surrounded by po-
lice to prevent him from getting to the
field, a scheme which failed? William
Lamb's house is surrounded in like
manner to prevent him from getting
there, a scheme wbich succeeds. We
say this William Lamb, who holds in
such high regard bis reputation, and
wbo blusterlngly threatens "in the fear
of God, and witb a clear conscience,
that the man who in the home of my
fathers and on, my native heath at-
tempts to rob me of freedom of speech
by defamationof character," to treat as
"a mad dog," contents himself with
the brand of being a "Pale-Face
Christian Renegade," simply re-
plying that the author is a wilful and
infamous liar. This is the way this
man, who acknowledges the "Code" as
honorable, pockets what he admits in
effect to be a wilful and deliberate in-
sult.

Now, as to ourselves?and for what
we have to say in conclusion, we will
adopt the personal pronoun.
I have neverknowingly defamed the

character of any man. As a public
journalist I have never attacked the
private relations or record of any man.
I bave never failed to exclude from my
columns on request, where it could pos-
sibly be done without detriment to pub-
lic weal, auy article tbat would wound
the feelings of therelatives or friends, or
injure thereputation ofthe unfortunate
person who, by some act of folly or
crime, bad brought discrediton himself.
Tbis is my record as a journalist on all
matters relating to individuals in their
private capacity. On public matters
aud public men, I bave never faltered,
regardless of fear or favor, to express
my opinions boldly and unhesitatingly
when I thought it necessary. Tbis has
been especially so of the records or ac-
tions of public characters as theyrelated
to public matters. In attacking either
the public manor tbe official act I have
carefully guarded against using lan-
guage that would imply or reflect in-
sult. I was cautious in this because I
am not a believer iv tbe Code. When-
ever I bave unintentionally injured a
man, no matter how high or bow low
bis station, I have hastened to correct
the injury. So much in explanationof
my position as a journalist, and in re-
lation to wbat I am about to say of tbe
threat of William Lamb in his circular
card.
I have given wbat I considera partial

sketch of his career, and which his
cowardly attack warranted. Nothing
but his ba3e attempt to degrade me In
public estimation could have forced me
to this step?a cour.e lepugnant to my
feelings?and this is my apology to the
public.

In his circular card be bas made his
threat with an evident purpose of bull-
dozing, not only the freedom ofopinion,
but the freedom of the press. I tell
him now, tyrant and demagogue that
he is, that no threat from him can in-
timidate or silence me; tbat I shall
never hesitate to criticise his acts, de-
nouncing them whenever I deem tbem
deserving denunciation, and that in the
face of his cowardly threat I shall con-,
sider myself justified in being prepared
lo meet him, defending myself by the
rights that God and tbe law give me.
