The Democrats of Middle River District
promised that they would have a grand Dem-
ocratic rally at Ft. Defiance on last Thursday?
and they had it. There was, ln this instance,
no holding of the promise to the earand break-
ing It to thehope. For though the clouds hung
their drapery low, and the rains descended,
yetthe fire of Democracy in the hearts of the
peoplekept them warm, and they gathered, as
did the Highlanders to the patriotic sound of
the pibroch of Roderick Dhu, when "one blast
from his bugle-horn was worth a thousand
men." The men were there because they were
Democrats, opposed to bossism; and' the wo-
men were there, because in their bosoms burns
the pare lire of patriotism, undented by the
last for offlce, which has corrupted many men
Who are now followers of "Boss" Mahone.
Wonld it were that our young, ambitious as-
pirants for political honors,would consult the
patriotic women of old Virginia before they
allow themselves tobe beguiledby the specious
offers of a corruptparty I
It was a glorious day for Democracy ln old

Augusta, and one long to be remembered by
all present. As train after train drew np un-
der the large flag that floated across the rail-
way and the passengers disembarked, they
were greeted with rounds of cheers by those
who were already present, and the entry ofthe
one hundred mounted men from Port Republic
and Weyer's Cave was cheered again and
again.

Thepavilionln wbich the ladles were shel-
tered lrom the drizzlingrain and the speakers
stand were decorated witb evergreens and
flowers and flags. Over the two entrances to
the grounds were the inscriptions, in large
gold letters, "Welcome all," "This way, Free-
men." Over the speakers' stand, in gold let-
ters, was "Charles T. O'Ferrall for Congress,"
and under, in letters covered with arbor vltae.
most deftly worked, was "Democracy, Truth,
and Honesty."

The music duringthe day was furnished by
the StonewallBrigade Band, or Staunton, and
bythe C. U. Band, of Timberville, Rocking-
ham county. A detachment ofthe Staunton
Artillerywas also present, under command of
Lieut. J. T. Long, and made the welkin ring
with 100 rounds, and woke up the echoes
around old Ft. Defiance,

At 11 o'clock the meetingwas called to order
by John H. Crawford, Esq., who announced
the following officers: Capt. James Bumgard-
ner, Jr., President; Hon. John T. Harris, Ab-
salom Koiner, Dr. J. R. Stout, James G. Pat-
terson. Dr. A. M. Fauntleroy,Vice Presidents;
and the Democratic Editors present. Secreta-
ries.

Capt. Bumgardner introduced Hon. H. C.
Allen, of Shenandoah, as a gentleman well
known to all present, and one who, as the
standard-bearerof Democracy, had borne Its
banner as proudly in defeat as others bad ln
victory.

JUDOS ALLEN,
?Iter a brief introduction, asked why should
the peoplevote for the candidate of tbe Coali-
tion or Stalwart Republican party of Virginia
against Col. Charles T. O'Ferrall ? What party
did he represent in Virginia? They started
out as a simon-pure Readjuster party. Now,
they haveeither readjusted the State debt or
they have not. If they have not done It, It is

? their own ___ult, for they have had control of
the State Government. If they have settled
it, then it ls out oi politics.

The Riddleberger Bill, passed last winter, be
claimed, was a fraud upon the people, for the
present Governor had promised, in ail of his
speeches last foil, that it should be submitted
to the ratification of the people, and they bad
not done it. Again, tbeysaid under no circum-
stances would they recognize war and recon-
struction interest; yet nothing is said abont
war and reconstruction Interest in tbe Riddle-
berger Bill. Why? Because the Boss of Boss
Mahone said they must not do it, for fear the
Republican party would not stand bybis party
if they even hinted atany such repudiation.

As to the Commissioners' Land Sale BUI, he
showed that it had been defeated by the very
party wbo proposed it, because the Senate had
so amended the Bill as to place the election of
these officers in the hands of the people, and
yet they go about prating of what great good
the passage of this Bill would have done tbe
people of theState. No, they merely wanted
the power of making these appointments
placed ln the bands ofCameron, that he might
appoint henchmen of Mahone to bind still
stronger the chains ln which this accursed
party have bound Virginia.

He showed up the nefarious designs of tbe
Reapportionment Bill, and the debt we owed
theBig Four for defeating it. It was Intended
to take away the control of the government
fromthe whites of the State and turn it over
to the negroes. The white people of the State
?re willingto give tbe negroes tbeir Just polit-
ical rights, but they are not willing to strip
themselves of their rights; If so, tbey are not
worthy to be called white men, and should at
once turn over the State government to the
negroes.

