AsHKS -LEACHED AND BLEACHED.
-The croon most benefitted hy uu -

leached ashes, besides grass and ail oth-
er fruit crops, are potatoes, root crops
and Indian corn, aud lo these crops it
may be applied iv the bill or drill at
planting, or dropped by hand near and
upon the plants sflon after they come
up. There is some danger of injury to
ibe seed unless the distribution is very
eve.i, hence the surface application is
usually preferred. Ashes work down
in the soli. Rains wash down their
most valuable constituents, and on their
way liiey act favorably upon the soil,
and come in contact with tbe roots of
the plants. They shouid, therefore, al-
ways he applied upon or near the sur-
face of the soil.

With leached ashes the case is differ-
ent Tbe most soluble parts have al-
ready been washed out. They still con-
tain, however, a notable and very va*
riabie quantity of potash, which soon
rrjat-.cs its presence known, and as
leached ashes ate usually applied much
mortj liberally than iiuleacfied, the re*
spon-e of crops is prompt and satisfac-
tory. They may be economically used
for the same crops. Upon grass they
are spread as a top-dressing as evenly
as possible at the rate of oil lo 100 bush-
els to tbe acte?less upon light soils
than upon heavy. Uuleached ashes are
applied to grass and clover in about li .If
the above quantities, namely, 25 or 30
bushels per acre upon sandy or light,
loan y lands, and SO bushels or more
upon heavier soils? American Agrir-nl-
turift for Hfooember.
