Death of James A. Cowardin, Senior
Editor of tbe Richmond Dispatch. j

Mr. James A. Cowardin, tbefounder
and senior editor of the Dispatch, and
for more tbanhalf a century identified
with Virginia journalism, died last
Tuesdayafternoon at 4:25 at tbe reel-
denceof bis son, C. 08. Cowardin, No,
319 east Franklin street, Richmond, .
aged 71 years, 1 month, and 15 days.

In Ootober, 1879, be was stricken witb '
paralysis and compelled to leave the
chair which he had filled for twenty-
nine years. From the first attack and
from some subsequent ones he rallied,
such was bis strong constitution and
courageous spirit, and in tbe early part
of the past summer he was* able to go
to the mountains and fulfill his cber
ished desire of breatbiugjouce more tbe
air of his native county of Bath
While there be suffered a stroke of
great severity. For days be lingered
on tbe border between life and death,
and though he once morerallied be was
left with strength so wasted that ii
was with difficulty tbe tendereßt care
could bring him back to Richmond
alive. After reaching Richmond be
never arose from his bed. Monday af
ternoon of last weekcame tbe last at-

tack. Under it he sank till 4:23 o'clock
Tuesday afternoon, when be peacefully
breathed bis last.

Tbe funeral took place from St. Pe-
ter's Cathedral Wednesday morning at
10 o'clock.
In a biographical sketch by H. C

Cabell, published in tbe Dispatch of
Wednesday, he says:

"Three years since he was struck
with paralysis, and of course bad to ro
lounce journalism. Tbe blow came
ipon bim while writing an editorial.
He thus practically died with the armor

and journalist, died at his residence in
New York city last Wednesday morn
ing, at the advanced age of 85 year*;.?
His remains were taken to Albany and
interred in the family burying groun d
The' Baltimore Sun says : "With tin
death of Tbuilow Weed passes awn
one of themost notable personages thai
has ever appearedin tbearena of Amer
ican politics. His public career as jour
nallst and politician ran through a pe-
riod of fifty years. No man at onepc
riod exercised a greater influence ii
State and Federal politics or on Segisla
tive measures than he, or had »largei
share in tbe distribution of executive
appointments. For more tban half t>
century be played a conspicuous part ii
politics and was the trusted friend am
counsellor of nearly all tbe Whig and
Republican leaders who attained to em
inence from the days of De Witt Clin
ton down to theclosing years of Piesi
dent Lincoln.

Engineer Killed.?We learn from
the Bicbmond Dispatch tbat on last
Tuesday afternoon, about 3 o'clock, a
wood train on the Bichmond, Frede-
ricksburg and Potomac railroad ran off
the track near Summit, about five miles
from Fredericksburg, and instantly
killed tbe engineer, Mr. James Young
who resided in Bicbmond city at 508
west Marshall street. The train was
moving in the direction of Fredericks
burg at the time of the accident. Tbe
road was obstructed, and a.transfer
around the wreck was effected, prevent-
ing any serious delay to travel. Mr.
Young leaves a wife and five children,
who wereplunged in tbe deepest grief
at the news of the sudden death of the
husband and father. Mr. Young was
one of the oldest engineers on the road,
having been in its employment for a
period of about thirty years. He was a
most excellent citizen, and commanded
the respect of all who knew bim.

The cause of the accident, as faras can
be learned, is as follows: Trackmen
were repairing the track and had red
signals as a warning to approaching
trains. It is supposed that be did not
tee the signals and ran upon the part of
tne track being repaired, throwiug tbe
be engiue from the track and over

turning it. It is supposed that Engin-
eer Young was killed instauly. No
