Her real name was Matoax; but, by
order of Powhatan, th s was carefully
concealed from the whites, lent by tbeir
supernatural enchantments tbey should
work ber some harm Wben Ricbard
Wyffiti was sent from Jamestown lo
appri-e the endangered Captain Smith,
environed by foes among Powhatan's
people, of the death of his deputy, Mr
Scrivener, and bis ten companions,
by drowning, Pacahontas hid bun, mis-
directed those who sought bim, and, byextraordinary bribes and maneuvers,
brought bim safely to Smith, afterthiee
days' travel in the midst of extremeperil. So, also, wben Raicliffe was cutoff with thirty men, she saved tbe lad ,
Spilman, who was then living with iPowhatan, and sent bim to the Poto I
macs.

brothers lo witness Ihe marriage. (

This marriage brought about peace -
dnring tbe life of Powhatan, who, on j
oue occasion at least, sent a present of t
buckskins to his daughter and her bus i
band A free iutermiigling of tbe two iraces took place, aud Englishmen were t
accustomed to hire lucians to live iv s
their bouses and bunt for tbem. This -
amity lasted eight years. h

In 1616, more than two years after t
their marriage, Rolle and Pocahontas
went to England with Kir Thomas Dale
Powhatan sent home Indiana witn his '
daughter, one of whom was commie- |
sioned to count the number of the Eng r_
lish. Tbe arrival of the Lady Rebecca, |
at Pocahontas was called ailer her bap- j
Usui, produced a great sensation. She \
was received by tbe king and many dis- i
languished people, went to see a play, iaud, by help of her naturally quick twit, bore herself very well. But it be- i
came utceasary to Resist from calling her ttne.wife of John Rolfe, for the king was t
v. ry jealous, aud it was seriously de- i
bated in the privy council whether by t
marrying ihe daughter of a foreign po \
tetiiate wiihoui the king's consent, (
Rolfe bad not committed treason. t

Tbe climate of London, aad perhaps
also the uncongenial habit of civiliza-
tinu, affected Pocabontas very unfavor
ably, and sbe was taken to Brentford,
where Smith, then busy with his prep-
arations to sail for New England, visit-
ed her. la tbe successful efforts of
Rolfe and others to win ber to tbe Cbis
tian faiib and to marriage tbey had not
s.irup.ed to deceive ber, hy telling ber
tbat Captaiu Smith was dead, probably
oeiauae tbey knew she would not mar-
ry anotber white man while sbe be-
lieved t.iat tbe great warrior was alive
When, therefore, sbe saw the "brave
who bad been tbe object ofber maiden-
ly admiration sbe turned her face away
acd refused to speak for (be space of two
or three hours. Wben she did, it was to
claimtbe privilege of calling bim father,
which Smith granted only after im-
portunity, afraid, perhaps, of incurring
ihe king's displeasure. Pocabontas went
to Gravesend to take snip for ber re-
turn to America, much against ber will,
for sbe bad become weaned from her
savage life and greatly attached to tbe
English. At Gravesend sbe died of
-mall-pox three years after ber mar-
riage, leaving oue son, from whom
some of the most prominent Virginia
families trace tbeir descent.

A True Ohust Story

The Rev. Dr Baker is and has been
for thirty years tbe rector of a promi-
nent parish on the Eastern Shore of
Maryland. He is aresident of tbe town
of Camden, and has, or had some twelvs
years ago wben this happened, a mission
charge in the village of Venice, sixteen
miles distant, and between these places

Paper
with a back border is of a more tecent
date, and when first introduced as a
toaen of mourning the border was of a
reasonable width ; of late years tbe sa-.
ble border display bas grown so obtru-
sive and so excessive tbat even visiting
cards have been entirely black with the
name only printed in white.
