Owiiig to the absence of eovering of
show and of successive frreezings and
thawings, fall plowing, so usefal st the
N rih, is destructive of fertility at the
8 uth ang vot advissble, :

‘The land baving undergone proper
preparation,  havieyg . been  sutfciently
wanued. and ihe _crop havisg bee:-
planted with specidl regard to the ca-
pacity of 1he »oil, the wost importaut
mautter is, thorough culture or Eeepivg
the eartb fine and ;inellow among the
plauts, Stirring the goil can 8czreely
ve repeated too ofien during the earlier
penods of growth or until tere is dau-
<¢r of injury to the roots or to the tops
of growing plants by the cultivator
The ground may be tvo wet, but never
too dry, for stirringt; becsuse the more
frequently it 18 broken up, fined, and
aerated, the more moisture will the soil
absorh from the atmosphere, Surring
is an operation that should be peiform
-d after every rain sufficient to caure
incrustation or baring, which would
prevent a free sdmission of air ioto the
s0il  The'most ¢bvious bepefit of stir
ring the noil 18, the destruction of weeds ;
for no erop cas b cowe remuberaive
if crowded by -weeds which deprive it
of air, ligt moisiure, and used up »
purt of the tertiliny ot the soil.

The plow, horse hoe and cultivator
are to be used, whenever available ; but
tbe buand hoe must always be relied on
for the fiuver and more careful work
when, particularly in 1he later st~ges of
the erop, only supesficial siirring 1s ad
visable Wheu plunts are grown in »
crowded st te, durkness and want of ais
elongate the stems aud joaves ut the ex
pense of the roots and of a geuneral
tealthy econdition, Tbe operstions ot
thiuning sud band-weediog are per-
tormed in counection with hoelog
adwit a free circulation ot air around
the remaining plants, aud the sun i
permsitied to have an immediate juflu

‘| enee upon each, developing the desisea

The tempern of the living animal
y caubnot vary greatly, and therefors
when the weather grows colder there is
an jocreased demand for food to be con-
snwed in keeping up the natural heat.
A low temperature is an expensive con-
dition, as eyery farmer who has winter-
ed bis stock well knows. There are
two general methods of overcoming the
weariog or exbausting effects of severe
cold, weather; giving the animsls an
sbuadance of rich aud palatable, heate
forming food, and securing them from
exposure in warm and comfortable
stables. A happy combination of these
two methods is the one to be provided
by every stock ruiser who looks both to
the comfort of bis animals and their
profitableness. ; i
If stables generally could be warmed
with safcty vy stoves, there ia no doubt.
that a saving in the amount of fodder
would result. Much can be donein this
direction by keeping the animals in
well built stables, and free from all -
obliling currents of frost-laden air. The
writer has in mind a stable, where 8
long row of milch eows suffered, almost
to the point of freezing, ou many wintep
nights, becanse the stable was full of
lurglq oracks, and the doors only rnly ‘
[shut out’ the drifting suows, fow
bours of pstehing the walls, flooring,
and doors, with very little expense for
lumber, would have made its good
effects evident within a single week at
the dairy room. A cow is not at her
best when she must shiver with the
cold and have her rough coat covered
with the frost and snow of a severe wine
ter night. Looked at in simply the pe
cuniary light, this method of keeping
farm stock does not bring the best ree.
torns.. There is no farmer who, bein
able to owu a herd of cattle or & flock of
sheep, can afford not to house them:. *
well. He may let them eat at will from .
the stack of the best hay that is made, . .
but if they have no more sheltor than :
the stuck affords, he may come to the
oconclusion common to all bad agriculs..

Winter Rations for Pouitry.

As staple food, nothing is better and
aothing is so cheap as good Indian corp,
404 one meal a day may safely be of
this grain, either ground or whole.—
Grinding is of less consequence for
poultry than for the larger auimals, as
virds carry a complete mill for this
purpose, and puts in a new run of stones
as often as it can get to the ground. A
variety of grain is always acceptable ;
wheat screenings, buckwheat, oats, an
rye, the last rather sparingly. Cooked
food is highly relished— potatoes or tur-
vips, boiled and rashed with Indian
weal, scalded and fed warm, especiglly
on frosty mornings. Fowis are ver
tond of vegetab:es, eaten raw, and if
sugar-beets or waogels or turnips are
put within reach, they will help them-
selves. For an appeiizer, potbing is
better than cabbage'or the tops of tur-
uips. Heus pever tire of cabbage, and a
good supply for winter-should slways

«ggs. Bhore farpiers can get fish ‘ offals
fromn the markets, claws trom the bauks
ur minuows from theditches.
