The Late Senator Hill.

The following tribute to the Iate Sen-
ator Hill, recounting a pleasing inei
dent in his career, is furnished-to-us by
Gen. D. H. Maury :—

* Editor Virginian:—The: tributes
paid by Congress. to the dead Senator
Hill remind me to give : you my-recol-
lections of his last speech~~the very last
he ever made: In thesummer of 1881
after part of his tongue had been cut
away, the doctors advised him ‘to go to
the Rockbridge Alum Springs - On hi-
arrival a number of Virginians called
on him to show in a marked manuver
our sense of his espousal of Virginia’
cause in the Senate. In the course of
the next week his disease increased, and
Dr; Davis advised him toreturn to Phil
adelphia for further treatment. Wheu
this was known, the company generally
assembled and with a band went to hir
cottage to bid him farewell. He had been
cautioned not to speak, but when he
forgot everything but Virginia and he,
peril, shook off the trammels of his mor
tal’malady, and in tones which rung ou
upon the evening air, clear and strong
as a trumoet, he spcke for ten minute~
with a fervor and power I had never
heard equalled. His whole soul and
heart were in what he said. I regret I
could not preserve every word he ut-
tered. Igiveyou now thelittle I can re-
call. Hesaid to this effect : —

“I never enter within the borders of
Virginia that I do not feel that I ough
to uncover my head ia reverence to her
great dead and respect to her great liv-
ing men. Neverin the history of man
kind has any nation given birth to sc
many men so great as Virginia has, ana
never in Virginia’s has a crisis impend
ed over her so vital as this which is now
upon you. Bad men outside of ‘your
Srate are plotting with bad men in your
state to drag her down and tarnish her
ancient honor—aund wouid to God thi:
day that he would give me health and
strength to come and join with you ir
resisting the base purposes of your enee
mies, for I would spend my last breath
in Virginia’s cause "’

I believe he never apoke again, and
his last and most moving burst of elo-
quence was in Virginia and on Vir-
ginia’s soil, and in these times of our
tribulation may nerve our people in the
struggle we are making to retrieve our
dignity, and to replace Virginia in that
pre-eminence the great Georgian as-
signed her.
