Household Notes.

TURKEY BONE SOUP.

After a roasted turkey has been served
a portion of the meat stil adheres to
the bones, especially about the neck;
‘‘drum-sticks’’ are left, or parts of the
wings and pieces rarely called for at the
table. If there is three-fourths of a
cupfal or more left, cuwoff carefully and
reserve for force-meat balls. Break the
bones apart, and, with stuffing still ad-
bering to them, put into a soup-kettle
with two quarts of red pepper broken
icto pieces, three or four blades of cele-
ry cut into half-inch pieces, two onions,
three medium-sized potatoes, all sliced.
Let it boil slowly but constantly until
about half an hour before dinner (five
orsix hours). Lift out bones, skim off
fat, strain through a colander, return to
soup-kettle. Prepare the force-meat
balls by chopping the scraps of turkey
very fine; take half a teaspoonful of
cracker crumbs smoothly rolled, a little
salt, pepper, and half a teaspoonful of
powdered summer savory or thyme;
mix these together and add a raw beat-
en egg tobind them. Roll mixtureinto
balls about the size of a hickory nut
and drop into the soup about ten min-
utes before serving. Have ready in the
tureen a large tablespoonful of parsley
cut very fine. Pour in soup and send
to table hot,

CHICKEN PIE WITH OYSTERS.

Boil the chicken—a year old is best—
until tender; drain off the liquor from
a quart of oysters, boil, skim, line the
sides of a dish with a rich crust, put in
a layer of chicken, then a layer of raw
oysters, and repeat until dish is filled,
seasqning each layer with pepper, salt
and bits of butter, and adding the oys-
ter liquor and a part of the chicken
liquor until the liquor is even with the
top layer; now cover loosely with a
crust having an opening in the centre
to allow steam to escape. If the liquor
cooks away, add chicken gravy or bot
water. Bake forty minutes in a moder-
ate oven. Make gravy by adding to
chicken liquor left in the pot, one quart
or more, two tablespoonful of butter,
and seasoned highly with pepper; let
cook until there is no raw taste of flour;
salt to taste and serve.

SWEETBREADS FRIED.

These are delicious garnished with
caulifiower cut into flowerets, and a
white sauce poured over both. A sauce
may be used made as follows: Put but
ter the size of an egg into the sauce-
pan, and when it bubbles stir in a scant
half teacup of flour; stir well with an
egg-whisk until cooked; then acd two
teacups of thin eream. some pepper and
salt. Stir it over the fire until perfectly
smooth, and serve hot.

SHRIMP SALAD.,

Peel the boiled shrimps and when
thoroughly cold (those bought in cans
are very nice) arrange them in a circle
upon ieaves of fresh lettuce. Pour a
Mayonnaise sauce in the eentre and
serve at once. Sometimesa tablespoon-
ful of chopped parsely is added to the
dressing for this salad.

CREAM PUDDING.

Stir together one pint of cream, three
ounces of sugar, the yolks of three eggs
and a little grated nutmeg; add the
well-beaten whites, stirringly, and
pour into a buttered pie-plate on which
has been sprinkled the crumbs of stale
bread to about the thickness of an or-
dinary crust; sprinkle over the top a
layer of bread-erumbs and bake,

MACEDOINE OF GRAPES,

A fine bunch of Hamburg or Malaga
grapes is very pretty incorporated whole
into a clear champagne jelly ; it should
be suspended with a small thread in the
centre of the jelly. mould, and the jelly
poured in when quite cold, although
not set. The bunches of grapes are in

this way much more easily imbedded

than other fruits. In thelatter case the
mould is placed on ice; a little jelly is
poured in, and when set some fruits are
arranged in a circle, or according to
taste more jelly poured in, and left to
harden again; more fruit added, and
thus continued until the mould is full.

Now, at a pittance which his soul despises,
He works for one who always advertises.
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Senator Beck on the Tar)ff Commission’s
Guileful Report.

