The attendance was
good, and silence reigned and profound
stillness, as the midnight hour, except
the voice of the eluquent speaker,
which expounded the text so fully and
entertainingly to his hearers, The ac
complished and faithful servant of God
explained the text beautifully with
paintings of fanecy and with flowery
eloquence, which is one of the charse
teristics which marks all of his ser
mous. He first spoke of his mission as
& servant, being sent out by his Lord to
invite those that were bidden to the
foast—the importance of his work and
that HE delighted in the work of the
Lord as a servant and he intended to
preach as long as he had strength to
press the invitation, *‘Come, for all
things are now ready.”

He spoke of the excuses which they
made 'o his servants buying lauds, oxen,
and marrying, &e.— ‘with one consent
they began to make excuse,’ “and
therefore I cannot come.”

He laid aside the glory which
be had with the Father before the
world was, and teok upon himself the
form of man and became obedient unto
death, even the death of tane cross.””
Here he spoke of the ample provis-
ions in the way of room for the guests,
“‘and yet there is room.

Lastly, he asked his hearers what
they were going to do. Whether they
were coming to the feast or not, for the
king would expect an answer from
them by his servant. What must he
tell his Lord? Are you coming to-
day, next wegk, next yeaar, or are you
coming at all? for he had to give an
account to his Master. He said it was
a royal feast, a royal invitation given
by a king.
He pressed it upon his hearers to
come to day, for if the king becomes
enraged, be may say in his wrath that
‘‘those that were bidden shall not taste
of his supper.”’

A MYSTERY THAT THE JOHNS HOPKINS
SAVANS WERE UNABLE TO SOLVE,

A few days ago, Mrs. Wm. T. Dickin-
son, residing at No. 80 St. Paul street,
received from Mr. Wm. Hunter; Second
Assistant United States Secretary of
State, residing in Georgetown, D. C., a
small box containing a Mexican bean.

Even now, 1o some of the newer reglons
of the West, the easiest way to get rid of
the manure is considered the best. The
Enpglish farmers have long been obliged
to feed farm animals largely for the fer-
tilizers they yield, and and this has
proved that covered yards are the most
economical. These covers are not so
expensive as might be supposed at first
thought. Substantial sheds, large
enough to accommodate a hundred uead
of cattle, may be built at a cost all the
way from $1,000 to $1 500, according to
the locality and price o: labor and lum-
ber. The roof may be made with three
ridge poles resting upon outside walls,
and two rows of pillars. There should
be ample provision for ventilation and
the escape of the water falling upon the
roof. The original cost will not be
many dollars per head, and the interest
oun this will represent the yearly cost.—
If this should be placed at two dollars
for each animal, it will be seen that this
outlay is more than repaid by the in=-
creased value of the housed manure over
that made in the open yard, and ex-
posed to the sun and drenching rains.—
The saving in food consequent upon the
warm protection of the animals has
been carefully estimated to be at least
one tenth the whole amount consumed.
In the saving alone the covered yard
gives a handsome return upon the in-
vestment.—dmerican Agriculturist for
February.
SCRAPING TREES.—Do we aprrove
ot scraping Trees ? asksa friend of ours,
Certainly we do, provided they need it,
and one can rarely find an old tree that
does not. Aside from the fact that the
removal of the old bark scales breaks
up a refuge for various insects,
including the Woolly~aphis, the in-
creased beauty of the tree repays the
trouble. There are scrapers made for
the purpose; oneof these has a triangu-
lar blade, another a long blade, with
one flat and another slightly concave
edge. 'An old hoeis quite as good a tool
as any; cutoff'the handle to about 18
inches, and do not grind the blade too
sharp, as & cutting implement is not
needed—only a scraper. On a very old
trunk some force may be needed to dew
tach the scales that are partly loose, but
on young trees be careful not to wound
the heaithy bark. The scraping may
be done now, next month, or later.—
When there comes a moist drizzly spell,
go over the scraped bark with good soft
soap, made thin enough with water to
apply with a brusb., Painf over a thick
coat of this soapand leavetherest to the
rains. Laterin theseason the trees will
appear a8 if furpished with mahogany
trunks.—American Agriculturist for
February.