As to the attempt made to turn ont the Cir-
cuit Court Judges ofthe State, he said that
never before had snch a measure been offered
ln the Virginia Legislature?a measureintend-
ed to debauch the Judiciary lor partisan pur-
poses. He would leave his own party if it ever
attempted to do snch a thing. If the attempt
to pass such a measure was not rebuked by the
people at the polls, then, indeed, we bad taken
a long stride towards anarchy.

He said this party olaimed that they had re-
duced taxes. They had done nothing of the
kind. Even the Whig, before the bill was
passed, opposed any reduction. The reduction
from 50 to 40 cents was proposed by Conrad, of
Winchester, in tbe House and was defeated,
and the bill went to the Senaie with tbe tax at
SO cents on the SIOO, when Riddleberger, to pre.
vent being out-generaled by Conrad, moved
Conrad's own amendment. So they are enti-
tled to __o credit for the rednctlon of the taxes.

He drew a brief sketch ot tbe unseemly con-
duct of such high officers ofgovernmentas the
First and Second Auditors damningeaoh other
on the streets of Richmond, and beingbrought
before a police Justice for fighting. He also
cited tbe conduct of Cameron ln the recent de-
velopmentat the State penitentiary, ln keep-
ingsecret the report ofthe Investigating com-
mittee, and the fact that the legislator. Impli-
cated in that report, has since been indicted by
a grand Juryffor bribery.

Hi showed up Mahone's transactions with
the Norfolk and Western railroad, by which
the State got 1500,000 out of (6,000,000, and Ma-
bone got rich and the employees of tbe road
onlygot half of the wages due them. And of
this $500,000, $100,000 had been appropriated to
bnild a University, to be used exclusively for
negroes, and the balance was to be used for
general school purposes, both white and col-
ored. In this connection, he called attention
to the fact that about one-third of the school-
tax paid by the people of Augusta was not
fpent ln the county,but went to educate tbe
negroes of East Virginia, and yet tbis pajty,
this liberal party, had appropriated this $100,000
of school money for the exclusive benefit of
the negroes.

He sbowed how the State had lost from $200,-
-000 to$300,000 bythe Bill passed last winter, al-
lowing the Richmond and Danville Railroad
Company to pay its indebtedness to tbe State
In tbe bonds of tbe State, and this wss done
for tbe purpose of makinga boom in Virginia
bonds under the RiddlebergerBill.

What has this party done for the people T It
claims to have built up the public schools but
then theysaid last year that Massey did that.
No; the schools were pnt npon their present
basis by the Henkel School Bill, which was
voted for by every Conservative ln the Legisla-
ture and was voted againstby every Readjuster.
Bo they areentitled to no credit for the present
prosperous condition of the schools. And he
dared venture the prediction, that when the
United States Supreme Court shall have de-
elded in favorof the recelvablllty of coupons
for taxes, (as he believed it would,) the schools
will be destroyed, unless the taxes are doubled
or even trebled.

They called themselves the "Liberal Party."
In what were they liberal 1 When the Under-
wood Constitution was adopted they voted to
disfranchise every white man in Virginia who
had engaged in the war or ever sympathized
with the Confederacy. They are such liberals
aa Yankee Allen, .the Nortons, Peter Carter,
and Shed Dungee?well, he (Dungee) was a lit-
tle liberal, for he offered a bill ln the Legisla-
ture to allow whites to marry negroes.

Liberal! Liberal ln what 7 In associating
with every devil from tbe North, who, if they
could have had their way, would have hnng
every Confederate they aould have laid their
bands upon.

Liberal in what? (A voice, "In money.")
Yes, but with somebody else's money. Yes,
they tax the little postmasters with a percent-
age ol their salaries, and now, since the news

from Ohio, they will probably call for all of it,
as theywill need it.
. They are for Arthur because Arthur is for
them, for they think itwill put moneyin their
pockets.

Never before has there existedso proscripti ye

a party in any civilized government.
"We are for Arthur because Arthur is lor

us." Neverbas there been such a damnable
politicalheresy in this country since the foun-
dation of our government. Theidea of a man
occupying tbe exalted position ofCongressman
?a representative of the people?stooping so
low as to say, "I am forArthur because Arthur
is for me." Had such a thingbeen done twen-
ty-five or thirty years ago by a candidate for
Congress, hewould not have received a single
vote in this district.