There is trath, perhaps, as well as
point in Senator Beck’s eriticism
on the tariff commission that they
themselves wrote their plausibly word-
ed report savoring of tariff reduction,
while the schedules which fix the rates
of duty on imported articles were pre-
pared in the main by men interested in
the manufacture-of those articles. The
men to be benefited by grinding tariff
taxes wrote down the rates they want~
ed, according to information received
by Mr. Beck, and the tariff commission
copied off their lists and called them
their report. **They simply transferred
the arrangement of the tariff to the men
who are personally interested in mak-
ing money out of these schedules, lead-
ing men connected with each one tak-
ing their particular schedule and fixing
it up to suit themselves, the commission
only throwing them together and hand-
ing the result to us as their work. They
bhave allowed interested parties to frame
the bill.”” Tt is thus that Mr. Beck ac-

counts for the ingenious intricacy of
the bill, and the fact that while ostensi-
bly reducing tariff’ duties, it actually
raises them. For example, a new spe-
cific duty of 2} centsa pound, or $50 per
ton, is invented for iron or steel plate
one and a half inches thick or over!—
Bessemer steel ingots, blooms and slabs
weighing no* less than 500 pounds shall
pay six-tenths of 1 cent per pound, vut
if weighing less than 509 pounds—as a
large proportion of them undoubtedly
would—they are to pay 2 cents per
pound, or §44.80 perton! Butanunob-
trusive, small proviso, widely separated
from the two provisions above men«
tioned and likely -to escape notice, de-
termines that ‘‘all metal produced from
iron or its ores which is cast and malle-
able, of whatever description or form,
witbhout regard to the percentage of car-
bon it contains,” or the process by
which manufactured, *'shall be classed
as steel.”” Thus by three shrewdly con-
trived provisions a material which to-
day costs $20 per ton free on board ship
is to have its price raised 224 per cent.,
and on billets worth $30 a ton the tax
will be $150 or more. The duty on cot-
ton ties, now §14 a ton, is to be raised to
$33 60 per ton—from 35 to 135 per cent.
On barbed wire fence material the duty
is raised from 35 to over 80 per cent. On
the rods of which chains are made the
duty is doubled. Other tricks of similar
character lie concealed in the nooks and
corners of this remarable bill, which it
will be the work of the ecritics of the
Senate to ferret out. The pretense be-
ing made that the tarifl’ rates already
existing are in the interest of labor, from
tables supplied by the commission Mr.
Beok deducés arguments to show that
whatever be the merits of a high tariff
it does not secure high wages. The ta«
bles showing that the total capital em-
ployed in manufactures in the United
States was in 1880, $2,790,223, 506 ; the
average number of hands, 4,376,150—of

‘which number 2,025,279 were men, 531,-
’ ’

753 women and 1,819,118 youths and
childen—the total wages paid, $947.919,-
674 ; the value of materials, $3,394,340,=
029, and the products $5,696,667,060,° Mr.
Beck points to the fact that the wages
paid amounted to but 17.6 per cent. of
the value of the products ; that the val-
ue of the products exceeded the cost of
materials and wages paid by $1 027,408,
000, or 36 8 per cent. on the capital in=-
vested aiter paying for labor and mate-
rials, while the average wages amount-
ed to less than $ 20 to each operative an-
nually. Throwing out the youths and
children, the average wages were but
$370 a year, butlittle over a dollar a day.
At the same time the laborer pays tariff’
taxes ranging from 50 to 100 per cent.
on every imported article he uses. The
Senator from Kentucky finds that in
the chemical industry the net profit on
capital was 21.3 per cenf., wages 10 per
cent., the average wages per band $400
per annum; in metals, profit 25 cent.,
wages 20 per cent., average wages under
$400 per annum ; earthenware produets,
profit 82.9 per cent., wages average $345
per annum ; glassware, profit 20 1 per
cent., average wages, $382; corton, profit
23.4 per cent.,average wages $245; wool=
ens, profit 30 per cent., average wages
$300; rilk, profit 49 2 per cent., average
wages $291 per annum.