What had Paul done for the people of Vir-
ginia? He had gone to Congress; he had voted
forKeifer, a Republican, forSpeaker, and bad
voted every time with the Republicans, when
there was a contest between a Democrat and a
Republican,and when he did vote for a Demo-
crat, it was because there was no contest and
the Republicans themselves voted as the Dem-
ocrats did. Paul's "conscience," ofwhich Paul
spoke so much, was a kind of8 by 7 conscience-

On the important question of the Tariff
Commission, Paul did not vote; he dodged it,
as he did nine out of ten of all the important
measures before Congress last session. He was,
however, always present and always voted
when there was a chance to kick a Democrat
out of offlce and put aRepublican or negro in.

In closing, hespoke of the bright prospects
for the Democrats, referred to the cheering
news from Ohio, and urged all Democrats who
hid strayed away to return to the Democratic
ark in time, for there was bound to a be flood
and they would snrely get drowned.

At the close of Mr. Allen's speech, the large
crowd adjonrnedto the well-laden tables.where
they partook of the bountiful feast of good
thingsprovided in the greatest abundance by
the good wives and beautiful daughters ofMid-
dle River District. We have heard ofprover-
bial hospitality,but the hospitality on this oc-
casion was actual, and beat the solidity out of
a proverb all hollow.

HON. J. KAN. TUCKER.

After dinner, Hon. J. Ran. Tucker was in-
troduced and said that he wanted to address
himself to the manhood and love of liberty of
the people of the' Valleyof Virginia; to their
strong common sense, and he wonld speak in
plain and clear terms that all could under-
stand.

We are free to admit thatweoan, in i» meas-
ure, convey to onr readers the impression
made by Mr. Tucker's admliable and charac-
teristic address. It was delivered in his inim-
itable style, and its sparkleof wit, humor, and
pathos cannot be conveyed in a repojt. He
was listened to with the closest attention from
the beginning to the end of his two hours' ad-
dress, and -yen then the people were nnwilling
to let him stop. ?

He spoke of the remarkable issue caused in
our political parties by the question of the
State debt, and said tbat it had been used by
designing politicaldemagogues to demoralize
tbe people.

This question now has no more to do, he
claimed, with the present Issue than at what
time tbe man in the moon should cut his to-
bacco. It bas nothingto do with Congress,and
Congress has nothingto do with It. In legal
parlance. It was among the "causes ended,"
and had been pigeon-holed forever. It bas
been the wedge that has divided tbe Dcmo-

| eratic party; now tbat it has been drawn out,
let the parties that differed on that question

', alone come together again. Even if it were a
live question, it could have nothingto do with
the present issue; how much less so when it ls
already dead. Let there te peace and good-
will on earth and in the Democratic party, be-

j tween Readjusters and Funders.
The question is will you send a Democrat or

an Arthur-Republlcan-Administration candi-
date to Congress ? In the present state of af-
fairs, the old Whigs of Augusta, the followers
of Henry Clay and Sandy Stuart, would no
morethink of voting for a Republican than
they would of flying to the moon.

' The Democracy of the present day recognized
the equality of all men before tbe law; the
right of every man to earn what he can, either
by his brain or by his hands, and to be protect-
ed in bis earnings by thegovernment,notonly
against other men, but also against tbe gov-

, ernment itself.
He referred to the boasted freedom of the

Mahone party, and showed bow Mahone bound
men to him, body and soul, eitherby tbe threat
to remove from offlce or the offer of an office.
Mabone bunted out the poor man. and either
threatened toremove bim from his little office,
orhe bribed him by tbe offer of one. Was tbis
freedom? No, it is damnable tyranny.

A widow woman in office at Washington,
with a familyof children, was assessed by Huli-
bell flB out of ber (75 monthlysalary, and wben
she appealed to him in behalf of her children,
sbewas told, "Damn your children; the Repub-
lican party must live." And then Mahone
comes along with bis assessment and takes $_5
more, making 163 out of a salary offii that she
bad to pay tohelpkeep the fetters onber own
people.

He referred in caustic terms to the action of
, tbe Mahone caucus, and praised Massey for re-

fusing to submit toit, saying that he was the
. only man in that party who had evergiven up
, a $3,000 offlce. He would vote for Massey, not

because be was a Readjuster or because he was
a Baptist, but because he was a Democrat; and
moreover, he would vote for any man, though
he hated him as he did the old devil, if he were
a Democrat, as against a Republican. Tbis
system of caucus rule, or Bossism, strikes a
blow at all free government. The members
of the Legislature are not representatives of
the people,but of little Billy Mahone.

Heexplained the two-fold character of our
government,and called attention to tbe effort
now being made by the Administration to con-

' trol State elections through its control over
the postmasters and the Internal Revenue De-
partment.

He forcibly and eflectlvely and at some
lengthreviewed the attempted destruction of
the peoples' rights by thepassage of the Com-
missioner of Sales Bill, the Reapportionment
BUI, the Judiciary Bill, the Railroad BUI, Ac.

i which were all, due to the Big Four, defeated.
He spoke at length of the many great Inju-

, ries that tbe Republicanparty had been guilty
i of towards the South since the war; and it was
> with this party of hate and partisan malignity

that Mahone, Wise, Ac, wanted to carry the
Democrats or Virginia. Was thereany Demo-
crat of Virginia so mean as to desert the great

\u25a0 party which had bravely stood up for our rights
when they were menaced by the Republican
party, and by whom they were all branded as

. traitors and who deserved to be bung. He elo-
quentlydepicted the grandflghttbeDemocrats
of the North, nnder the leadership of Randall,

' had made for the rights of the Southern people
and saved them.

He showed how tbe Democrats in Congress
had worked for the repeal of tbe tobacco tax
and how It bad been opposed by the Republi-
cans; how the Democrats had voted on tbe
River and Harbor Bill, which had appropriated
$300,000 to Virginia waters; and bow the Re-
publicans wanted the tax reduced on sugar,
which the South produced and the North con-
sumed, and how they wanted it increased on
cotton-ties, which tbe North produced aid the
South consumed.

He was not afraid of the tariff Issue. He
didn't want tbe farmer to pay for what he uses
for the purpose of enriching the Northern man-

ufacturers. He wanted a reduction all round
tbat would relieve the farmer and at tbe same
time not injure the Northern manufacturers.

He gave direct and striking illustrations or
how the tax on whiskey, tobacco, and cigars is

' paid entirely by the consumers, and bas a ten-
dency to deterioate the character of the pro-
ducts.

He showed up the enormity of tbe tax on
blankets, by which only$1,500 went to the gov-
ernment and $10,000,000 into the pockets of the

' manufacturers.
He favored a sufficient tariff to support the

government;but not one cent for tribute to
any one.

The tariff nnder tbe Clay bill forty years ago,
for the purpose of protectinginfant industries,
was, he said, 33K per cent, less than it ls now,
and he thoughtit wasabout time that these in-
fants had grown sufficiently to cease need-
ing "government pap."

The cry was "to save the laboring man
against tbe pauper labor ofEurope." In reply
he stated that the wages of a laboring man in
1860 under a low tariff were higher tban tbey
were in 1880 under a high tariff. It 1' tbe vast
extent ofour country and Itsvaried climate and
industries tbat saves the laboring man, not tbe
protective tariff.

He claimed tbat if the the tariff on pig iron,
which now pnt 552.65on every ton into the man-
ufactures' pockets, were taken oil or lowered,
the manufacturers of the Notth would have to
move to the oar banks of Virginia where pig
Iron can be produced cheaper than- up North.

At tbe close of Mr. Tucker's speech, which
was throughout greeted with the greatest ap-
plause,

HON. JNO. T. HARRIS
made a few happy remarks, ln which he con-
gratulated the Democracy upon the good news
from Ohio, and predicted a gloriousvictory for
the Democrats next November.

He referred toPresident Arthur's interference
ln State affairs, and that inhis attempttobreak
up the Solid South he had only broken up the
Solid North.

COIi..CHAS. T. O'FKRRALL
was loudlycalled for and responded in an or-
nate and enthusiastic address whioh went to
the hearts of the people. He spoke of the
cheering prospects from all over this District
for the glorious victory of the Democracy, and
called upon the people of old Augusta to do
their duty and roll up a majority in November
thatwould even ecirpse her past glorious re-
cord. He closed with an earnest exhortation
to organize, organize, the great watchword of
the campaign.

Short addresses were also made by Col. Jas.
H. Skinner, H. St. Geo. Tucker, Dr. A. M.
Fauntleroy, and R. 8. Parks, of Page, at the
close of which this glorious meeting of the
Democrats of old Augusta dispersed, with ihelr
hearts beatingresponsive to the noble senti-
ments tbeyhad heard fall from eloquent lips
duringthe day.

On Wednesday last. Judge Quarles, of the
County Court, appointed John Ed. Hamilton
as County Treasurer to supplythe vacancy oc-
casioned by the death of Samuel Paul, who
has efficiently served in that capacity for a
number or years,
? In the election next May the office or County
Treasurer will be filled by the vote or the peo-
ple.

Theterm "Fair" maynot always be the most
appropriate one for the autumn shows. Exhi-
bition is a better word, but far less frequently
used, Notonly should- the farmer go to the
Fair, but he ought to take his family with him.
The going, simply, is not enough. All mem-
bers of the household should make It a point to
take somethingto exhibit. One of the boys
may take a fine colt, and if it Is bis own, there
will be all the more pride in obtaininga prize.
Another son may have a yoke of steers that he
has trained for the exhibition. As for thegirls,
there are a thousand different things that can
be made with the needle that will grace the
walls of tbe "Woman's Pavillion," or the rooms
ofthe Household Department. Even so com-
mon athingas bread may be baked witb special
care and will attract much attention. Then
there are the garden vegetables, potatoes?a
new kind, perhaps?pumpkins, squashes, etc.,
and the products of the farm and orchard. It
is not wise to leave all these things at home,
and then criticise tbe Exhibition because you
can say, "We have better thingsat home." To
go and take things to the Fair is not enough.?
The Exhibition should become a school at
which all exhibitors and visitors make a study
of the implements, cattle, poultry, fruit, grain
etc., that are there. A farmer may owehis suc-
cess ln growing some crop to the knowledge
gained at a town Fair. Tbe farmer that has a
real pride ln the farm will take great interest
ln the local Fair, and will exhibit the products
of farm life ln the boys andgirls, who areinter-
ested exhibitorsat the Fairs. Tbe day at the
Fair should be a social one, every one making
it a point to meet many neighbors and.others
with a pleasant word. It is a place for asking
and answeringquestions, and the person wbo
goes throughtheExhibition without opening
bis mouth, is certainly not gettingall the good
that Is within bis reach. It ls our advice tbat
all go to the Fair?all take something to show,
and all find out as much as. possible about all
the various exhibits that are made by others.?
In this way the day at the Fair will be a most
profitable one. It maybe tbat a premium will
not be taken by every one, bnt tbe prize money
is only a small part of the valne that an exhib-
itor may receive from a Fair, tbat has been
used as a means for a better understanding of
the products of the farm, garden and house-
hold. __

At the meeting of the "Society of Arts" in
Boston, last Friday, ln commemoration of the
late Prof. Wm. B. Rogers, Maj. Jed. Hotchklss,
of this city, was present and delivered an ad-
dress of which the Boston Daily Advertiser
speaks as follows:

Major Jed. Hotchklss, of Virginia, was next
introduced as a friend and companion of Pro-
fessor Rogers. The speaker delivered an elo-
quentextemporaneous address, abounding in
points of interest. He was frequently inter-
rupted by applause, and at tbe close of his
speech bis auditors similarly expressed their
appreciation of his tribute to his old friend.
Space forbids even a brief sketch, bnt when
printed from the full notes this address will be
read wlth'eagerness. One point only can be
noticed. He Bald that about fifty years ago
Professor Rogers made an appeal to the legisla-
ture of Virginia that ageological survey ofthe
State should be made. That body voted the
means and appointedbim state geologist. At
that time geology was pratlcally unknown in
this country, and Professor Rogers entered up-
ona field where noman had trod before him.
He made many sectional surveys across the
State, and in so doing not only disclosed its
resources of mineral wealth, but announced
and defined the main characteristics of the
geologyof tho eastern section of the continent
within tbe limits of the United States and
westward to the Mississippi valley. State sur-
veyorsare now engaged ln makinga close and
complete topographical survey of the State.

' No amendment ofthe main announcements of
Professor Rogers will have to be made, for they
will bear the test of the latest scientific know-
ledge. Wnen tbat survey shall be finished, it
will be known which ls the highest peak of the

i Appalachian range in Virginia, and It bas al-
readybeen determined that, when it is made
known, it shall be given the name of Mount
Rogers.
